Speaks that he saw in the
nomination ‘"a great
opportunity to" offer public
service ' to the nation.
Coleman, 54, has been active
in the legal area of
transportation for séveral
years.” He said that''he
represented ' the Southeast
Pennsylvania ‘Transportation
Authority during ' it’s
development of
transit system. He, also
assisted in the development of
a transportation system for the
city of Cincinnati, Ohio.
Coleman will succeed Claude

The fascist police
arrested 11 people in Curico,
about 120, miles south of the
capital, on charges of being
members of an anti-fascist
organization.

The wife and daughter of
General Alfredo Bachelet. who
died in prison as a result of the
torture to which he was
subjected, were arrested. by
the Dept. of Investigation and
taken to the Tres Alamos
repression center in Santiago,
Fernando Leniz, Minister of
the Economy of the regime,

said that Chile would have to
renegotiate part of its foreign
debt which it was unable to pay
because of the drop in the price
of copper on the world market.

Chile’s foreign debt for 1975
totals 700-million dollars and
this includes an amount
resulting from the 400-million
which the regime decided to
pay the U.S. copper companies
to. compensate for the
nationalization of their
holdings during the Popular
Unity Goyernment of the late
Pres, Salvador Allende.
