WASHINGTON, DC — A
Senate Subcommittee here
recently heard shocking
lestimony describing
increasing “health brutality”
being inflicted upon the poor
In an American Public Health
Association publication,
presented to the
subcommittee, a Chicago
Black woman was quoted as
saying. “They expect you to
wait for hours for emergency
care there’’, as she recalled
the emotional trauma of
watching her baby die in the
Cook County Hospital
Emergency room

WITNESSES before the
subcommittee testified of
similar incidents. which could
appropiately be labeled
“health brutality”, ‘or less
euphemistically, genocide.

Meanwhile another
Subcommittee headed by Sen.
Philip Hart, on *'The high cost
of hospitalization”. Dr. Paul
Patterson, Professor of
Pediatrics at the Albany
Medical College told
committee members of the
insurance ‘‘hoax’’ employed by
many businesses, which
provide 8 - 10 dollar coverage
per day, while actual routine
hospital daily care ranges
“from $35 to $200 or more a
day ™

Furthermore the cynicism
and hypocrisy of the
government can be seen in the
schemes to limil the births of
Blacks while *'45 of every 1,000
Black babies born in Chicagu's
Kenwood - Oakland area die in
infancy”. The Kenwoood -
Qakland area according to the
APHA investigators. is typical
of hundreds of heavily
populated Black communities
around the country.

Tragically, millions of these
oppressed Blacks cannot
afford even the minimal
insurance coverage, and the so -

called government health
plans (medicade - medicare)
have turned out to be a farce.

Dr. Paul Cornelv, President
of the APHA. and. along with
Dr. Tom Brewer. one of the
most outspoken Black
phvsican in the country.
declared. “We have been more
interested in animals than in
people”” He denounced the
health “fads™ of the countrv
which come and go with each
new administration

and health carea
tragedy for Black people

BROKEN WHEELCHAIR FACES THE U.N.: An emblem of shattered health faces the hope for
law and sanity. Will the U.S. ever ratify the U.N. treaty against genocide? The brutal neglect of
Black people’s health is a crime under the anti-genocide treaty. Perhaps that is why the U.S. and
South Africa always find a way to aveid making the treaty law in this cauntry as it is throughout
the world. (Arthur Tress: OEO)

Eighteen billion dollars have
supposedly been allotted for
national health programs, yet
conditions of deteriorating
health found among the poor
continue to increase.

CORNELY POINTED out
that the crux of the problem
may lie in the failure of the
medical profession to

mphasize ‘‘preventive
medicine’’, rather than solely
the “‘curative’’ approach. Dr.
Lester Breslow of the
University of California
supported this view. pointing
out that '‘we have the
technological capacity. but
this has not improved the
quality of life ™

“'Al the end of the month. our
children usually survive on
candy bars.” the APHA
publication. entitled “Health
Crisis in America’ quoted
another woman as saving.
“After all.”" she added. “it is
energyv food. and cheap”

Further describing a typical
genocidal condition fostered
upon Blacks, Cornely
condemned the actions of
government health authorities

in allowing state medicare and
medicade agencies to prohibit
payment . for immunization,
dental and other ‘‘health
maintenence’’ care.

TTHE PASSIVE nature of
the medical profession should
be changed — particularly
among Black doctors —
cornely contends. The
American Medical Association
— notorious for its racist
health policies, and the drug
and insurances industries, are
clearly identifiable as the
culprits who are intent upon
rendering the Black
community sick and
defenseless.

