JFK: Unemployment Crisis;
Jobless Britons in Riot

President Kennedy, speaking in Chicago re-
cently, admitted the alarming proportions of un-
employment in the United States — part of the
cockeyed economic picture of rising national pro-
duction and steadily-increasing joblessness.

‘He declared that racial discrimination,
as reflected in school dropouts, lack of training
and closed doors to jobs and job advancement, is
a heavy contributor.

Underscoring the President’s statements soon
after he returned to Washington — and indicat-
ing the world-wide scope of the unemployment
crisis — 5,000 jobless Britons from economically-
depressed areas rioted outside both houses of Par-
liament in London, fighting, cursing and demand-
ing the ouster of the Macmillan Conservative gov-
ernment. :

MARION, Ind.—They called this the “quietest”
triple murder trial in U.S. history.

If radio, TV or the multi-
tudes of photographers and
reporters from big news serv-
ices ever heard of this town
or of white “Bible Student”
David Niccum who was sen-
tenced here this month for
.murdering three members of
a teen-age Negro girl's family,
m order to kidnap and rape
her on a crazed cross-coun-
try flight—they promptly for-

convicted of assault—stood prac-
tically alone.

She had fought off the peculiar
last-minute request by the prose-
cuting attorney and the ‘‘judge”
that she meet in a room alone—
minus court stenographers or any
officials—with the man who had
committed the murder because of
his open4ust for her. She refused

She had withstood the peculiar
liberty given to Niccum while
in his “'cell"” to call her house and
plead with a relative that he be
allowed to "talk privately” to
her. She refused.

THE MAYOR of Marion is Jack
Edwards who said: “We're all
terribly upset over this thing. It
was an awful thing."

But Edwards was the mayor of
this town back in 1930 when a
white mob stormed the city jail
for two of three Negroes arrest-
ed the day before on rumors of
“rape” and hung them in the
town square

The Mayor remembers the
lynching well, inasmuch as he
was then regarded as the ''boy
Mayor' and it led to an associa-
tion with the late Walter White,
former head of the NAACP.

He did not remember, however,
that one of the Negroes lynched
in the town square was Abram
Smith, first cousin once removed
of Karen, who still seemed dazed
at what occurred to her (amily,

SHE HAD MET the 25-year-old
Niccum in an ‘“integrated”
church and her father George
Harris, 50; her mother, Delores,
40; and her 81-year-old nearly
blind aunt, Mrs. Naoml Robinson
had befriended him.

Though Niccum's police record
on rape charges dated back to
1958 and 1959 and although he
willingly admitted murdering the

roule the whole time,” Karen
said.

“Thursday night he stopped at
a drive-in and got food. Then he
drove all that night and all day
Friday.

“Friday evening he stopped at
a motel and when he got me In
the room he assaulted me and
kept repeating things like 'I love
you,' and ‘I need you.' I was too
afraid to try to get away I knew
he still had the gun and I knew
he would use it again if I tried
that

“SATURDAY, about nine in the
morning he forced me to get
back into the car and drove all
day before stopping at another
motel where he again assaulted

"i was so afraid. It scemed he
might kil me at limes and at

other times he talked to me like
1 was his lover.

“On Sunday night he stopped
al another motel and the same
thing happened. That Monday
morning he told me we had to
leave the car as he had run oul
of money. It was then that the
police stopped him."

Niccum had forced Karen to
accompany him on a flight to-
ward California but he was cap-
tured in Winnemucca, Nev., after
a nationwide alert was issued.

ONLY AFTER his capture did
Karen learn that he had killed
her mother and aunt in addition
to slaying her father.

Niccum said he made his guilty
plea and asked for the death sen-
tence ''to spare dragging Karen
through all this."”

Karen says that she is not sal-
isfied with ihe life sentence Nic-
cum received only a few days
ago, asserting, “I don’t think he

got the kind of sentence he de-
served. They were too lenient.”

Meanwhile, she plans to enter
college and study nursing.

“NONE OF MY schoolmates
have shown undue curlosity nor
have they been malicious. They
have been wonderful," she ob-
served.
