THE LONGEST teacherwaiksout in a US city ended this week
when the Board of Education finally agreed to binding
arbitration of grievances, reinstatement of- 347 suspended
teachers and a compromise on non-professional chores.

Leader of the strike, Black union president Carole Graves, was
generally ignored by the white mass media which attempted to
portray the strike as a Black vs. white crisis rather than reveal
the real issues. This tactic — similar to the portrayal of the-
Nigerian civil war as a Christian vs. Muslim conflict—concealed
the role of Newark’s powerful insurance companies, which don't
want their tax structures changed to provide the city with the
budget it needs.

CONAKRY, Guinea — Many
Journalists ~ and  visitors
entering Guinea from Western
countries have been stopped in
the airport and sent; back
where they came from without
a second thought. This attitude
has also affected Blacks in
some African countries, and

particularly those traveling
from the US.

SOME WELL - MEANING
Blacks in the US have
criticized - the Guinean

government for that stand. But
when the truth is learned about
subversive activity by Blacks
in the US against various
African governments will be
understood and respected.
According to Dr. Nkrumah in
his book, Dark Day in Ghana,
it is possible that he would still
be the head of state in Ghana
today had it not been for the
former US Ambassador to
Ghana, a Black man, Franklin
Williams. Williams denies the
allegation and it is a bit
exaggerated but there are
many other Blacks working in
various US embassies on this
continent and others who are
very dedicated to carrying out
US objectives in the name of
the “Free World.”

These Blacks are more of a
threat to African governments
as US agents than whites are
because the Blacks are less
conspicuous and subject to
gain more access to
information. It is no accident
that many Peace Corps
directors in Africa are Blacks,
and many employees of
USAID, USIS, and other (CIA)
agencies are Blacks. How will
the Africans know who to
trust?

And it should be said that

many of these Blacks have
good intentions, but Africans
know that assassinations and
coups occur even in very old

and established governments

and the course of history in a
nation  is | thus = changed
overnight.

Fortunately, I am allowed to
remain in Conakry while in
transit and after customs, am
taken to a hotel from which the
area of the recent invasion can
be viewed. The people
throughout this area are
strapped with small arms and
enthusiasm can easily be
compared with what was
witnessed in peasant farmers
and workers in Cuba and
among  the  Palestinian
freedom fighters.

In the hotel there are pictures
emphasizing Guinean
socialism and culture: a show
case filled with craft and
artwork from local villages;
pictures of Guinean dancers,
drummers, and the Ballet
Africain; pictures of President
Sekou Toure wearing the
Islamic fez with the star and
crescent, the symbol of the
Guinean  people  whose
leadership came to power as a
trade  union  organization
against French colonialism in
1958 when they said “No’" to
France's offer that they
remain in  the French
“‘community.”’

Later we are served dinner
with  members  of the
international diplomatic corps
and witness the performance
of Guinean dancers and
musicians = playing their
traditional works. Nearby, a
group of white Americans
from the US embassy began
tossing money to the artists as
if they were back in Las Vegas.

Trade Unions, The Republic of
Guinea is perhaps the only
state where the unions became
the ‘base for political activity
and developed from the early
1950’s a close union - party
structure. Ahmad Sekou Toure
assumed a personal role as
spokesman for the African
workers of other French
speaking territories as well in
contrast to the elite leaders
who approved DeGaulle's
plans  for the  French
Community.

Almost all the French civil
servants, technicians and
skilled workers left Guinea
immediately after
independence in 1958. The
Black civil servants became
the backbone of the
reconstruction assisted by the
union organizations. After
independence, there were
large - scale salary reductions
among highly paid civil
servants, and more money was
used to raise the standard of
living for the workers and
farmers.

poisoning an acute problem in
the area. Census figures for
1960, which are 11 years old
indicate that 64,000 children
between the ages of one and
three years were classified as
poor. Perry thinks that there
aré probably more children
than that in 1971 who live in
privately owned, dilapidated
slums,

Lead poisoning results in
mental retardation or death.
The symptoms for lead
poisoning resemble those for
the flu or pneumonia. There is
nausea, vomiting and diarrhea.
The sweel/sour taste of paint
peelings is an irresistible
temptation for small children.
Doctors treating a sick child
with undetected poison just
give the child a shot which only
knocks out the fever but does
not cure the poisoning,

Making a diagnosis is one task
but getting treatment is
another. The hospitals, in Mr.
-Perry’s terms, have ‘‘upped
the ante” to hospitalize serious
cases for free. “They are
playing games and when they
find out that it ain't catching
they don't care.” Of the three
hospitals that will give free
treatment, De Paul Hospital
will only treat five children a
month while two others will

treat 50 kids a month.
Hospitals have also raised
their admitting requirements
for free cases. In the past, lead
levels of 04 or 05 would
qualify a child for
hospitalization. They were
later raised t0 0.6 - 0.7 and they
are now 0.8.

