DISSATISFIED with the pace of the Black mortality rate, reactionary elements of the
US Government are desperately trying to speed up the Black death rate.

THE LATEST tactic being employed is the commercialization of death with the
intention of selling Black people on the idea of their own self-destruction. This factic
of commercialized death takes the form of neo-genocide, infanticide and abortion. A
war of attrition is being waged by the same demented Madison Avenue minds which
sell tobacco products, narcotics and alcoholic beverages in spite of warnings against
their usage.

THIS KIND of hostility is more subtle but nontheless more dangerous than the old-
fashioned methods used by the genccidists of the past. Formerly birth control and
abortion information was hardly accessible and remained out of the eyes of the

public. But here in Detroit, genocidists are boldly displaying signs advising Blacks
themselves and their offspring. i

Pro-abortion adverfisements are localed in several strategic positions around the
city. Yet little advertising or spending is made in the ares of medical care, nutrition
and preventive medicines for Blacks.

AGENCIES employing factics of this sort not only advocate the murder of Black
infants; they desire fo cripple Black reproductivity by suggesting sterilization, thereby
snding the capacity to reproduce. A decline in the r ful, of the Black
population a secondary effect of the reduction in the Black birth rate.

DEMOGRAPHICAL studies prove that a young median age is essential to the
strength of any nation. It is alse a known fact that the ratio of Blacks under thirly
years of age is greater in proportion to the comparative ration for whites in North
America.

US FACISTS are trying to offset this Black advantage by popularizing self-
destruction. They want Black people to ignore the fact that Black living standards

No substitute for
academic excellence,
Dr. Shabazz tells group

WASHINGTON, D.C.—*Black” Education as opposed to “‘Negro” Education
momentarily emerged as the focal issue for a one -day seminar held here, when

Dr. Lonnie Shabazz told participants that the seminar title, ‘‘Dilemma of Black
Education,” was inappropriate.

DR. SHABAZZ, Director of
local Muhammad
University of Islam, pointed
out that “true and proper
education” for the Black man
is being given today, therefore
“the dilemma” is of “Negro”
rather than  ‘‘Black™
education.  True  Black
education, he continued, is in
fact being practiced widely
throughout America in the
Muhammad Universities of
Islam.

The seminar, sponsored by
Federal City College, was
designed along lines typical of
agrowing number of Black
academic conferences where
long discourses and exhausting
polemic discussions pre-empt
constructive  planning ~and
unified efforts in support of
relevant “Black” education.
Scheduled speakers for the
seminar included Dr. Joseph
C. Paige, Dean of FCC
Division of Community
Education, Dr.  Orlando
Taylor, Professor  of
Communications at FCC, Dr.
Vincent Harding, Director of
the Institute of the Black
World, Dr. Gregory Rigsby,

English professor, Howard
University and Dr. Andress
Taylor, FCC Dean of
Community Education.

The morning session was
sparked by Communications
Professor, Dr. Taylor, who
spoke at length on
communication science and
linguistics teaching
approaches as ‘‘a barrier’” to
Black advancement. = Dr.
Taylor proposed establishing
new value norms for spoken
English. He, like many
apologists for the poor speech
habits of many Black children,
suggested that stress- upon
“correct” English should be
deemphasized.

While Dr. Taylor did not go as
far as some advocates of
‘“‘street language,” including
vulgarism, for the purpose of
de-stygmatizing Black
children, his address offered
support to educators Wwho
accept lowering academic
standards and _ values for
Blacks as a protection against
inferiority feelings.

During the afternoon session
Dr. Shabazz

attacked this-

thesis and pointed out that
Blacks must not only learn and
practice correct English, but
master the correct language
patterns of several languages,
particularly those of Arabic,
Spanish and French. He
pointed out that Black
educators must teach correct
language usage so that Black
students can communicate
intelligently in varing cultural
circumstances.

Challenged on this issue; Dr.
Shabazz heatedly admonished
seminar participants that it
was criminal and immoral to
approach Black education by
lowering  educational  and
cultural standards, simply to
be different from whites.

He pointed out that the major
Western languages as well as
the physical sciences were
handed down from Black
civilizations and are not
exclusive  disciplines  for
whites.

Further, Dr. Shabazz
attacked the trend among
some ‘“‘Black”  educators
toward abandoning the hard
sciences for so-called pan-
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CONFRONTING DIRECTLY some of recent ‘hip’

raforms in

education of Black children, Dr. Lonnie Shabazz, director of
Muhammad’s University, Washington, D.C., stresses importance
of laying sound basis of fundamental knowledge as only way to
prepare students for higher learning in later years. Popular
falsehood of saying Black students should avoid hard, academic
subjects because such subjects are ‘white,” was exposed in Dr.

Shabazz’

Africanist cultural asceticism.
“We are not ‘Africans’ or ‘Afro
- Americans’,” he said.

“BOTH WORDS, African and
American,’’ Shabazz
continued, are of English
origin. “This limits us to the
white man’s history.”

Dr. Andress Taylor proposed
“pride,” and ‘‘aesthetic
culture, independent of white
culture’”’ along  with
a para-military Black cadre,
as  ‘‘goals” for Black
education. Rigshy likewise
included aesthetic sensibility
as a teaching approach in his
address. As a model for Black
education, Rigsby went far
afield in suggesting that the
Negro preacher be emulated.

During the question period
the afternoon panelists were
challenged to offer

hard-hitting knowledge as

mood and talk of ‘‘Black”
education today results
directly from the teachings
and suffering of Messenger
Muhammad, ‘‘who stood up
and taught the truth when it
was unfashionable to be
‘Black.’

“It is dishonest to recognize
Messenger ~ Muhammad’s
contribution, to steal from his
program or try to go around
another way,” Dr. Shabazz
said. Continuing, he pointed
out that educators should get
behind Muhammad and build
upon an educational structure

Vorster has slow -death
plan for South Africans

(PAC Press Service)

DETROIT — The Prime
Minister of South Africa has, in
a recent interview. revealed
some of his future plans for the
Black majority population
Vorster envisions a day when
the many different Black
population will have been
granted independence so that
the South African Republic
will actually have a white
majority.

“OUR AIM is to create new
African countries and help
them to independence.” He
also said that in these
countries “*according to color,
each people will vote for the
officials of its people.”” Most of
the land given out. said
Vorster. will be decided among
the three major tribes of the
country.

A further inquiry into the
plans reveals that the total
land to be handed out to Black
South Africans would include
only about 13 per cent of South
Africa’s land, and that
Vorster's plans do not include
the industrialization of that
land.

Vorster’'s plans, if allowed to
bloom. would eventually

become a new system of what

African leaders term ‘‘neo-
colonialism.”” and the
continuance of “‘tribalism.”

And it seems that South Africa
is not out of character in
formulating these plans for
while the present Black
population would be of
“different” land, there are no
plans for security of these
lands except by white South
Africa.

ONE OF THE principle
reasons for the envoking of
such a plan, Vorster feels, is so
that the “‘racial” problems in
the “‘Republic™™ will be
lessened and Sout Africa could
turn to a more ‘“outward
litking " foreign policy.

This would include helping to
