Sue Police

YAZOO CITY, Miss.—Four
white policemen accused of un-
provoked assault upon four
Blacks were released on bond fol-
lowing suits by the Iocal
NAACP. The organization
charged the police assaults were
in retaliation to a Black econom-
ic boycott here.

Three affidavits, filed' before
Yazoo City Justice of the Peace
W. B. Ellis, accused local police-
men of beating innocent Blacks
with fists and tear gassing them.

One complainant, Robert Rob-
inson, told local NAACP officials
that two policemen sprayed him
with tear gas and then arrested
another Black man on the street
for allegedly blocking the side-
walk

In .another affidavit, two teen-
aged boys said they were

sprayed with tear gas when they | ;

arrived at City Jail Yo inquire
after Robinson.

In a third affidavit, a Black
man, Joe Thomas signed a com-
plaint against police Constable
Guy Henson. Thomas said the
law official attacked him on the
steps of the local courthouse
with his fists.

The above incidents all oc-
curred during a one month boy-
cott of white-owned businesses
by Blacks.

DETROIT—A means of pre-
venting more than a million
women in the United States, 45
years or older, from breaking
some bone in their bodies each
year, is the subject of a re-
search program being carried on
at the Henry Ford hospital, un-
der Drs, Richard W. Smith Jr.
and Albert P. Iskrant.

Something like 350,000 frac-
tures of the upper femur or
thigh occur in this age and sex
group yearly, and researchers
think that two-thirds of the inju-
ries result from a bone-deficien-
cy disease called osteoporosis.

THE DISEASE is character-
ized by a softening of the bone,
resulting from a calcium defi-
ciency.

Medical textbooks suggest, as
a remedy, a quart of milk a
day. However, experience has
shown that few patients will ac-
cept this amount.

In its place, the researchers
suggest supplemental medicinal
calcium in a variety of forms. In
addition, the male and female
hormones—androgen and = estro-
gen—either alone or in combina-
tion—have demonstrated im-

provement in individual calcium
balance and reduction in broken
bones.
