Once again the so-called
peaceful settlement which will
be negotiated between the
United Arab Republic, Jordan
and Israel through Jarring, the

U.N. mediator, will most
probably collapse.

THOUGH THE Roger's plan
calls for official - Arab

recognition of Israel's so-
called right to exist within
recognized boundaries and an
end to the hostility and twenty -
two year long state of war,
Israel has no desire to join the
talks.

In addition to its arrogance,

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Wage difference
in South Africa

UNITED NATION — Current
propaganda coming from the
white settler regime in South
Africa has a new voice. It
speaks of growing liberalism
in race relations based largely
on the fact that African
workers are now moving from
unskilled to semi-and skilled
jobs.

IT SAYS that because of
increasing  industrialization
and a shortage of skilled white
workers who have moved out
of the labor force, a relaxation
of apartheid can be expected.
However, a recent UN
document on labor in South
Africa by Ruth Furst, reveals
that the new propaganda of
liberalization is merely a new
saddle on an old horse.

A cornerstone of apartheid is
the system of labor control
which ensures the racially
unequal distribution of income.
On one hand African workers,
who make up close to 70% of
the country’s labor force, are
paid at barely subsistence
levels and receive a share of
the national income totally out

of proportion to their
contribution to it. And on the
other hand the white rulers
benefit to an extraordinary
degree from the prosperity of
the economy based on cheap
and forced labor.

According to the UN report on
“Work Wages And Apartheid”
an increasing number of
Africans and Indians workers
have been employed in semi-
skilled and operative jobs in
South Africa. This has been a
period of the rapid expansion
of industry and an acute
shortage of skilled and trained
manpower.

A look at the current state of
wages in South African
industrial legislation against

ihe background of goveriment-

policy and th techniques of
labor control, and the trend of
recent legislation indicates
that instead of liberalization,
there is a tightening of the
apartheid system in the labor
field.

Any readjustments made in
the control of labor to meet the
shortage of skilled manpower,
far from abolishing the
industrial color bar and the

vast and growing difference
between white and black
wages, are in fact reinforcing
them.

Recent developments show
that while legislation and
Government policy previously
ensured a cheap unskilled
Africanindustrial labor force,
it is now in the process of
ensuring, within the same
basic structure a cheap semi-
skilled pool of African labor._
Says the report, certain basic
statistics show the vital role
played by African labor in the
economy; the domination of
skilled occupations by white
labor; and the huge and
growing differential between

African and white wages.

EAST ORANGE, N.J.—
Accidents caused an estimated
116,000 deaths in 1969, or
approximately 1000 more than
in 1968. The provisional
mortality rate from accidents
in the year just ended was
virtually the same as in 1968,
when the figure was 57.5 per
100,000 population.

AN INCREASE in the death
toll from motor vehicle
accidents was in large part
responsible for the rise in the
loss of life from accidents
during 1969. Motor vehicle
fatalities increased by
somewhat over 1,000 to 56,500
in 1969, a new high.

Preliminary data indicates,
however, that motor vehicle
slightly lower death rate per
100 million vehicle miles
traveled than the 5.5 recorded
in 1968— the third successive
decline in this measure of the
motor vehicle hazard.

Public accidents other than
those involving motor vehicles
also figured prominently in the
increased death toll from all
types of accidents combined,
rising to 21,500 - about 1,000
over the figure for the previous
year.

The number of job-related
fatalities in 1969 was
approximately 14,500, or about
the same as in the previous
year; about 3,300 of these
deaths are included in the
estimate of 56,400 motor

- vehicle fatalities mentioned
above. The toll from injuries in
and about the home declined to
about 27,000, or by
approximately 1,500 from the
1968 total.

According to records
maintained by the statistical
bureau” of the Metropolitan
Life Insurance Company, the
catastrophic death toll in 1969
was somewhat over 1,300—
about the same as in 1968, but
below the annual average for

the past decade in the United
States (excluding Alaska and
Hawaii).

During 1969 there were eight

major catrastrophes, each of
which caused 25 or more
deaths; in the aggregate they
resulted in 542 deaths. Five of
these disasters were so- called
natural catastrophes, the
largest occurring on August 17
when a hurricane swept
through  Mississippi and
Louisiana, killing about 200
persons.

THE FOUR other so-called
natural disasters were the
hurricane- caused flood which
pccured in Virginia on August
20, taking 80 lives; the rain,
floods, and subsequent mud
slides in California late in
January, causing 43 deaths;
the tornadoes in northern Ohio
on July 4 which killed 41; and
the tornadoes which struck

southern Mississippi on
January 23, fatally injuring 32
persons.

Two of the disasters involved
accidents in civil aviation: the
collision of a scheduled plane
and a small private airplane on
September 9 Near
Indianapolis, Indiana, which
took 83 lives; and the crash of a
scheduled plane into . the
pacific near Los Angeles,
California, on January 18,
taking 38 lives.

