NEGRO: strange animal

About 20 members of the National Economic Growth and
Reconstruction Organization (NEGRO). an Uncle Tom, right
wing group, according to many Blacks, took over the executive
offices of the National Association for the Advancement of
Colored People in a protest over the NAACP'’s support of the
controversial “‘scatter type' housing project in Forest Hills,
N.Y. The group wants the city to use the housing funds for the
improvement of buildings in New York's vast slum areas. Blacks
think NEGRO is paid by Zionist groups to make this complaint.
Several Jewish organizations oppose the construction of public
housing in a predominantly Jewish neighborhood, though the
same groups complain about alleged denial of rights to Soviet
Jews. But in the Soviet Union Jews can live anywhere, go to
school anywhere and hold influential and high - paying jobs out of
proportion to their numbers. The slogan of those truly interested
in equality is not “‘Save Soviet Jewry.” but “‘Save U.S. Blacks!"

cent of South Africa now called
the Bantustans, leaving the
whites in full possession of
South Africa’s riches. But now
the hoax is beginning to
boomerang.

The latest crack in this
remarkable historical fraud
has been inflicted by no less an
authority than world archaeo-
lvgy.

Gynecology 1 pointed out the
limitations of the use of these
drugs in the severely toxemic
patient. These drugs at first
were promoted for ‘‘the
treatment of toxemia’” and for
‘‘prevention of toxemia.”

As these lies were exposed,
the drug industry settled on
advertising them ‘‘for edema
in late pregnancy’’ and for that
‘“‘uncomfortable edema.”

There has been opposition to
the use of these drugs in
human pregnancy since the
very beginning, since 1958.
When they were first
promoted, many ‘‘scientists
knew they would bring a great
deal of needless disease and
degxh,—«r-m pregnant poor,
especially in the Deep South
where malnutrition has 1
taken its grim toll in maternal
and fetal and newborn deaths.
My voice and others were
drowned out by the Madison
Ave. hucksters pushing drugs
for profits, not for the health of
our pregnant women and their
unborn children.

But most of our other national
journals of obstetrics continue
the criminal promotions and
most US physicians caring for
pregnant human beings
continue their practices.
