‘Ole Miss' Rages, But Tougaloo
Was Interracial 90 Years Ago

TOUGALOO, Miss. — While
Mississippi’s Governor Ross Bar-
nett fights bitterly to keep “Ole
Miss” lily-white, there's a Negro
college here is his home town
which has been integrated for
years. =

It is Tougaloo Southern Chris-
tian college, a small church sup-
ported institution which quitely
goes about with its mlxez
and interracial sudent body.

Although most of its 533 stud-
ents are Negro, many whites at-
tend the institution and have
earned degrees from -Tougaloo,
Some are the children or rela-
tives of some of the white staff
members, however others come
because Tougaloo has a reputa-
tion for high educational stand-
udf No white ﬂudent has been

turned back on the basis of race
alone despite Mississippi’s rigid
jim crow laws.

Tougaloo sits like an island in
the midst of a segregated sea. It
has been this way since 1869 and
most of the surrounding whites
have come to accept it.

‘Whites on the campus, how-
ever, are regarded as “nigger-

staff | joyers” “damnyankees”, ‘“whites

without pride” by some of the
more white supremacy - loving
neighbors, ’

Meanwhile the “Ole Miss” bat-
tle rages, with whites claiming
to be shocked and alarmed over
the tragic possible consequences
of Negroes. and whites attending
the same school. They entirely
overlook the !act of Tougnloo
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against’-candidates who™ make
no attempt to conceal ‘their
hatred of them. :

Ralph McGill, editor of the At-
lanta Constitution and syndicated
columnist, discussed Negro bloc
voting in this vein in a column
cnrrled by the Chicago Daily

MCGL“ was talking about the
hysterically-racist candidates in
the South, but his observations
are a perfect fit for the enemies
of the Negro all over the nation.

Has ‘Gall’ To Complain

“The Dixie racist denounces
the Negro yoter. He tries to pre-
vent him from , registering to
vote,” McGill wrote, “He en-
courages violence. , . And yet,
this same candidate then has the
gall to complain that the Negro
vote is going lgumst him,

“Of course it is a bloc vote
against such randldutcs What
else could it be?’

McGill  asked fineredulously:
“Does anyone really expect a
qualified, registered Négro voter
to east a ballot for the candidate
who promises to subject him to
violence, to intimidation, and to
d.lﬂl“lllﬂrllﬂom”"

Insults Bring Bloc Vote

He pointed out that the avail-
able election statistics show that
Negro bloc voting occurs “only
in those local campaigns where
one candidate has been most
abusive and insulting. It 1§ a blo¢

a rabid anti-labor man.”
