Arab-Israeli conflict

THE VIOLENT, MILITARY upheval in the Middle East
between Arab and Israeli forces represents the heaviest fighting
in that area since the 1967 war. Arab forces crossed the Suez
Canal in retaliation against the raffish, aggressive programs of
the Zionists of Israel in an attempt to regain the land the Jews
have taken and attempted to settle as their own in what has been
considered in international circles as the most audacious land
theft in Middle East history. Arab and Israeli military might
have been fighting on two fronts in concerted attacks using air,
sea and land forces. Arab countries have pledged to aid thé
Egyptians and Syrians in their efforts.

Refuse to unload ore

LONGSHOREMEN honored a picket line in Baltimore recently

effected to block the unloading of 400 tons of chromium ore from
fascist dominated Rhodesia. The pickets, organized by Black
Rep. Parren Mitchell, D-Md., marched at Pier 3 of the Locust
Point Terminal in the early mormng hours as the African Dawn,
a U.S. Flagship, arrived with the ore. Mitchell is one of the
leading foes of U.S. policy toward Rhodesia’s continued policy of
discrimination against Blacks. The State Department has been
guilty of violating United Nations economic sanctions against
relations with the South African racist regime. A move is on to
boycott imports from Rhodesia in 15 Atlantic and Gulf ports to
coincide with the heated debate that is soon scheduled in the U.S.
Senate on repeal of the “Byrd Amendment’’ which seeks to
authorize the U.S. to break the U.N. boycott.

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Black mayor in Atlanta?

ATL:_&NTA — Unlike Los Angeles’ whites
supporting a m?derate Black against a conservative
white, in this Dixie town — it’s strictly Blacks versus

whites.

Blacks turned to the ballot box in record numbers;

in an obvious “backlash” against white police

brutality, white conspiracy against Black candidates

and finally, to overcome polling irregularities at the

last minute.

Blacks voting heavily and
whites voting apathetically
light forced the two top city
posts, mayor and city council
president, into a runoff—with
Blacks represented by
Maynard Jackson and Hosea
Williams, respectively. In the
City Council of 18 seats, Blacks
gained control of nine, whites
six, and the- three remaining
are in runoffs—Black vs
whites.
VICE-MAYOR Maynard
Jackson, 35 year old Black
attorney, swept the city’'s
potent Black vote, completely
devastating his two top white
opponents and one Black foe
with 47 per cent of the votes.
‘He was only 3,427 votes short
of victory. Despite his appeal
to “all Atlantans™ the whites
did pot vole foc.Jackson, thus

State Leroy Johnson,
Georgia’s first Black
legislator— who irritated
many Blacks when he jumped
into the race unexpectedly,
was smashed with only 3.8 per
cent of the votes.

Johnson was endorsed by the
powerful white morning
Atlanta Constitution

newspaper in an effort to offset

Jackson, while the evening
paper of the same
corporation—the Atlanta
Journal— endorsed a white
dandidate. Blacks mot only
rejected this but retaliated in
the city council presidential
race.

Jackson was expected to win
despite efforts to top him, but
Hosea Williams shocked the
white community by grabbing
a runoff slot with 29.8 per cent
against a highly favorite and
endorsed white candidate (31.1
per cent,) and bypassing two
more white favorites. The
Blacks consolidated their votes
to Williams impressively— the
only other Black in that race
received 1.8 per cent.

Wade Mitchell, a white
businessman, received heavy
Black ‘'‘establishment’’
endorsements including so-
called Black newspapers.
Since it appeared inevitable
that a Black—Vice-Mayor
Maynard Jackson—would be

Haunted by questions of significance:

Congressional Caucus hosts feast

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The
big gala dinner sponsored by
the Congressional Black
Caucus and the Joint Center
for Political studies turned out
to be a stunning financial
success —a sold-out affair at
$100-a-plate, More than 2,800
Black political figures and
guests attended the Caucus'
Third Annual Dinner,

BUT AGAIN — despite a two -

tier dais for 40 prominent
Black political and civie
leaders, the honoring of a new
big -city Black Mayor, a major
address by a Black Republican
Senator and the appearance of
show-biz superstars: Nancy
Wilson and Issac Hayes — the
major question remains

unanswered: how significant
was the affair?

Congressman Louis Stokes,
chairman of the Black Caucus
expressed surprise over the
tremendous turnout and
hailed the affair as a sign of
*‘political maturity.”’ The Ohio
congressman had been
instrumental in persuading
Black Caucus members — all
Democrats — to invite Senator
Edward W, Brooke as guest
speaker for the dinner,

Brooke, a Black Republican
thus participated for the first
time in a public function with
his Black democratic
colleagues. Many observers
viewed this as the most
significantoccurrence in Black
politics since the formation of
the causus.

