Arabs no pushover

PRECONCEIVED NOTIONS that Israel could duplicate its
easy viclory over its Arab neighbors as it did in the six - day 1967
battle are falling by the wayside as Egyptian and Syrian forces
have withstood the pressures of the heavily United States armed
Israeli army and air force. The inability of the Arabs to master
the sophisticated instruments of war in ‘67 led many Israelis to
feel that they could be as aggressive as they wanted to without
any fear of significant retaliation. In this war there is no
evidence of direct involvement by Soviet specialists and the loss
of quite a number of Israeli aircraft due to the effective
operation of Syrian and Egyptian missile systems has been most
encouraging to the Arab world.

Mansfield warns Nixon

SENATE MAJORITY LEADER Mike Mansfield, D-Mont.,
warned President Nixon against ignoring a ruling by the
Supreme Court ordering him to surrender the Watergate tapes. A
"efusal to comply with a Supreme Court decision would raise the
Jravest possible situation imaginable, the majority leader said.

The Senator indicated that he considered any such exercise of
sresidential power to be grounds for impeachment. According to
.aw the Senate would preside as the trial court if the House of
Representatives voted to impeach the President. “No president
is above the court. He is a transient occupying that office,”
remarked Mansfield.

THE NEW YORK PLAN, designed to increase the number of
minority workers in the constriction industry, was attacked in
Federal Court as a violation of equal - employment of Colored
People. In filing the lawsuit, the first of several to be filed across
the country against so - called hometown plans for complying

“hometown’’ plans have proven to be a '“uniform
disappointment.”’

Mid-East ‘Hanoi’?

No matter what will be the
outcome of the October, 1973,
Middle East War, which broke
out as a result of Israel’s
refusal to withdraw from the
land it occupies through
military aggression against

the Arab people, new realities

have emerged.

THE ARABS were able to win
the vicious psychological war
against them. The myth that
the Israeli military forces
could easily defeat the Arabs
with little loss of lives and
materials has been shattered.
In spite of the mighty U.S.
Phantom Jets, which are more
superior to anything the Arabs
have, the Arabs yet stand fast.
The concentrated fire which
poured onto the Syrian and
Egyptian armies could not
convince the Arab soldiers to
run.

The battles of the Golan
Heights and the Suez Canal
have dispelled every fllusion
about the Arabs' fighting
ability and determination. The
large number of alrcraft lost
by the Israelis to the
effectively operated Syrian
and Egyptian missile systems
has completely shattered the

THE FACTS are these. The
Arabs did not crack under
heavy pressure, and there will
to liberate their land did not
crumble. The Israeli military
communiques stating that the
Syrians were on the run,
abandoning their tanks were
proven to be lies.

The idea that the 1967 surprise
Israeli invasion made future
Middle East wars impossible
was only an Israeli dream. The
notion of the Arabs having no
other choice but to relinquish
their rights is definitely an
impossibility. The Jewish
settler state, in its Zionist
aggressive form, will never be
accepted in a “‘sea’ of Arabs.
The Arabs may lose many
battles but they will eventually
win the war.

The Israeli bombings of
Cairo, Port Said, Damascus,
Homs, Tartous, Latakia and
other Arab cities has added
more to the Israeli isolation.
The Israeli air raids directed
against civilian targets which
resulted in the murder of
hundreds of innocent men,
women and children have
shown the true nature of
Israel.

Washington D.C.—Spiro “T.
Agnew has fallen from power.
Once known as the law-and-
order darling of Middle-
America, the former vice
president announced his
resignation while pleading ‘‘No
Contest’ to charges of income
tax evasion in 1967 while
governor of the State of
Maryland.

IN EXCHANGE for his

volunteering as pilots in the
TIsraeli Air Force and the U.S.
government is contemplating
sending 30 more Phantom jets
Lo Israel.

*“The fight that we are waging
now cannot be qualified as
anything other than a national
liberation fight to liberate our
occupled territory,” Syrian
Foreign Minister Abdel Halim
Khaddam told the Security
Council. He said Israel is
pursuing an open policy of
annexation with the financial,
military and political backing
of the United States.

