Nairobi, Kenya (AAPS) — The World 3
granted the East African Railways (jointly adn?lix;:te‘;fgg
by the Kenya, Tanzanian and Uganda governments) g
loan of approximately 40 million dollars to “modernize
and expand its existing system.”” The loan will enable the
three-nation railroad network to replace its obsolete steam
locomotives with modern diesels and to purchase other
essential equipment.

The Egyptian Railway Authority also plans to carry
out an extensive modernization program — at an esti-
mated cost of 200 million dollars. Of this amount, 140
million dollars have already been set aside for the “‘con-
struction of new railway lines . .. and purchase of diesel
Jocomotives.”” The plan does not involve a foreign loan.

Burundi Quiet
But Premier

BUJUMBURA. Burundj —
Order has been restored here
following the sudden flasp
revolt against the Kking of
this new Central African na-
tion of Burundi.

CASUALTIES were six By-
rundians, who were Kkilled in
the palace grounds. Prime
Minister Leopold Biha, who
was wounded inthe head and
chest en route to the palace
when the revolt-began, is re-
ported in a coma.

The  constitutional mon-
arch, Mwami (king) Mwam-
putsa IV escaped unharmed
and is reported to be under
t h e protection of loyalist
forces, ‘but Michael Micom-
boro, secretary of state for
defense, is still missing.

A SOURCE of the revolt
may be the intense-political
rivalry between feudal lead-
ers of the Tutsi tribe and the
Western-educated “‘young

turks’’ of the Hutu tribe.
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
