Increases in per capita rates
have risen less than $1 per year
as of 10 years ago. In Nigeria
alone, more than 40 per cent of
the people are squeezed into
the poverty cycle.

There were three basic
reasons for Nigeria's inability
to parlay its huge wealth and
manpower resources into
combinations, that would lead
to independent economic
development, and Mr. Kolade

" was frank in spelling them out:

First, after winning their long-
sought independence in 1960,
the Nigerian government and
people, dazzled by the high
living standards of other
developed countries chased the
Gross National Product
(GNP) figures of these
countries, hoping to emulate
them through some form of
magic, considering their lack
of know-how.

Secondly, they adopted a
mixed form of economy based
on socialism, capitalism and
communism, By using an
“open door’’ policy, Nigeria
left itsell open for continuing
foreign rule by allowing
foreign investors to gain
control over the country's vital
industries, such as oil, erude
rubber and natural gas,
Thirdly, Nigeria turned to the
developed  countries  for
assistance to obtain a higher
standard of living. Kven after
Nigeria set out on its own four -
year development plan, the
monies needed to build the

nation economically and pul it
on sound footing, was more
than the developed countries
were willing to part with.

Colonialist powers, whether
cloaked in foreign assistance
or outright physically taking
over a country as Britain has
done so many times in the
past, are reluctant to see the
‘baby’ walk on its own two
feet.

According to Mr. Kolade, all
three moves by the Nigerians
proved to be disastrous for the
growth of the country. After
two decades, Nigeria learned
that it was foolish to continue
to chase after Western living
standards. The gap between
the GNP of developed and
undeveloped countries was too
broad to attempt to match and
all indications point to an even
wider gap to be expected in the
near future.

“We found after careful
scrutiny that the only logical
thing for us to do was to turn
inward. We needed to adopt a
different style, to go alter our
way of life instead of imitating
others,” declared the deputy
ambassador. *“We might even
have to go back to using pots
and pans to work out a
successful economic  pro-
gram.”

The Biafran War taught the
Nigerian people how to
determine their friends from
their enemies. Imperialist

Six thousand vears have gone
by since script came into
existence and yel more than a
third of the adults in the world
and approximately 24 per cent
of Lan Americans are still
enveloped in illiteracy.

Of the 2,287 million persons
over 15 vears of age who
people the earth, there are 783
million illiterates, which
means M per cent of the total
number of adults in existence.
In Latin America alone, out of
1683 million adults. 38.600,000
can neither read nor write,
that is to say, 236 per cent of
the adult population are
literate.

Although illiteracy has
dimmished by 5 per cent in
each of the past two decades,
the increase of illiterates has
remained constant

During the sixties the number
of illiterates in Latin America
showed an overall decrease for
the first time in history. Bat
even so, in relation to the
whole population the decrease
was really only between7and 9
per cent.

The truth is that oaly three
countries in Latin America
kave reduced their illiteracy
rates: Cuba, which bas
eliminated it altegether;
Argestina and Uruguay whose
7 per cent illiteracy puts them

Roughly only 25 oul of every
100 children attending primary
school in Latin America
manage to stay to the end,
while only about 50 out of every
100 entering secondary school

school studies. For example in
Colombia, out of every 1000
school-age children (7 year-
olds) there are 230 who never
go to school.

Of the 770 children who do
enter primary school only 216
will see it out to the end. And of
these 216, only 37 will complete
secondary school, while only 11
of these will graduate from
university. )
The reasons for this are fairly
obvious. In Latin America
anything that has to do with
education is on a larger scale
than in any other part of the
world, for the simple reason
that the average age there is
extremely young, since 42% of
all Latin America's population
are under fifteen.

CHICAGO — In 1M6 (he U.S

Supreme Court struck down
restrictive housing covenants
as, “‘unenforcable under the
law."” This decision has had a
great impacl on both Black
America and the nation as a
whole.

PRIOR TO 1946, most Blacks
living in urban centers were
usually found in overcrowded
ghettos. These were generally
filth - filled and life
destroying. They were trapped
in them by housing covenants
which restricted the owners
from selling houses and
buildings to Blacks. Thus the
court ruling was a meaningful
step toward an open city for
Blacks.

The immediate result of the
decision was that Blacks, who
could afford to, fled the old
ghettos to. white communities.
In many instances they were
met with fire and violence by
their new white neighbors.

As soon as a Black family was
established in a given
community, however, the
white exodus began. This white
flight soon became as common
in America as the automobile.

Within less than a decade
shifting populations began
establishing a pattern which
would continue unabated as
whites fled to “lily while”
suburbs to escape Blacks
moving into previously all
while inner cily communities.
The [light began as a slow
trickle in the 1950's, but by the
mid 1960's it had reached tidal
wave proportions.

