In a series by Chicage
Daily News science writer,
Arthur Snider, Prof. Nevin
Scrimshaw, who heads the
department of nutrition and
food sciences, Massachusetts
Institute of Technology,
pointed out that techniques
available include: (1) chem-
icals, (2) mechanization and
(3) breeding and feeding.

THE ARTICLE details the
high efficiency of chemical
fertilizers and other chemi-
cals “‘In killing insects, con-
trolling weeds, regulating
growth, stimulating, ripen-
ing and conditioning soil.”"

Scrimshaw said that most
of these techniques ‘‘could
easily be introduced on the
farms of underdeveloped
areas. They require capital
Investment, but they would
pay for themselves many
tmes over in high ylelds."”
The article covers mecha-
nization by noting that the
professor ‘‘reminds that
feeding fuel to a machine is
cheaper than feeding a horse
—and a machine can do an
infinitely larger number of
tasks."

As Blacks Slowly Die Of Starvation

... PRETORIA, South Africa—The luxury and ease of
living to which most whites in this country—described by
a French journalist as a ‘‘carbon copy” of Hitler's Nazi
Germany—have become accustomed is a ‘‘front”” behind
which the black majority lives daily in close proximity to

starvation.

Indicating the abject pov-
erty to which the black ma-
jority has been consigned, a
Daily News foreign service
writer, Gordon Lindsay, re-

month,"’

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Justice Department Blasted
For Weak Enforcement of

‘65 Voting Rights Act

WASHINGTON — The Commission on Civil Rights

| blasted the U.S. Department of Justice for failure to en-

force the Voting Rights Act of 1965, in a report to President
Johnson and Congress on the effectiveness of the Act.
‘'Several problems remain,
{ncluding the continuing use
of literacy tests which were
explicitly banned by the Vot-
ing Rights Act and delays in
areas with limited numbers
of registration days,’’ the re-
port says.
The report also contains
biting criticism of the De-
partment of Justice, which
administers the new act, for

mission. Commission staff
members said the number of
examiners probably should
be doubled.

The policy of the Justice
Department has been to en-
courage as much voluntary
compliance as possible. The
Rights Commission pointed
out that there was a sharp
decline in registrations after
summer civil rights workers
left the South in September.

In 1965 about 2,174,000 Ne-
groes, or 43.3 per cent of the
voting-age Negro population,
were registered in 11 South-
ern states. The percentage
registered was even smaller
in the Deep South—for ex-
ample, 6.7 per cent in Mis-
sissippi and 32 per cent in
Louisiana. Civil rights
groups said when the new
act was signed they hoped it
would bring one million new
registrants within a year.

THE REPORT states:
“‘Although the Civil Service
Commission had prepared to
mail notices of the opening

government to publicize the
program in the examiner
counties.”
The commission also said
some affirmative effort was
needed because Negroes had
not been adequately in-
formed of the presence and
purpose of examiners.
Atty.-Gen. Nicholas Kat-
zenbach sent a letter to Wil-
liam L. Taylor, directom of
the commission, making a
rebuttal. Katzenbach sai
his agency had conducted
studies in most of the coun-
ties affected by the act.

FEDERAL examiners in
the 32 counties studied by
the Commission have regis-
tered more than 76,000 and
the Justice Department esti-
mates 144,000 more were
registered by local officials
under voluntary compliance.
Thus, falling far short of the
one million expected.

“‘Only a limited number of
Negroes will exercise the
franchise unless affirmative
steps are taken to inform
citizens — heretofore exclud-
ed from voting—of registra-
tion and voting procedures
and the importance of par-
ticipating in all elections for
public and party office,” the
commission said in its re-
port.
