‘ISRAEL IS the home of Jews — if those Jews are white'. This,
in effect, is what Israel’s white apartheid policy makers have
told eight families of Black Jews who recently received
deportation orders. Seven more families will also be deported
Israeli spokesmen said. But right now they are charged with
illegally occupying the West bank of the Jordan, which the whole
world has noted that Israeli whites are now occupying illegally.
Under Israel’s racist policy, it is ok for white Jews to trace their
mythical claims to Arab lands to Moses, but it is not acceptable
for Blacks to trace their similar land claims to King Solomon.

Pervert perfect for CIA

It has been generally implied in the media that to become an
agent for the Central Intelligence Agency (CIA) one would have
to possess some supernatural powers and be of the highest moral
timber. This myth was exploded again as it has countless other
times, recently, when Dr. James C. Middleton, a Chicago
- physician, was arrested and accused of committing bizarre

sexual practices with women patients. Testimony by Dr.

Middleton, stating he worked for the CIA from 1951 to 1953 as a ¢o-

Ahmad says East Pakistanis should have
engaged in ‘protracted guerilla warfa

The Arab world as well as the

majority of nations
particularly those of Africa
and Asia, rallied behind
Pakistan which  was
overwhelmed by Indian’s
military power. Editorials
condemning India’s full scale
war against Pakistan appeared
in almost every newspaper in
the Middle East.

HOWEVER, THE Israeli
leaders and press could not
conceal their great jubilation
over the developments on the
Indian sub - continent.
Dismembering of Pakistan,
the most populous Middle
Eastern Muslim state and the
most vocal in its opposition to
Israeli occupation of Arab
land, has been a dream of the

Israeli rulers.
India’s invasion of Pakistan,
though. not intended for

expansion, indirectly adds
support to the  Zionist
occupation of Palestine and
parts of Egypt, Syria and
Jordan.

President Sadat of Egypt,
whose country has always held
strong ties with India,
expressed dismay over India’s
action. In an interview (New
York Times, December 13)
Sadat said, “I am not for
invading any country because
of any cause. 1 have suffered
from this here and still I am
suffering. 1 think that is a
domestic problem in East
Pakistan. I think the key of the
whole problem is the problem
in East Pakistan and the sort
of autonomy they should have,
but not a secession at all.”

To reach a deeper
understanding of the last few
weeks drama in the Indian
Pakistani conflict, I solicited
the opinion of Dr. Egbal
Ahmad. He is a well known
opponent of the U.S. genocidal
war in Indo - China, and a man
of strong sympathy for all the
victims of the recent Indo -
Pakistani conflict.

When civil war broke out in
East Pakistan last March, Dr.
Eqbal Ahmad, a West
Pakistani, demanded
immediate ‘‘home rule” and
the right to self determination
for the people of East Pakistan
(New York Times, April 4,
1971). He publicly denounced
his government, attacked her
rigid policies, condemned her
conduct, and demanded a
representative  government
which could work towards the
creation of a political situation
wherein the people the East
Bengal may exercise their
fundamental rights.

Dr. Eqbal Ahmad, who was
framed on a conspiracy charge
of kidnapping Presidential

Advisor Henry Kissinger and
blowing the heating system of
several federal buildings in
Washington, has been an
outspoken critic  of his
Pakistani Government for
many years. -3

Through many publications’
and in his capacity as an editor
of the Africasia Magazine
(Paris) dedicated to' the
liberation of all oppressed
peoplé around the globe, the
Pakistani scholar called upon
his countrymen as well as the
people of the third world to
bring an end to military,
political and unfair economical
alliances with colonial powers.
In his opinion, the people of
East Pakistan have every
legitimate right to rise up
against  the  Pakistani
government which is as he
believes,  oppressing  the
brothers in the West as well.
Protracted guerrilla warfare,
of which Dr. Ahmad is an
expert, has become the means
for the weak and persecuted to
achieve justice.

However, .India’s massive
military  intervention  in
Pakistan  was  strongly
protested and condemned by
the anti - war activist.

Dr. Egbal Ahmad told me
that India’s action ‘“‘violates
the UN Charter and reinforces
the dangerous trend set by
foreign powers of direct
foreign intervention in civil
conflicts. How reprehensible
the international community
deems the Indian action is best
indicated by the overwhelming
vote in the UN (104 to 11 with
10  abstentions), including
India’s stanch allies. That
India has ignored the UN
resolution is a witness to its
disregaid  of international
opinion, and another reminder
of the helplessness of humanity
confronted with aggression.”
The Indian ruler who governs
the largest starving nation on
earth and possibly the highest
in illiteracy (over 95% of the
population cannot read or
write) “do not view with favor
demands  for  regional
autonomy, much less
secession,””  Dr.  Ahmad
commented. “The sword of
cer}tral authority has fallen
swiftly on recalcitrant peoples
in India. West Bengal (ruled by
India) has been repeatedly
subjected  to military
intervention and is currently
under direct federal rule.