“The AMA’', Cornely
warned. encourages Lhe
practices of doctoring upon the
poor in their last *'36 inches of
life. rather than the first 36
inches™

Confessions of
a Peace Corp

NEW YORK — Five years
ago the November issue of
Ebony celebrating the 20th
anniversay of that Negro
magazine, carried such
articles as “Negroes in Viet
Nam: ‘We, Too, Are
Americans' by Simeon Booker
(Fully integrated Gls resist
Viet Cong brotherhood claim),
“‘How Israel Solves Its
Cultural Lag” by Era Bell
Thompson (Brotherly attitude
raises immigrant standards);
and “Young Publisher With
Problems’’ (Peace Corps
volunteer puts out Spanish
newspaper in slum of Lima,
Peru). The first two articles
speak for themselves as to the
changing thought among Afro-
Americans in the last half-
decade, but so does teh last

story.

THE SIX-PAGE photo
feature in Ebony glorified a
Black Peace Corpsman as
saving the Peruvian people.

The Peace Corps sent copies of
the glowing story to all Black
legislators.

The hero of the rave piece on
the Peace Corps was less
ecstatic about it when he
returned home after 21 months
in Peru. He wrote Ebony about
printing an article on his
second thoughts about the
Peace Corps. He never
received a reply.

Today St. Clair Bourne is 26 -
year - old, married and a
producer of the National
Educational Television
Network's “‘Black Journal”
and eager to share his
experiences in the Peace Corps
with MUHAMMAD SPEAKS
readers. He hopes it will
forewarn any Black brother or
sister thinking about enlisting
in the corps.

laws of Hitler era

BERLIN — No civilized
people opposes true law and
order. The problem in the
United States today is not that
there is a campaign for law
and order but that there is a
lack of real commitment to
law and order.

THIS LACK of commitment
is revealed on many levels. On
one level we hear every day
about Black youths being shot
to death for shoplifting or
other minor offenses — too
often they are shot for no

offense at all.
The absence of a real

commitment is also shown in
U.S. international politics. The
examples from which one can
choose are infinite, but one of
the most striking concerns the
fate of the Nazis, who have
always and rightfully been
described as the most bestial
ruling group (in terms of
crimes committed in a limited
amount of time) in world
bistory.

Part of the internalional
legal agreement which the
U.S. signed at Yalta and at
Nuremburg specified that the

Nazi party and all its
institutions were to be wiped
out.

IT ALSO specified that all
Nazi and militarist influences
be removed from public office
and from the cultural end
economic life of the German

ple. This was the way the
U.S., Britain, France and the
Soviet Union agreed to
reestablish law and order.

These agreements spelled
out law and order designed to
benefit human society. The
U.S. Government, however,
quickly found out that its vision
for Europe's future ran so
much against the desires of
those Europeans who had
sincerely opposed the Nazis
that the only way the U.S.
could control Europe was by
turning Germany — slowly but
surely — back over lo the
Nazis.

Today, we can see the result
of this policy. In a recent Issue
of Metall, a newspaper of the
West German Metalworker's
Union, a metalworker named
Hans S. wrote that he cannol
understand what is going on in
the world.

HE SAID he is retired and
receives a pension but that his
pension is smaller than those
of other retired workers his
age. Hans S.s pension is
smaller by law because during
Hitler’s rule Hans S. was
persecuted for whal was
considered illegal trade union
activity.

The Nazis had power to
outlaw strikes — a power
which the Nixon
administration is now seeking
to win for itself.

Hans S. lost his job in 1933,
was arrested in 1935 and came
out of a concentration camp In
1945. For the time he was fired
and [n prison Hans S. receives
a reduced sum in his pension.
This means he Is punished for
the time he spent opposing
Hitler.

The situation is different,
Metall writes, where it
concerns the 'loyal servants of
the Hitler state who did not
stop short even of crime....In
most cases their pensions are
two and even three times as
big as those granted the people
who were persecuted by the
Nazis."

reveal himself whenever he
was drunk. When he completed
the course, the director told
him: “If it was up to me,
XXXs like you wouldn't get
anywhere.