SINCE MARCH about 270
children have been tested
during one and two days a
week. Perry is pushing for
more money to carry out the
program and more volunteers.
particularly physicians. Many
Black persons have helped,
among them Dr. L. Bount, Dr.

Food -coloring agent
may cause cancer

WASHINGTON— Under the
guise of adding “‘food
preservatives,” during the food
processing period food firms
are adding a cancer causing
product in many of the foods
people eat, Dr. Willaim
Lijinsky, a cancer expert, and
director jof  the Eppley
Research Institute at the
University of  Nebraska
revealed before the House
intergovernmenital  relations
subcommittee.

ACCORDING TO Dr.
Lijinsky, the Food and Drug
Administration should allow
barely one-tenth the amount of
nitrite  preservative  now
permitted.

An alleged combatant for the
deadly disease, ‘“botulism,”
Nitrite causes the
characteristic red color (o
cured ham, hot dogs, bacon,
sausage, luncheon meats,
corned beef and smoked fish.
Dr. Lininsky said the nitrite
combines with other food and
drug substances, or amines,
which produce a potent cancer -
causing agent: Nitrosamines.

Perhaps of some significance
in terms of the self -
destructive urge white death
by suicide outnumbered that of
Blacks nearly four to one.
Whites were listed ahead of
Blacks in only one other
catagory — arteriosclerosis.
Death statistics such as these
are usually - given little
attention, except perhaps for
infant mortality rates. Health
Department officials: here
have developed an immunity to
alarming figures of even this
category. When the
biostatistics recently released
a preliminary report on infant
mortality which showed an
increase in the infant death
rate, department officials
expressed little concern.

The new infant mortality

rates show an overall increase |

for the total population; and an
alarming rise from 30.3 per

per 1,000 for Blacks in 1970, In

But rates, not numbers,
reflect the quality of health
care. Further she expressed

NEEDLESS TO SAY, Mrs.
Hicks’ “‘optimism’ is hardly
shared by either the Black
aged or young, and death rates
and disease continue to rise in
the Black community, and
hospital care is harder to get
and medical costs are rising.
The real irony for Blacks in
the District of Columbia of
course is the fact that the
percentage of doctors, in solo,
group, partnership or other
practice by specialty is 12.2
percent above the national
average.

In the area of Pediatrics -
Obstetritics - Gynecology, the
District ranks 2.0 percent
above Lhe national average —
yet it has consistently
remained within the top five
States with  high infant
mortality rates,

There are over 1,500 medical
doctors practicing in the
District, approximately one
doctor for every 500 residents,
yet few of these doctors
practice in the densely

Michigan—which houses the
large financially fat University
of Michigan, was named by
Look Magazine as an All-
American City for the year
1966. In bestowing the All
American honors upon Ann
Arbor the Look article of
4/18/67 portrayed Ann Arbor
as being a liberal and racially
rogressive city.

p’rﬂgé CITY'S zvorld renowned
liberal image is due primarily
to the liberal intelligentsia of
long haired students and
faculty from the University,
who parade around town
proudly wearing their
“favorite cause button,”
while showing off their
‘““‘negro’’ friends. The
community provides this
crusading intelligentsia with
an ivory tower world in which
they can champion “in" or
vogue causes.

In addition, the community
provides the University with a
scientific study colony and
when the university's social
scientists are not busy “‘doing
their hustle” by making
anthropological studies of the
local Black natives, they will
spend their leisure crusading
for their helpless “‘do nothing
for self"' subjects.

intimidation, all in reaction t,
the efforts which he took i
behalf of his fellow employees
in the hospital's inhalatioy
therapy department.

While employed by the

hospital as an inhalation
therapist, he petitioned to have
changes made in leave policies
which would have beep
beneficial to all employees,
both Black and white. Based on
information received thus far
by the Rights Commission, Mr
Gillum has been advised that
his case looks favorable.

UNFORTUNATELY,
Gillum's case is one of many
cases of injustice at the
University Hospital, which by
itself receives millions of
federal dollars as an
autonomous unit of the
University of Michigan. Unrest
is not infrequent at the hospital
and Gillum states that ‘‘daily
incidents are constantly
overlooked and played down.”

CHICAGO—A Few people
realize when they drive into a
gasoline station, the true
nature of the business and the
number of people that are
being maliciously manipulated
to provide fuel for their
automobiles Major oil
companies reap fantastic
profits at the expense of
human life. To combat this
committees across the USA
are studying the oil more
policies in preparation for
nationwide boycott.

STANDARD OIL of New
Jersey (STANDARD, ESSO,
ENCO) is one of the world's

largest producers of oil
products. Their monopolistic
'tentacles extend into every
part of the world where there
is a possibility of the existence
of valuable oil deposits. No
country is spared, especially
those nations which are
underdeveloped, such as in,
Africa and Southeast Asia. To
get oil Standard Oil directly
controls US war policy and
State  Department  policy,
forcing wars and coups on
nations which refuse to
submit.