The other major catastrophe
involved the collision of an oil
barge and a freighter near
New Orleans, Louisiana, on
April 6, resulting in the loss of
25 lives.

Most of the major types of

catastrophes— fires and
explosions, motor vehicles,
civil aviation, mines and

quarries— were responsible
for fewer deaths in 1969 than
the year before. However, the
number fatally injured in
natural catastrophes rose

States Post Office has been
undergoing one of its many
new leases on life since
Benjamin Franklin became
the first Postmaster General
under the Continental
Congress in 1775. One of the
businesses in the world with
80% of its operations being
commercial service to big
businesses the post office has a
brain trust of 11 men called the
Board of Governors under the
Postal Reorganization Act of
August 12, 1970.

Postmaster General will no
longer be a Cabinet Post, and
the entire operations of this $7
billion  business will be
comparable to a General
Motors inside the Government.
More pointedly, the new postal
service was likened to the

CHICAGO — In certain ghetto high schools here the
drop-out rate is so staggering and the life styles of

those present and accounted for,

so alarmingly

undisciplined, that instructors and administrators are
driven to-desperate means in order to find cultural
heroes and levers within the swirling surface of the so-
called Black consciousness movement, in order to
dike the flood and save the academically drowning

young people.

THIS ATTEMPT is
honorable. But the techniques
and the materials employed
are often the condescending,
puny, thinly rooted,
undisciplined. eftorts ot the
Black Neo-Paternalists, who
in fact have the most far-
reaching doubts about Black
Conciousness, and themselves.

students in the name of
Blackness, meantime this
crabbed vision of the world and
the human condition blinds the
student to the world spinning
around him and away from
him.

Tragically, in the one place
the Black student might hope
to free himself to touch out at
the broadest possible aspects
of life, the school, the world is

often shut out from his
thinking, challenge, delight
and liberation.

Many of the ghetto-based
schools here in Chicago look
like prisons, and life on the
inside. further cancels out
senses of hope and learning.
Some teachers in the ghelto
school are guilty of not
mastering the arts of teaching
— the techniques, imagination
and wide knowledge which are
being effectively applied in
many other countries to make
important break-throughs in
educationally difficult sit
uations,

Often it is the teachers own
lack of craft, not the the
student’'s educational
deficiencies, which makes for
large drop-out rates and huge
pockets of student inatten -
tiveness.

ALTHOUGH MUCH of the
“new method" postures at
liberating Black youths, it in
fact limits his vision to the
provincialism of the ghetto, it
makes him think the racist-
created ghetto is his proper
environment, his universe.
Many of the materials used in
some of these classes employ
the work of Black writers, but
they are not approached as the
imaginative projections of a
particular author, but rather,

as holy writ, and as hard fast
facts about ‘“‘the way it 1s."”
instead of a particular author's
ideas or fictional creation. The
survival ‘¢f Black people In
these poetic flights are
generally charged with the
most outlandish instances of
failure — and super Black man
is all voice, all body and no
brain; all rage and no love.

Those who foster these kinds
of metaphorical pictures of
Blacks in the name of uplifting
them hurl the Afro-American
right back down in the pit, once

again, where the ‘“white
master” placed Blacks.
NOTED BLACK novelist

Ralph Ellison said recently in
Monthly magazine that he was
afraid that we, (Blacks) had
“never really gotten away
from that old bedy business:
the Negro as symbolic of
instinctual man...What I can't
understand is people who do
not master a lechnique or
discipline which will get them
to a point where they can
actually see that it’s not what
they want or that something
else is demanded.

“'But over and over again I
see Black kids who are
dropping out or rejecting
intellectual discipline as though
what exists now will always
exist and as though they don't
have the possibility of
changing it by using these
disciplines as techniques to
affirm their sense of what a
human life should be.”

In other words, to dismiss
intellectual accomplishment
as a “‘white thing" is to slander
the Black heritage and to help
white racists commit genocide
against one's own people.



Detroit woman speaks out!

Member of Planned Parenthood
denounces racist ‘pill’ plot

DETROIT—The Planned
Parenthood League (PPL), a
branch of a U.S. Government-
sponsored family planning
organization, held its second
annual “‘workshop"’
conference on family planning
here recently.

AFTER THE conference,
Muhammad Speaks spoke with
Mrs. Helen Kelley, a Detroit
housewife, who is also a
committee member of PPL.
Mrs. Kelley, who is by no
means a complacent member,
spoke very critically about the
conference and about the way
PPL functions.

Mrs. Kelley says that she is a
concerned citizen who joined
PPL because she saw it as a
potential means of improving
the social condition of
Detroit's Black neighborhoods.
To her dismay, she discovered
that the PPL is a ‘“‘cleverly
disguised conspiracy to use
Blacks as guinea pigs in the
study of the effects of the pill.”