Though there were some ““off -

the-record”” comments by
several of the Democrats
implying the Senator ‘‘has
come back home,”" Brooke
gave no hint of his joining the
Caucus or changing his
political stance. Neither did
other Black Republicans
attending the affair show any
real interest in intra-party

. politics.

STANLEY SCOTT, high
ranking aide to President
Nixon was quick to warn
against any misinterpretation
of the Black Republican
participation in the affair.
Although acknowledging the
efforts of the Democrals to
demonstrate the non-partisan
theme, Scolt said candidly,
“Well, we'll have to wait and
see what happens, and what is
done with the funds,"

Agustus Adair, the Executive
Director of the Caucus told
Muhammad Speaks that the
funds “‘will not be used to aide
the Black congressmen in
their individual political
contests — that is illegal.’” The
funds, he said, will be used to
underwrite research activities
and programs of the Caucus
staff. ’

NONE , OF THE funds he
continued, *“‘will be used for
lobbying activities or for the
support of member's cam-
paigning.”’

Having endured several false
starts and spectacular
debacles such as the Gary
Convention, followed by a
series of somewhat less than
productive Black Caucus

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Black leader recalls historic China exile

BOSTON—Former
Revolutionary Action
Movement Organizers Robert
Williams and Muhammad
Ahmad (Max Stanford) spoke
at Boston’s Tufts University
recently, on the dangers of
being Black and unorganized in
racist white America.

WILLIAMS, A FORMER
NAACP president and self-
proclaimed self -
determinationist, said he fled
the United States six years ago
to avoid being killed on alleged
charges of kidnaping in his
hometown of Monroe, N.C.

“This moment of silence
given to slain Chilean leader

Blacks have changed and are
more aware of world
situations,” said Williams.

Williams later remarked that
he had kept informed of the
feelings of real Black
Americans by reading the
‘‘very informative’’
Muhammad Speaks newspaper
of the Honorable Elijah
Muhammad’s Nation of Islam.
“I recommended a lot of
papers including the Chicago
Defender, the Pittsburg
Courier and the Afro-
American papers to Chinese,”
said Williams, “and some of
them had all of that killing and
‘Who-shot-Jane’ stuff all over.
“THE CHINESE liked the
Muhammad Speaks paper
because it didn’t spend most of
its space on fashion shows and
sports,” said Williams.

Ciwvil Rights Act, trade unions
thwart Black business growth

CHICAGO — The president of
the National Business League
(NBL), Berkeley Burrell,
believes very strongly that the
1964 Civil Rights Act did more
damage to the aspirations of
Black businessmen than any
other single thing in _this
century.

AT THE SAME time, he feels
that the so-called “‘upward
mobility” of a few Blacks has
worked to the Black
businessman’s disadvantage as
well.

““As some Blacks have moved
‘upward’ educationally, and
economically, this has caused
them to believe that they've
been assimilated into
something called the middle-
class, and as a direct result of
this belief, they've stopped
patronizing Black buginesses,

“But the 1964 Civil Rights Act
did more damage to the growth-

than any other single thing,
Prior to 1964, Black people in
the main, supported Black
businesses because they didn’t
have any other alternative,”
Once the protective ‘cover’ of
segregation was torn off,
however, Black people had a
whole range of places they
could go, and Black businesses
found themselves forced to
compete in the general white
market without the resources
to do so — and that's like going
bear hunting with a switch.

““At the same time, I want to
point out that 99 per cent of the
people who patronize Black
businesses are Black so we
can't say that Black people
don’t support Black
businesses.

“But what we are saying is
that Black people need to at
least become aware of the fact
that we are only going to be
able to grow after we have
built upon the base of all the
bussinesses in the Black

community; that is provided
business can provide the
services needed of course,
Muhammad Speaks asked
Burrell — “It would seem
that any discussion of the
growth potential of Black
businesses must necessarily
examine the role of the union
movement in the Black
community. This is especially
true when one looks at areas
where Blacks were once
predominant and have now
virtually disappeared?"
“WITHOUT A DOUBT this
needs to happen. This is
particularly true because of
thes old guild concepts which
said a person could only join a
union if his grandfather had
been a member of that same

. union, And this did exactly

what it was designed to do —

keep Blacks out, .
"I have violent quarrels with
the union movement abouf

“There are around sorne 18
million union members across

“At the same time, when you
examine the union movement
you'll discover that Blacks are
predominant in the garbage
and other service - type
unions; and this is what they
call admitting Blacks to the
union movement,

television and electronics,
where the big money is today,
are still virtually “cloged to
Black people; and this is s o
direct result of the finjons
being there,”