He reported that in the Golan
Heights region of Syria, the
Israeli have already built 19
Jewish settlements as well as
scores of settlements in other
occupied Arab zones.

THE SYRIAN diplomat noted
that since 1967 Israel has
constantly violated the so-
called cease-fire ‘‘with
impunity.”’ The United Nations

resignation and the ‘‘No
Contest” plea, Agnew was set
free, with the miniscule
penalty of a $10,000 fine, and a
J-year non-supervised
probation period. This
arrangement, authorized by
President Richard Nixon, was
accomplished under the ‘‘Plea
Bargaining” system, whereby
a defendant is allowed to plead
guilty to some minor offense in
exchange for the reduction of
his sentence.

Security Council has passed
nine resolutions in that time
condemning Israel for
international crimes
committed against
neighboring Arab states. The
last resolution was passed on
August 15, 1973 and condemned
the Zionist state for hijacking a
Lebanese airliner over
Lebanese air space.

Abdel Halim Khaddam
criticized the religious and
other ballyhoo about the
Mideast fighting erupting on a
Jewish holiday while most
ignore that the whole Islamic
world had, since last Sept. 27,
been observing Ramadan,
which is a month of fasting,
prayer and charity.

Sudanese Foreign Minister
Rahmatalla Abdulla opined
that the current Middle East
fighting is not a ‘“‘war of
revenge’’ but a liberation
battle against an opponent who
is ‘‘over-equipped’” and “‘over-
trained.” He said he recalled
that during the 1967 hostilities
the Arab Prisoners of War
were forced ‘‘to walk
barefooted in the scorching sun
of the desert with their boots
on their heads.”

The countless peace plans for
the Mideast have been foiled
and the Sudan diplomat
asserted that ‘“‘we cannot be

see,” declared Congressman
Louis Stokes, Chairman of the
Congressional Black Caucus.

“BECM’JSE OF this cover-up

by the Justice Department
Administration,” he said,
“The American people will
never learn the real extent” of
Agnew's criminal activities..

The Agnew case pointedly
establishes the fact that in
America, the white, “Powerful
and wealthy forces, go free,
while the poor, and
disadvantaged go to jail."

Dr. Ronald Walter's Political
Science chairman at Howard
University called the Agnew
affair, “an evasion of justice.”
He said that “'Agnew did not
actually plead guilty,” which
is usually the prerequisite for
plea bargaining. His plea was
“equivalent” however, and
symbolically allows Agnew the
privilege of avoiding the moral
weight of a guilty plea.

Stokes, who was utterly
incensed over the issue, flatly
declared that, “once again the
most corrupt administration
known to mankind has

perpetrated fraud upon the
American people. Richard
Nixon also has the obligation to
resign immediately.

“'Watergate and the Agnew
fiasco have completely
destroyed the confidence in
this administration. Both men
should be banned from ever
holding any office in the land.

Stokes, like his Black
colleagues in Congress called
on Nixon to appoint an
“impeccable”” man to fill the
office of the vice president in
the interim. “This is an
excellent opportunity for the
appointment of a Black man or
woman to the office of the vice
presidency. "

SHIRLEY CHISHOLM D-

of Senator Edward Brooke, R -
Mass., as did John Conyers, D-
Mich., and District Delegate,
Walter E. Fauntroy.

CHILE: the way it happened

SANTIAGO. Chile — Moneda
Calle, close to the -residential
palace, is unusvally empty
these days. The 1 ople keep as
far away as pos ible from the
palace, or, rather to say, what
i1s left of this once majestic
building. It really is a dreadful
sight today, with its burnt
outside walls, pocket with shell
- holes and traces of bullets.

THE RARE pedestrians who
do pass by it look up gloomily
at the smoked windows,
through which one can see
broken-down walls and
suspended, twisted girders. At
the charred doorway, which
once was the main entrance to
the presidratial palace, stand
two soldier s with submachine -
guns at the ready.