This shifting population had a
significant impact on
American politics. By 1967
Black voters elected Black
Mayors in Gary, Ind and
Cleveland, Ohio, as well as a
number of smaller cities.

Since then Newark, N.J.:
East St. Louis, Ill.; and
Cincinnati, Ohio Black volers
have elected Black Mayors.

The area which has seen the
greatest change, however, is
the U.S. Congress. In 1946
there were two Blacks serving
in Congress, there will be 16
Congressmen and one Senator
in the 93rd Congress.

Whites continue fleeing to the
suburbs, to escape living in
neighborhoods with Black
people; and this has led to the
prediction that by 1980 Chicago
will have a Black majority,
along with a half dozen other

similar size cities.

Another direct result of the
population shifts is that there
could be more than 50 Blacks
serving in Congress by 1976.
This can come about in two
ways; the white flight to the
suburbs and increased Black
voler participation, in the
South.

The 1970 census indicates

clearly that the greatest

number of Black people are
still found in the South. Thus as
more Blacks register and vote
in that region more Blacks will
go to Congress.

Texas sent ils first Black to
Congress, last Nov 7. Georgia
sent the first Black to
Congress from that state since
the Reconstruction. Curtent
patterns indicate that they will
be joined by more of their
southern brothers and sisters.
The shifting population has
wrought a change in local cily,
county and state politics, as
well. Today there are ‘more
Black elected officials than
ever before in the nation's
history.

By 1975 Black voters will be in
in a position to elect, or
influence the election of half of
the cities 50 aldermen. Some

they could elect a Black Mayor
in the same year, 1975.

Since 1967 every election has
resulled in increased numbers
of Black elected officials
nationwide; but whal is the
meaning of all this for Blacks?

There are several ‘grave
dangers confronting them,
especially those Blacks living
in large urban centers. Most of
the large cities in America are
bankrupt, or very close to it. In
addition lo that frightening
fact there are other grave ills,
as well.

In most of these same cities,

urban decay covers the cities
like a heavy blanket. The
school systems are in the
midst of an ongoing money
crisis, and there is no adequate
health delivery system for
Blacks living there.

Crime has reached gigantic
proportions, and giving due
consideration to many of the
sociological factors that breed
crime, the fact still remains
that crime is a blight which
confronts the Black
community daily.

The 1946 Supreme Court
housing decision was a
milestone for Blacks seeking a
belter life, but it was not a
panacea. The decision solved
one problem for some, and
created numerous others for a
great many more people.

It lead directly to the 16
Blacks now in Congress, and
more than a dozen Black
mayors, as well as numerous
local elected officials.

In recent years, due lo the
shifting populations, there
have been attempts Lo
fabricate the existence of a
huge Black monolith with 30
million Blacks striving and
charging in one direction.
Unfortunately this is not true.
While it is true all Blacks want
*“To be Free!"' That concept of
freedom takes on many shades
and hues, all of which are
solely dependent upon the
goals and dreams of a
particular person, or group of
persons.

Very few Black politicians
need the political parties they
belong to, to get elected, today.

CHICAGO—Addressing
themselves to the problems
confronting Black and poor
prisoners, the University of
Illinois Circle Campus Black
Studies Department, under the
direction of Professor Grace
Holt, and the Urban Studies
Department, led by Lenore
Cartwright, conducted a
seminar on campus which
pointed out the new thinking
permeating today's Black and
imprisoned.

PARTICIPANTS on the panel
for the conference were
Donald Harvey, assistant
warden in charge of programs
at Pontiac Prison; John
Parker and Thomas Jackson,
inmates at Pontiac; Russ
Meeks, editor of Search for
Truth, and Kermit Coleman,
Chicago lawyer who has been
active in protecting the legal
rights of the “‘little man.”

The influx of young Blacks
into the prison system has been
greatly responsible for
significant changes taking
place in penal institutions. Not
only are they more politically
aware, but young Blacks are
quicker to rebel against
mistreatment and are
demanding to have a voice in
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planning programs of rehabi-
litation.

All of the panel members
agreed that Pontiac Prison is
not typical of the average
penal institution in the nation.

When white
rulers (CIA and FBI
undercover agents) began to
seek ways (o further their
stranglehold over the Black
population of the Virgin
Islands, their first move was to
intensify and focus attention on

The most deadly force on the
islands are the Black police.
They have no authority except
in the Black belt over Black
people. With the white tourist,
the Black policeman's role is
much like that of a (our guide
or a traffic director, They are
used as shield and protectors
of white fears, Sometimes they
must play the role of pimp or a
fast connection for dope.