“I am amazed that the
principal of gelf *
determination is invoked as a
Justification for war by a
government which foreibly
occupies Kashmir and denies
its people the plebiscite pledge
by India and sanctioned by the

Pakistan will not eliminate
India's refugee burden. The
bulk of refugees, being Hindu,
are unlikely to return to
predominately Muslim Bengal.
Unless they are massacred,
more than two million Biharis
can now only return to India
where their presence might
spark fresh communal riots

“The power of the East
Bengali people cannot [low
from the barrels of Indian
guns.

NEW YORK — Corporate
control of the US economy and
political structures has made
America a seriously sick
society, documents economist
Michael Tanzer in his new
book, “THE SICK SOCIETY:

economy.

‘Merger’ to cost Black jobs

ATLANTA, GA. — A group of
Black college presidents and
white foundation officials met
here recently and one of the
main questions discussed was

the inevitability of
“mergering” most of the
Southern Black colleges into
fewer institutions.

IT WAS a highly emotional
issue, though, because no one
was really fooled about the
merger. All those present were
aware that the “merger’’ was
merely a psychological way of
softening the idea of the
drastic reduction of Black
colleges that was actually
being discussed.

Jobs seem to be the central
issue in this reduction that
could close more than two -
thirds of the Black colleges in
the United States. Many Black
college presidents and other

other giant corporations and

In spite of their demoralizing
and  devastating  effects,
Tanzer does not believe these
chronic ills will soon topple US
economy. Tanzer is of the
opinion, however, that ‘‘aslong
as the economy can be
prevented from collapsing,
while the sick society may
operate below par and be
vastly deficient in human
terms, it could live on for
many decades, if not centuries,
with its current ills.”
According to Tanzer, the
most dangerous crises, which
threaten the system’s
existence, are monetary — the
international illness evidenced
by the recurrent gold and
dollar crises and the internal
fever evidenced by rapid
inflation and the-enormous rise
of business and personal debt.
In his analysis of the
international monetary

This was not the League’s
first appearance on the
Pakistani scene. Nor was it the
first time it had advanced the
Six Point Formula. The Six

Point program was first
advanced in 1966, and it
apparently has won

considerably more popularity
among the people of Pakistan,

It would nationalize key
branches of industry and the
banks. It would ‘‘promote
friendly relations with all
countries, including India, on
the basis of mutual respect.”
And quite important (and
threatening as far as the US

Pentagon is concerned), it
would withdraw from the
aggressive SEATO  and

CENTO military - political
blocs.

“More left-wing than thou™
critics of the League say they
want an immediate leap to
socialism in Pakistan else they
can't accept the expressed will
of the people of East Pakistan.

In this, they essentially agree
with the Nixon Administration
and leaders of West Pakistani

parties who blocked the
opening of the National
Assembly  following  the
elections.

When the West Pakistanis, led
by Gen. Yahya Khan (the man
whom Richard Nixon “warmly
admires”’) invaded the East,
outlawed the Awami League
and arrested its leader, Sheikh
Mujibur Rahman, they sought
to blame the League and
Rahman for the incalculable
suffering caused the people of
the East by the Pakistani
army’s  mass reprisals,
atrocities and outrages.

But it was the West which was
responsible for the slaughter
and for beginning the conflict
with India.

For example, the West knew
that university towns were
playing an important part in

s

the liberation movement. So
they invaded all university
towns, shot to death almost
every student and teacher they
could capture, indis-
criminately  killed  other
residents of the town and then
set many to flames.

THIS “SCORCHED earth™
terror campaign, calculated tc
frighten the masses of East
Pakistanis into deserting the
programs which they backed in
the election, was frankly
compared by Gen. Khan to the
US policy in Viet Nam. East
Pakistanis also compare it
with current Israeli policy in
the occupied Arab lands.

At the same time, Gen. Khan
unleashed anti-Indian war
hysteria and deployed his
troops along previoulsy de-
militarized borders.

It is useful at this point to say
a little bit  about Sheikh
Mujibur Rahman. He was born
in 1920 into the family of a
Bengali Muslim landowner of
average means. He graduated
from Calcutta Islamic College
and continued his studies at
Dacca  University  before
British India’s partition into
two independent states in 1947.

His political activity began in
the All-India Muslim Student’s
Federation, and after Pakistan
was founded he was one of the
charter members of the East
Pakistan Student’s League. He
took an active part in the
struggle for the official
recognition of Bengali, the
language of the 75 million
people of East Pakistan, as the
country’s official language.

When the Awami League was
formed in 1949, as a moderate,
bourgeois -democratic, mildly
nationalist organization,
Rahman was elected one of its
secretaries. In 1954 he was
elected to the East Pakistan
Assembly. In 1957 he strongly
backed the resolution on the
granting of broad autonomy to
East Pakistan which was
adopted by the Legislative
Assembly.

When the US succeeded in
establishing a military
dictatorship headed by the
Punjabi aristocracy in 1958,
Rahman  was repeatedly
arrested. and jailed under the
Public Safety Ordinance.