His overseas assignment
came directly from the head of
the Peace Corps, who
subsequently served as Pres.
Kennedy's press secretary. He
confided that the U.S. was
having trouble with
“‘Communists’” in a Peruvian
mountain village called Via
Cucho. Six months before the
Peruvians had thrown out two
Peace Corpsmen for being
spies. He told Bourne that the
Black volunteer was to be sent
there “'to show that America is
really a land for all people.”

Bourne objected at first to
being used that way but bended
when he was informed that the
Peruvians use people too, and
besides he would get a chance
to teach.

So, despite the fact that he
was a city boy (Harlem-born)
and had applied for an urban
project, Bourne took the
assignment as a ‘‘tree
regrowth’ specialist. Never
out of the United States before,
he was to learn quickly in the
Peruvian hills '"where all
while people are at.”

There were aboul a dozen
white American volunteers in
Via Cucho. They tended to stay
together and run down the
Peruvians the same way that
they did Blacks in the U.S.

BOURNE WAS initially
surprised that the Indians and
mestizos took to him meore
than his white compatriots.
However, when one day a
mestizo touched his skin and
sald “"hermano’’ (Spanish for
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brother), from that mnmenlun’.;
Bourne's mind cleared. i

He moved away from the
other Americans, lived alone’
taking advantage of tpe ;;
increased opportunity o
mingle more with the Peruvian -
people and to learn about theiryg
culture and ways. 1

Still, not digging the rurgl,
scene and missing urban life
Bourne sought and received an

T looked around to see
this white, crew-cut, typical
All - American - lype guy. He
asked if I was St. Clair -
Bourne and ran El Comeno.

“We went into the embassy
and he told me that I should not
have written an article like
that because ‘it disturbed the
relationship between Peru and
the U.S. We can’t give people
the idea that they can do things
for themselves because they
will look arround and find
more things to do."”

At that point Wallace
jumped up, banging his fist on
his desk, and retorted, “Now
it's my turn to talk. You refuse
to sign the paper, now get the
hell out of here, and we’ll send

“ your son to the youth house.

Just get the hell out of here.”

CHICAGO — Birth control,
contraceptive, the pill,
population control — all are
common phrases now on the
lips of the average American

ALL RECENT events
indicate that the US. has
decided to implement this last
ditch measure to thwart Black
poputation growth Locally and
warld-wide we see population
control as the central moving
force of big-time gut-rich U.S
foundations and government
2gencies

IN MALAYSIA the Ford
Foundation and the New York
Population Council cponsors
seminars on population
control.

IN INDIA |, Africa and Latin
America the Ford and
Rockefeller Foundations
disseminate far and wide the
birth control propaganda
which seeks to cut non-white
births.

IN CHICAGO, the Chicago
Board of Health at the behest
of the Nixon administration
has submitted its first “Master
Plan” for a genocide center.
IN THE FORM OF A BIRTH
CONTROL AGENCY, to the
Chicago Regional Office of
H.E.W. Dr. Swartwout, a
Chicago physician directing
the project, declined to say
how much money will be
sought from the government.

Swartwout said that the
program would not be limited
to the poor, but was quick to
point out that some 150.000 to
170,000 poor women do not
have access to birth control
information.

Poverty ageney’s jobis to
hide U.S. poverty from world

WASHINGTON, D.C. — "A
rose, by any other name would
smell as sweet.”" Likewise.
“*the poor' by anv other name
would be just as destitute.

GOVERNMENT officials,
however. seem o believe
otherwise. For example the
Office of Economic
Opportunity recently declared
that it is no longer an anti -
“‘poverty”” outfit serving the
‘‘poor”’. The term ‘‘poor’’ was
to be abandoned, a memo said.

But OEO chief, Donald
Rumsfeld (R - Ill.) was told
this change was unwise, so the
word ‘‘poor’’ is back in
currency.

According to Carol Khosrovi,
OEQ's congressional relations
chief, Donald Rumsfeld had
ordered the memo written.
Rumsfeld, OEO boss, has
made an Agnew - like attempt
to deny government
responsibility for the poor.