The political maneuverings of
Standard Oil are heavily
involved = in  under-handed
ventures such as the VietNam

£ %
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War, support of Portugal,
South Africa and Israel,
controlling of oil prices both
domestically and
internationally, unfair labor
practices, controlling of public
policy,  pollution and
imperialism. Viet Nam policy
reveals this dictatorial power
of Standard Qil Corp.

BEFORE the war, Standard
0il was the largest US business
in Viet Nam. Forseeing the
political problems that would
eventually  confront  the
unstable government of Viet
Nam, the  Rockefeller
Brothers' Report of 1959
recommended counter -
insurgency measures in Viet

Nam to suppress the oncoming
national liberation struggles.
As a result, North American
men were sent to die in an
unjustified war, so that money
making interests of fortune

seeking companies like
Standard Oil  would be
protected.

During every presidential
election, the amount of money
put into campaign funds by
large corporations s
astronomical. This gesture is
not made for any other reason
than to insure the ‘‘donors’
accessibility to prime positions
that will guarantee them
specific considerations.

These *‘considerations mean
granting of favors important to
the financial interests vital to
the corporations and not to the
masses of people with which
the government is supposed to
be primarily concerned.

Its important to understand
that the last five presidents of
the United States have
appointed men into the position
of Secretary of State or senior
foreign policy advisors who
have worked closely with
Standard Oil.

Dean Acheson, John Foster
Dulles, Dean Rusk and Henry
Kissinger have all served as

top officials in the Standard Oil
Corp. or a Rockefeller-
affiliated institute at one time.
It is only natural to assume
that with men in strategic
governmental positions, when
the large oil corporations can't
get what they want either
domestically or inter-
nationally, the State
Department will get it for
them.

A most inhumane gesture of
Standard Oil is their complete
disregard for environmental
safety. They are continually
collaborating with the equally
porfit - oriented automobile
industry to prevent the
development of the non -
gasoline engine.

The continued expulsion of
sulfur dioxide and carbon
monoxide into the atmosphere

has created a major pollution
hazard causing thousands of
people to .suffer serious
respiratory problems.

Off shore drilling for oil in the
waters of Santa Barbara last
year created oil slicks that
damaged beautiful shorelands,
killed wildlife and polluted
waters needlessly. With no
apparent regard for the
welfare of the people in the
area, Standard Oil continues to
penetrate  the  surface
searching for the black gold to
fatten their pocket books and
increase their power.

Through its major affiliate
Humble Oil and Refining
Company, Standard Oil
sponsors several “job training
programs for Black people.
These programs are
essentially for channeling
trainees into positions that

would direct attention from
racist hiring practices of the
company. But, like similar
programs being operated for
women, most job training only
prepares the male trainees for
low paying jobs like service
station' attendants or clerical

help.

THERE is no significant
union  representation  for
Standard Oil  employees.

Refusal by Jersey Standard to
negotiate a master contract
for their workers with the
major bargaining agent for oil
workers has permitted the
company to handle its
employees as it sees fit, laying
off over 12,000 workers in the
last ten years.

With no union resistance,
Standard Oil is able to by -pass
many of the safety regulations
sorely needed in the industry in
wake of the continuing series
of refinery explosions due to
faulty equipment, leaking
acids and poisonous gases.

IT WOULD be impossible to
list the extent of Standard's
foreign holdings but a few
examples will indicate the

position they hold to help
further their imperialistic
designs. They control 70 per
cent of oil production in Saudi
Arabia, 58 per cent in Libya, 22
per cent in Iran and 41 per cent
in Venezuela.

All of these countries are
under-developed although rich
in oil and mineral resources
that should enable them to
build their countries into sound
economic nations if the foreign
investors did not rape the land
and gouge the people by using
their ~ labor  force  at
unbelievably low wages.

In the case of Venezuela, at
the present rate of extraction,
in .14 years Standard will have
drained all the oil out of the
country, but the people will
continue to live in poverty.
Undaunted by this, Standard
0il with no moral conscience
at  all, supports and
collaborates with the white
racist regime of South Africa.
Their affiliate, ESSO, in South
Africa is 100 per cent owned by
Standard Oil of New Jersey.

In spite of their vast profits,
the Standard Oil Company is

not content to manipulate
lives, nations and land. Their
company's policies go as far as
to control the gasoline statjon
operator. The terms of his
lease force him to sell certain
quantities of the company's
accessories like tires and
batteries. Standard even tells
the operator the prices to
charge, thereby limiting the
profits that go to him.

WHILE no one has been able
to control the profits of
Standard Oil, many people,
through various organizations,
are beginning to question the
entire uncontrolled operation
of huge corporations like
Standard Oil and are actively
attempting to gather support
to control the companies by
law. If \the companies reject
this exercise of democracy,
plans for a nationwide boycott
are well-under way.

People should be able to know
they are contributing to things
that will help build a better
society when they spend their
hard-earned money, rather
than aiding in destroying land
and people.