This experiment is
reminiscent of Adolf Hitlers in
Germany, but is carried out in
a much more clever manner.

It is also, she says, “‘a white
racist organization determined
to eliminate the Black race.”

“The PPL Clinics are
strategically located
throughout the city,” she says,
“they withhold information on
other contraceptive devices
and are primarily interested in
disseminating the pill.

“One such Clinic caters to
children ages 1-19, but female
clients can only receive pills
and are denied treatment for
any real ailment. The clinics
provide sterility services for

men bat are mainly concerned
with treating Black women.”

Criticizing the pill as being
“clinically dangerous” she
also spoke on the social and
moral decay that results from
widespread use of the pill.

Mrs. Kelley said, ‘“Parents
who give their 16 year old
daughters permission to use
the pill are making her a
common  ‘“‘whore” or a
“wholesale prostitute. They
are decreasing her chances for
marriage and healthy

motherhood later in life and
are lessening the stature of the
Black family as the organized

unit of Black Society, Mrs.
Kelley said.

“THE PPL Clinics,” she
continued, “‘further weaken
Black families by encouraging
children to seek advice from
white social workers at the
clinics rather than from their

own parents.”'
The white social workers
claim that there is a

generation gap between Black
children and their parents.
“They need advice from
someone who can understand
them,” the white youths say, in
attempt to  justify their
receiving jobs which should go
to Black adults.

Mrs. Kelley stated that “part
of the increase in venereal
disease can be traced to the
security  that  uninformed
teenagers find in the U.S.
Government- sponsored birth
control programs.”

WEST BERLIN — General
Edwin A. Walker did not
remain the only symptom for
activities of the racists and
rightists in the US-Army
stationed on West German
territory. For this some
evidence was presented in
1967, which went through the
whole world press, by the U.S.
soldiers’ journal Overseas
Weekly (published at
Frankfort/Main). This journal
is not much liked by the
Pentagon in Washington.

THERE WAS the twenty-one
year old NCO Bobby Lee Pace
who had founded in Walker's
former 24th Infantry-Division
an “‘American Nazi Party” in
which the study of Hitler’s
“Mein Kampf" was desired
and which recruited some
dozens of members in a
relatively short time.

Here, too, international
protests forced the Pentagon
to intervene and in November
1967, Pace was secretly flown
from Frankfort to the United
States and there he
disappeared without leaving a
trace, probably on a sinecure
in a home garrison.

Almost at the same time as
Pace had to strike tents in
West Germany there came
news from Darmstadt:
Regularly 16 officers met fora
macabre round table. Clad in
white sheets—according to the
example of Kuo-Klux-

Klan—they sat at the table

under a burning cross and had
themselves served by Black
soldiers whom they had
compelled to do it by force and
with threats.

Such revelations did not suit
the U.S. War Board either at
that time or today. In 1967 the
monopoly newspaper Wall
Street Journal called the
soldier’'s journal Overseas
Weekly a *'blut bottle fly of the
army,” the former Secretary
of War Robert McNamara
found it “disgustint,” and the
democratic Senator Storm
Thurmond, tending to the
right, found it “‘just rotten.”

A thorough investigation
however has been avoided by
all of them. In spite of the
information given by the West -
Berlin-correspondent of the
Pentagon, army newspaper
Stars and Stripes Herbert Scott
on the KKK in the army, “it
must be doubted that such an
investigation will be carried
out this time,”” Scott says.
Herbert Scott told us
verbally: ““There is no doubt
about the existence of the KKK
and of members of the John-
Birch-Society in the army."”
March, 1970

In Mannheim, Germany,
there exists one of the largest
Military Prisons in Europe
over 100 soldiers armed
themselves with tear gas
canisters from the ceilings of
their cells and metal pipes
from the plumbing facilities;
they burnt their mattresses as
a barricade as well as the
chapel and social workers
office.

JACKSON, Mississippi — In
an October 9, 1970 article in
Speaks, this
writer revealed to our readers
the case of Robert Edward
Johnson, 22, who was
sentenced to five years in a
federal penitentiary for
violating the selective service
act (Johnson is a conscientious
objector).

ON DECEMBER 14, 1970, he
went back to Jackson (Hinds
County) Mississippi to file with
his attorney, Fred L. Banks, a
last minute, motion on his

According to Johnson when he
arrived in Jackson on this date
he was met by a federal
marshal with a warrant for his

Johnson told Muhammad
Speaks that the Warrant stated
that he hadn’t filed his appeal
within the time given by the
court to file the appeal.

“This was a false warrant. I
was locked up because they
(the court) said they had been
looking for me since
September 26. They also said
that they had been unable to
find me because I gave them a
bogus address (Johnson told
this writer that this so-called
“bogus address” was the
address of SCLC headquarters
Atlanta.)