Reports on the massacre
perpetraled by the savage
military in Chile has shocked
the world. This bloodbath was
carried out by the putschist
generals in the same planned
and corsistent way as at the
front—scheming combat

operations against the Popular

Unity supporters, against the
progressive- minded people of
Chile, whose sole “‘guilt” was
their desire to see their
country free and happy.

When did the preparations for
the overthrow of the Popular
Unity government begin? The
exact date can be
given—September 5, 1970.

When it was learned that the
candidate of the left-wing
forces had won in the
presidential elections, the
local reactionaries, supported
by imperialist quarters from

outside, began hatching a
conspiracy and carried on with
their machinations

continuously for three years,
right up to Sept. 11, 1973, when
they succeeded in striking
treacherous blow.

BLOODY TUESDAY,
September the 1lth, did not
come as a total surprise for the
Chileans. If one traces the
events of even several weeks
preceding the military coup,
he will see how methodically
the reactionaries organized the

coup d'etat.

They tried to carry it out
earlier, on June 29, bul the
mutineers in the 2nd armor
Regiment were not supported
then by other military
units—the fascists of the

organization, who had
promised their active

participation and help in
enlisting “all those who are
displeased by the Marxist
regime,’’ <iding in the
embassies of other countries
The failure of the June 29
putsch did not stop the
plotters: they prepared a fresh
blow. The first step in carrying
out their plan. conceived long
ago, was the “‘strike’’ of the
private truck -owners.

A particularly complex
situation shaped up in the last
10 days of August. From early
morning on Monday, Aupust
20, the radio statious under the
control of the oppo-ition began
to broadcast increasingly
alarming reports, striving “‘to
heat - up the situation” — to

Eyewitness’ story of coup

SANTIAGO, Chile—Armed
counter-revolution has staged
a long-prepared coup d’'etat in
Chile where for more than
three vears the people carried
on an heroic struggle for
national liberation and social
emancipation under the banner
of Popular Unity. From the
hour the Popular Unity cabinet
took office the enemies of
Chile's freedom and
independence strained every
rnerve to topple the Allende
Government.
IN VIEW OF the confidence
and support which the Allende
cabinet enjoyed among the
Chilean people. the
reaclionaries decided to
engineer a bloody military
coup. Their usual standbys
were slander and boycott,
sabotage and murder, terror
and violence
The following is an eye-
witness account given by
journalist Jorge Timossi of
Prensa Latina news agency:
Early on September 11,
Salvador Allende arrived at
the Moneda,: the presidential
palace, about 7 o'clock with
many (paramilitary police),
the commander of the force,
Gen. Jose Maria Sepulveda,
his personal doctors and some
close advisers. The President
had received information of
possible coup actions during
the nights of September 10th to
11th. Shortly after arriving, he

was informed that Navy units
in Valparaiso had taken up
arms and were marching on
Santiago. 3

The Prensa Latina bureaus
were quick to realize that the
Navy was not revolting alone I
saw a fighter plane of the Air
Force diving at the nearby
palace and streaking over the
roofs of the heart of Santiago.
An aircraft of the ‘“‘Hawker
Hunter™ type dropped the first
rocket on the palace around
9:10a.m

At 9:15 I succeeded in calling
the presidential palace. One of
Allende’s advisers said “You
say that we'll die right here.
that we will resist to the end.

At 11:00 a.m. a rad.» station
of the coup leaders is<ued an
ultimatum—Allende hau three
minutes to surrender The
President, made a short
speech over another station,
answering that he would not
surrender and that he would
remain in the palace.

As Mrs. Allende later
reported, “A reconnaissance
helicopter could be seen
hovering over the presidential
palace at 11:30 am, The air
attack- began almost
immediately, The planes
loomed up on the horizon,
dropped their rockets and
returned to base. There were
outbreaks of wild shooting

between each. wave of
attacks.'’
At 1:52 p.m. | received a

phone call from the Moneda. It
was Jaime Barrios, a
presidential economic adviser
who told me he was fighting

from one of the windows He
informed me.
the end. Allende has put on a
steel helmet and is shooting
with a machinegun. The smoke
is suffocating us Allende sent
Fernando Flores and Danie!
Vergara to speak wilh them
The President demands a
written guarantee for the

working class and the gains

that they have already made *

The fighting around thc
presidential palace with 1ts
few defenders raged on amid
bombing raids and shelling
from U.S -made *‘Sherman”
tanks until the palace was
taken by storm. Allende was
murdered between 1:50 p.m.
and 2:15 p.m.