Evidently the judge (Harold
Cox) didn’t like the idea of
Johnson giving him the
address of a Black human
rights organization for his own
address. Never the less,
Johnson is an SCLC field
worker working out of Atlanta,
Johnson added.

remained in jail until late
Friday afternoon (December
18, 1970) while the federal
authority checked out the
validity of the address.

(The
telephone book lists some 25
Del-Farms grocery stores in
the Chicago area.)

At one Del-Farms store
which is located in the heart of
the West side Black
community, they claim to have
seen conditions so unsanitary
that they violated all Pure
Food and Drug laws, and
which would “bring the
merchants heavy penalties if
they were peddling the same
foods -in white communities
under the same conditions."

NEW YORK — Had
William Alphaeus Hunton
lived, he would have been
68 - years - old this year
and still out - front in the
struggle of Black people
for freedom, justice and
equality. Instead, this
month marks the first
anniversary of his death
last January in Lusaka,
Zambia.

Who is this man of whom Afro-

Americans have heard little
about? He was another Black
giant, like W.EB. DuBos,
Paul Robeson and many
others, whom the textbook
writers, historians and
newspapermen committed to
the establishment seek to
ignore completely

Better known by his middle
name Alphaeus, he was born in

Atlanta, Georgia in 1903.
However, he grew up in
Brooklyn, N.Y. where he

attended elementary and high
schools. He obtained a
Bachelor of Arts degree from
Howard University in 1924, a
Master of Arts degree from
Harvard in 1926 and a
Doctorate degree from New
York University in 1938.

For the next 17 years he
taught literature at Howard
University and then left that
post to work with Dr. W. E. B.
DuBois and Paul Robeson on
the Council on African Affairs,
an organization that related to
and informed about the
freecdom  struggles on the
Alrican conlinent
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During the MeCarthy vears of

political  intimidation  and
persecution, ' Hunton — was
sentenced and served six

months in prison for refusing
to disclose the names of people
who contributed funds to the
bail fund of the Civil Rights
Congress

A book he wrole in 1957 titled
“Decision in Africa,” 1s still
hailed as one of the most
important i the area of
African studies. Yet Hunton.
like DuBois and Robeson, was
forced to go abroad to continue
his scholastic contributions to
the Black experience and
struggle He accepted an offer
to teach history and the
English  language at  the

University of Conakry in
Guinea.

From 1960 through 1962
Hunton and his  spouse,

Dorothy, both instructed at the
Guinean university. Then he
was summoned Lo Accra,
Ghana by Dr DuBois, who
wanted him to be secretary in
the historic  project ot
researching and publishing the
Encyclopedia Africana.

When DuBois passed away in
1963, Hunton assumed the
duties  of  carrving  the
encyclopedia work on until he
and his wife were forced to flee

Zambia was formerly known
as Northern Rhodesia, a
milked colony of England. The
independence fight was long
and costly — many African
freedom fighters were killed
or imprisoned and all the

Zambians suffered.
On October 9, 1964 Zambia
became independent and

Kenneth Kaunda became its
first president.

Recounting those days, Mr.
Mwanakatwe, who was
appointed as the first Black
minister of education, said
“For a period of three years
when I held the portfolio of
education, I realized the extent
to which our culture had been
badly damaged, the extent, in
fact, to which our culture had
been destroyed by the
imperialists.”

The President of the Republic
and his minister of education
set out to revise all the syllabi
in the schools. “The principle

was accepted,” said Mr.
Mwanakatwe, ‘‘that it was
necessary to rewrite

practically all our textbooks,
giving emphasis to the facts
which were more relevant to
our history, our own culture,
and our own situation."”

MADISON, Wisconsin—Small
scale farmers are becoming an
extinct breed in Wisconsin,
according to informed sources
here

ALTHOUGH Wisconsin is
called the ‘“‘Dairy State”
(more than 15 per cent of all
the milk in the United States is
produced in her farms), U.S.
Dep_anment of Agriculture
statistics estimated that the
average hourly earnings of
“top-grade” dairy farmers in
1967 were but $1.50.

However, that figure is known
lo  be misleading, since
farming families work from 12-
14 hours a day, which means
that their real wage is less
than 50 cents an hour

A little over six years ago, in the
August 28, 1964, issue of Muhammad
Speaks, The Honorable Elijah
Mubhammad outlined a 3-year savings
plan. He appealed 1o all Muslims and to
all other ‘members of the original Black
Nation in America to sacrifice at least 5
cents from each day's work.’

THROUGH DISCIPLINED savings,
The Messenger pointed out, Black people
can develop programs ‘to help fight
unemployment, abominable housing,
hunger and nakedness of the 22 million
Black People here in America.’

The 3-year plan would not interfere
with the US government's housing
programs at all, wrote Messenger
Muhammad, and he cited the fact that the
government’s programs have had a way
of not reaching enough people even to
begin to solve housing and other
problems.