“My father did not commit
suicide. He was killed by
bullets in his body. This is
confirmed by persons who
were with him in the
presidential palace at the time
o1 the coup.”” This is a
statement from the late
President’s daughter, Maria
Isabel Allende.

“1 will fight and leave the
Moneda only as a dead man,"”
Salvador Allende told his wife
in his last phone call to her.

Rebel captain Roberto
Garrido, leading an assaull-
party, forced his way into the
presidential office on
September 11. The murderer
fired two shots from his
automatie pistol,

The (irst hit the President’s
secrelary, Miriam Rupert, in
the chest, while the second hit
the President under his chin.
Dr Allende collapsed and

ON THAT DAY, August 20,
General Cesar Ruiz was to
resign from the posts of
Minister of Public Works and
Transport, and Commander
of—a ceremony of
transferring the command of
the Air Force to Genperal
Gustavo Leigh, who had been
appointed to that post — at 11
a.m. However, the ceremony
was put off until the evening.

“I heard your brother
crying in the night™

WAUKEGAN, Ill. — There
has been a determined effort to
prevent an important witness
from testifying against a white
policeman charged with killing
a Black youth here last August.

THE STATES' Attorney's
office has shown reluctance to
call the witness. However, the
family of the victim is insisting
that the witness be called so
that thejury and the public can
hear all the facts in the case.

Recently. during a court
recess, the Woods family left
the courtroom in search of the
“mystery” witness to satisfy
their own curiosity about the
witness' competence. Several
other witnesses are reportedly
afraid to come forward.

When they arrived at the
witnesses' home they found the
witness in a state of near

distress. She had been
harassed and intimidated
repeatedly. She had barely
escaped loosing her life
recently, as a hit - and - run -
driver forced her from the
road, completely destroying
her car.

NEVERTHELESS THE
witness — a young white
housewife — told the Woods
family that she would still
testify against the policeman.
She told them that she heard
their brother Joe Lee pleading
for his life only seconds before
she heard the single shot that
killed him.

When questioned about the
distance that Mrs. Boyer was
from the victim, she told the
Woods family that it was not
like Joe Lee was whispering
for his life, rather he was
pleading, she said — “It was a
loud voice!

*'I heard your brother cry out
in the night.

“I heard him say: ‘No, man
— no, man!
* ‘Wait, man!’ — and then I

heard Lhe shot.

“‘These were your brother's
last, words,"’ she said.

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Speaks that they will insist
that the D.A. call Mrs. Boyer
to the witness stand.

“They know I will tell the
truth,”” Mrs. Boyer stated.
That’s why they do not want
her on the stand she added.

“I have told this same story
eleven times to eleven
different policemen,”’ she said.

“I will tell the same story in

court if I'm allowed to testify.

*“They know when 1 tell how I
heard your brother crying in
the night, that this will bust
this case wide open,’”’ she
declared.

Mrs. Boyers' husband told
Muhammad Speaks that so
many policemen had been to
his home recently that now he
practically knows every
policeman on the Waukegan
force.

THEY ARE GOING to try to
prove that I'm incompetent,
Mrs. Boyer said. She said that
they would say that she is
crazy and an alcoholic — they
will try to say that I imagined I
heard a voice.

“If they want to prove that I
could hear your brother’s cry,
then they should come here at
three o’clock in the morning,
and let someone stand in the
same place and call, and see if
they can hear the voice," she
reasoned.

“I have had many sleepless
nights,’”” (since the murder)
she pointed out. Many other
ugly things have happend to
Mrs. Boyer and her family, yet
she is still determined to
testify.