The Messenger said that even dogs and
pigs live better than many Black citizens:
‘At least dogs are not bothered with too
many rats and roaches in their houses,
because they kill them to keep out the
uncleanliness and filth which dominate
and create bad housing conditions.’

Under the proposed 3-year economic
savings plan, participating members

began to send 25 cents a week to
Muhammad's Mosque No. 2 in Chicago.

THE MESSENGER told Black people
that it is obvious that if you cut down in
any one or all of the following areas of
expense — sport and play, luxury cars,
expensive clothes, liquor, tobacco and
pharmaceutical drugs — you will find
that you have ample funds to donate 25
cents a week and save a lot more than
that for your personal savings.

Of course many people who ‘know’ of
The Messenger only what they have read
or heard in newspapers, magazines, radio
or TV coverage controlled by big white
financial interests (whether owned
and/or managed by Black or white)
dismissed the 3-year savings plan as a
hoax or a hustle for money.

BLACK PEOPLE who would not and
still will not give even 25 cents a week to
build a truly Black organization had a
way of grinningly dismissing The

Messenger's savings program as absurg,
These same people drive themselyeg
underground with debt, shoveling money
to the same white exploiters whg
mastermind the US  government's
worldwide genocidal policies. ~

But now let's look back to 1964 ang
listen to what Mr. Muhammad said he
planned to do with the savings:

‘AS SOON AS we have enough finance
in our bank to purchase farm lands
sufficient to feed the 22 million Black

And of course the multi - million dollar
newspaper plant with the most modern
printing equipment science has yet
produced was opened as another result of
this farsighted program which is a model
of national progress.

UNDER NEGOTIATION is the planned
educational center so magnificent that
hardly a city or state government in the
country has equalled it in conception.

Even during this period of both
meaningful and superficial emphasis on
the history, present and future of Black
people, all of us have noticed that
everybody talking Black isn't headed that
way.

Some Black people merely want to
replace whites within the same system of
exploitation and oppression. Others shout
Black slogans and hurl militant threats
because they are well aware that, for a
variety of reasons, this can bring them
grants, bribes and other favors from the
whites whose coattails they are really
hanging on.

INSANITY AND INSTABILITY is a
regular feature of middle class people
during times of economic and political
crisis because they find themselves
suddenly hard - pressed to get, or keep, a
job.

This is an unusual situation for most
middle eclass people. They find
themselves squeezed between the big
money rulers who they thought were
their friends and the working people who
they think are inferior to them.

If you look at the many ‘goofy’
movements around the world —
revolutionary or reactionary — you will
find a common factor among them is an
almost  exclusively middle class
leadership.

There is no denying the fact that middle
class Blacks have important nation
building skills. But this does not mean
they form the social base of a nation nor
that they have the values -necessary to
lead a nation.

Many middle class Blacks today seem
caught in patterns of decadence, political
extremism and psychological instability
which, despite dashikis, Afros, dark
glasses and other ornamentation, are

WHEN HE SET FORTH the 3-year
economic plan as a model first step in
showing Black people the way to win
freedom, justice and equality for
ourselves and our people, The Messenger
aimed his closing comments at those
Black people who have the needs, the
moral and technical discipline and
sociable temperament to work for our
freedom:

‘We, the Muslims, will support this
program and hope that every member of
the working class of our people
throughout the country will join us.

‘WE ARE ASKING you to help us
enlarge our educational system so that
our people can be educated. This we refer
to as re - education inlo the knowledge of
self, our history, and the knowledge of the
good things of life of which we have been
deprived.

PROFILE AND PURPOSE

NEW YORK — Sports
Ilustrated recently reported
the agony that Bold Ruler.
winner of the Preakness horse
race in 1967, has endured since
he was stricken with cancer of
the throat last year

WHEN BOLD Ruler's
ailment was discovered. the
horse was immediately sent Lo
Auburn University's School of
Veterinary Medicine for the
best medical attention avail-
able,

Unfortunately, the amimal's
throat tumor was found 1o be
inoperable, but massive cobalt
therapy, amounting (o
thousands of dollars. helped o
slow down the spread of the
malignancy.

And now Bold Ruler, though
the disease is terminal, is able
to prance around his stable in
Kentucky without the gnawing
sensation and with the
prospect that he can live
another year.

This expensive and dedicated
attention lo a race horse
contrasts sharply with the
careless treatment that Blacks
receive in the nation’s
hospitals.

One case in point is the story
of William Harrison, a 58 -
year - old Black man from

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Brooklyn. Harrison, a father of
11 children, collapsed as he
was leaving his job in the

RUSHED TO the Kings
County Hospital, Harrison. ina
paralytic state, was left

unattended for more than four
hours, then received a cursory
examination from a doctor
who said the victim had a mild
stroke and should be taken
home.

It was another four hours
before his family could get him
admitted to the Unity Hospital,
where he died Lwo weeks later.

Janet Harrison, daughter of
the dead man. said. "I
followed the ambulance to the
hospital. When I got there my
father was on a stretcher. A
doctor came and took his blood
pressure and rubbed him on
the foot.

That was all that was done for
him (for an hour and one half)
until a neurosurgeon told us,
‘We can’t do anything for him
here. You'll have to take him
home."”

The neurosurgeon
recommended that the eleven
Harrison children * chip in $10
a week '’ to provide their father
with a few hours of a private
nurse's care each day.

BOSTON — Recently on Dec. 12, 1970 Mrs. Elma Lewes, director of Black
Performing Arts accompanied by two members of her school, located in
Roxbury, Mass., assisted the inmates of the Massachusetts Correctional
Institution with a stage production of a play given inside the Norfolk Prison

entitled “The Plague.”

THE PLAY was written by an inmate Mr., James Lang, whose sincere

concern with the plight of the Black youth is inspired by Messenger Elijah
Mubhammad’s message of truth and light.

Among the many faces of
genocide permeating the Black
community today, that oh - but
- too - familiar face, dope and
its expression, is statistically
worn most by the so - called
American Negro more than
any other race of people in
North America.

Drugs are among the most
subtle forms of genocide
practiced by white America on
her once owned Black slaves
using Black hypocrites who
support her drug genocide in
the Black community for the
sake of a few blood coated

American dollars.
Today, however, we are
aware and very much

concerned. An expression of
that concern is now being
shared by the Norfolk prison
inmates who produced a play
to expose the dope genocide
committed against Blacks by
white America.

Realizing the depth to drugs
supplied into the black

community and knowing that it

is the number two enemy and
killer of blacks outside of the
Vietnam war itself, the
inmates at the Massachusetts
Correctional Institution (MCI)
in Norfolk composed a play

from personal experience and
the inspiration of Islam

(concern for Black self and
kind) as taught by the
Messenger of Allah, The Most
Honorable Elijah Muhammad.
This theatrical presentation,
The Plague (James Lang,
author) was written and
directed by pro - Muslim
inmates and brothers at MCI in
an attempt to express as one
inmate stated, “A concern for
the welfare and future of every
Black brother and sister.”
White America is well aware
of that ultimate course and the
effects — addiction —
resulting from the use of drugs
as they are listed and outlined
by the World Health
Organization (WHO).

In 1957, the World Health
Organization defined drug
addiction to America as a state
of periodic or chronic
intoxication produced by the
repeated consumption of a
drug. A drug could be
considered: alcoholic drinks,
cigarettes, aspirins, etc. Drug
addiction was characterized by
the following:

(1) an overpowering desire or
need to continue taking the
drug and to obtain it by any

means; (2) a tendency to
increase the dosage; (3) a
psychic and generally a
physical dependence on the
effects of the drug.

Heroin is a depressant by
nature, which implies
according to the meaning of
the word in Webster's
Dictionary: “to reduce, or
lower; to cause to sink, or to
lessen the activity or strength
of.”

The price a Black man pays
for using drugs in white
America is: addiction,
imprisonment, or death. To
substantiate the middle plan of
this plot, imprisonment, one of
the actors in the play quoted to
me the following statistical
information on ‘the
Massachusetts  Correctional
Institution:

*‘Out of nearly three hundred
Black inmates at the
correctional institution 50
percent or more of the inmates
are putting in time due to
direct or indirect contact with
dope in the black community;
90 percent of them are between
the ages of 18 and 29."

Most of these inmates were
set-up or caught in a web of

criminal acts produced by
drugs against their brothers
and sisters in the street. This
situation was well illustrated
throughout the plot of Mr.

PARIS—After the statements by President Nixon at his press conference on

December 10, 1970, the U.S. authorities are striving to condition public opinion
for new acts of war against the Democratic Republic of Viet Nam.

ACCORDING TO A dispatch

of AP., December 17, 1970,
responsible sources in
Washington revealed that each
time American aircraft were
h.red upon by North
Vietnamese ground artillery,
not only would these aireraft
bomb the air-defense site that
had opened fire, but other
planes would come in
sufficient numbers to attack
all the air-defense sites
around.

Along with these statements,
the United States is increasing
the number of planes stationed
in Thailand and South Viet
Nam and is sending more
aircraft carriers to the Gulf of
Bac Bo.

On December 15, 1970, the
U.S. Air Force fired rockets
into Thanh Yen commune,
district of Dien Bien Phu,
province of Lai Chau, north of
the 21st parallel. On December
16, 1970, B.52 bombers raided
Huong Lap commune, in the

northern part of the
demilitarized zone. On
December 18, 1970, the

spokesman of the D.R.V.N.
Foreign Ministry issued a
statement, severely
condemning these raids:

“Such acts constitute gross
violations of the sovereignty
and security of the D.R.V.N.
and a brazen challenge to

public  opinion which s
vigorously condemning the
U.S. recent attacks against the
Democratic Republic of Viet
Nam.”

In the meantime, the United
States is seeking ways to
undermine the Paris
Conference on Viet Nam. On
December 8, 1970, Secretary of
State W. Rogers stated that if
the U.S. government had not
given up negotiating in Paris,
it was for fear of being
“‘severely criticized” by the
American people (U.P.I. Dec.
8, 1970).

IT IS PLAIN that the U.S.
authorities are using the Paris
Conference as a screen to
cover up their intention of
prolonging and extending the
war of aggression in South Viet
Nam and Indochina, in the
hope of winning military
victory.

In order to mislead public
opinion and to conceal their
crimes against the peoples of
Viet Nam, Laos, and
Cambodia, the U.S. authorities
are increasing their efforts to
step up the propaganda
campaign on the so-called
question of ‘“prisoners of
war.""

Eﬁ.s riches spring from Black blood
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Oppenheimer of South Africa (and Israel)

CAPETOWN, South
Africa—When Harry
Oppenheimer was elected

chancellor of Capetown
University recently, the event
was (reated with the usual
silence that surrounds the
activities of this man.

FOR THOSE who don't know,
the ‘“exploits” of Harry
Oppenheimer are the best kept
secrets this side of Howard
Hughes. And the similarity
between the two business
“‘tycoons” is strikingly
apparent.

In the United States Hughes is
kmown for his incredible
monopoly of the entire state of
Nevada and its big gambling
interests.

But the Hughes billion dollar
empire may be meager in
comparison to the vast wealth
that Oppenheimer has
accumulated, since thousands
of African lives have been used
in the process. The handbook
Political Africa, issued in
London in 1961, says
Oppenheimer is “indisputably
the richest man on the
continent and one of the richest
in the world.”

L'Aurere, the French
newspaper, revealed - that
Oppenheimer controls 32 per
cent of the gold production in
the Western world as well as 80
per cent of the sale of
industrial and other diamonds.
OPPENHEIMER heads the
Anglo-American Corporation
of South Africa (AACSA), a
monopoly so large that it
dominates the world
production of such strater
raw materials as uraniu:

copper, vanadium, chrome,
and lead.

THAT FINANCIAL power
ranges far beyond South Africa
because Oppenheimer's
international cartel has offices
in Britain, West Germany,
Canada, Australia, Holland,
Peru, Israel and the United
States.

Naturally, his stranglehold
over the South African
economy (and those Western
countries who trade with it)
makes him a decisive force in
the way things are run in that
country and in all other NATO -
bloc countries.

Oppenheimer's huge profits
off the labor of African miners
are clear evidence of his
support of the South African
government's apartheid
system.

By the use of oppressed
African labor (mearly 100,000
Mozambiquans are recruited
to work for Oppenheimer) and
one-year contracts, the South
African monopolist has been
able to amass an unimaginable
fortune, as slave owners of the
past have done.

Another piece of the
Oppesheimer puxzle is filled in
by the disclosure of his active
and financial backing of
Israel’s Zionist government.

He has personally led several
Zionist fund-raising programs
and is one of the main reasons
why the South African racist

stands second only to
the United States in supporting
the imperialistic designs of

Israel.

MILITARY ARMAMENTS to
Israel have been delivered by
South Africans—at the
command of Oppenheimer. In
addition, ke supplies raw

materials for the Israeli
diamond -cutting industry at
sizeably -reduced prices for the
benefit of the Zionists.

d. There are no doors on

s0ap or [ 1owels to wash
and dry children’s hands with.
e. There is an 65 percent white
faculty at this all-Black
students school. The parents
want a 100 percent Black
faculty.

Figures recently
released by a Gallop Poll show
that 74 per cent of the US.
citizenry believe that 1971 will
be a year of rising
unemployment; Seventy-two
(72) per cent of the population
predict grave economic
difficulty and 64 per cent

expect the country to be
plagued by strikes and
industrial disputes.

While pessimism in the

United States far exceeded
that of other Western nations,
the poll also revealed the
effect of extreme repression in
Greece.

6. We wont an immediate end to the police
brutality and mob attacks against the so-called
Negro throughout the United States.

We believe that the Federal government should
intercede to see that black men and women fried in
white courts recsive justice in accordance with the
laws of the land—or allow us 16 build a new nation
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wan! equal membership in society with the best
in civilized society.

4. We want our people in America whose
parents or grandparents were descendants from
slaves, to be allewed to estoblish o separate
state or territory of their own—either on this
continent or ehewhere. We believe that eur
former slove masters ore obligated to provide
such land and that the area must be fertile and
minerally rich. We believe that our former slave
masters are obligated to maintain and supply
our needs in this separate territory for the next
20 to 25 years—until we ore able to preduce and
supply our own needs.

Since we cannot get along with them in peace
and equality, after giving them 400 years of our
sweat and blood and receiving in return some of the
worst treatment human beings have ever
experienced, we believe our contributions to this land
and the suffering forced upon us by white America,
justifies our demand for complete segaration in o
state or territory of our own.

5. We wont freedom for all Believers of Isdam
now held in federal p We want freedom for all
black men and women now under death sentence in
innumerable prisons in the North as well as the South.

We want every black man and woman fo have
the freedom 1o accept or reject being separated from
the slave master’s children and establish o lond of
their own.

We know that the above plan for the
solution of the black and white conflict is the best

1. WE BEUEVE in the One God Whose
proper Name is Alloh.

2. WE BELIEVE in the Holy Qur-an and in
the Scriptures of all the Prophets of God.

3. WEBELIEVE in the truth of the Bible, but
we believe that it has been tampered with and
must be reinterpreted so that mankind will not
be snared by the falsehoods that have been
added toit.

4. WE BELIEVE in Allah's Prophets and the
Scriptures they brought to the people.

5. WE BELIEVE in the resurrection of the
dead—not in physical resurrection—but in mental
resurrection. We believe thet the so-colled Negroes
are most in need of mental resurrection: therefore,
they will be resurrected first

for ourselves, dedicated to justice, freedom and
liberty.

7. As long as we are not ollowed to establish a
state or fterritory of our own, we demand not only
equal justice under the laws of the United States, but
equal employment opportunities—NOW!

We do not believe that atter 400 years of free or
nearly free labor, sweat and blood, which has helped
America become rich and powerful, that so many
thousands of black people should have to subsist on
relief, charity or live in poor houses.

8. We want the government of the United States
fo exempt our people from ALL faxafion as long as
we are deprived of equal justice under the laws of the
land.

9. We wont equol education—but separate
schools up 1o 16 for boys and 18 for girls on the
condition that the girls be sent to women's colleges
and universities. We want all black children
educated, taught and trained by their own teachers.

Under such schooling system we believe we will
make a better nation of people. The United States
government should provide, free, all necessary text
beoks and equipment, schools and college buildings.
The Muslim feachers shall be left free to teach and
troin their people in the way of right

we should go in our own people’s names—the black
peoples of the earth.

8. WE BELIEVE in justice for all, whether in God
or not; we believe as others, that we are due equol
justice as human beings. We believe in equality—as o
nation—of equals. We do not believe that we are
equal with our slave masters in the status of “freed
slaves”.

We recognize and respect American citizens

as independent peoples and we respect their
laws which govern this nation.

9. WE BELIEVE thot the offer of integration
is hypocritical and is made by those who are
Irying to deceive the black peoples into believing
that their 400-year-old open enemies of
freedom, justice and equality are, all of o
sudden, their “friends"’. Furthermore, we believe
that such deception is intended 1o prevent black
people from realizing that the time in history has
arrived for the separation from the whites of this

decency and self respect.

10. We believe that intermarriage or race mixing
should be prohibited. We want the religion of Islam
tought without hinderance or suppression.

These are some of the things that we, the
Muslims, want for our people in North America.

Furthermore, we believe we are the people of
God's choice, as it has been written, that God would
choose the rejected and the despised. We can find no
other persons fitting this description in these last days
more than the so-called Negroes in America. We
believe in the resurrection of the righteous.

6. WE BELIEVE in the judgement; we believe this
first judgement will take place as God revealed, in
Americo...

7. WE BELIEVE this is the time in history far the
separation of the so-colled Negroes and the so-
called white Americans. We believe the black man
should be freed in nome as well as in foct, By this we
mean that he should be freed from the names
imposed upon him by his former slove masters.
Nomes which identified him os being the slave
master's slave. We believe that if we are free indeed,

If the white people are truthful about their
professed friendship toward the so-called Negro,
they can prove it by dividing up America with their
slaves.

We do not believe that America will ever be able
to furnish enough jobs for her own millions of
unemployed, in addition to jobs for the 20,000,000
black people as well.

10. WE BELIEVE that we who declared ourselves to
be righteous Muslims, should not participate in wors
which take the lives of humans. We do not believe ths
nation should force us 1o take port in such wars, for
we have nothing to .gain from it unless America
agrees 1o give us the necessary territory wherein we
may have something 1o fight for.

11. WE BELIEVE our women should be respected
and protected as the women of other nationalities are
respected ond protected.

12. WE BELIEVE that Allah (Ged) appeared in
the Person of Master W. Fard Muhammad, July,
1930; the long-awaited “Messiah” of the
Christians and the "Mahdi"’ of the Muslims.

We believe further and lastly that Allah is
Ged and besides HIM there is no God and He will
bring abou! a universal government of peoce
wherein we all can live in peace together.
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
