It seems as though Black people in America have always
Wwanted a true Black “holiday" to celebrate.

Surely we as a people have recognized the uniqueness of our
ﬁ;ﬁenences. to be celebrated by honoring a special day in our
istory.

We get logether on the day some call “Juneteenth,” which
although it is reveled to be a day for such “‘traditional soul”
customs as picnics and red soda water, it is still the
remembra.nce of the day on which ‘the Emancipation
proclamation was signed—presumably for the benefit of Blacks,
yet done by a white United States President.

We print scores of “Negro- History”' calendars. citing the
names, dates and places of birth of famous Black men and
women, yet the fame we honor is fame which invariably was
earned in the service of the best interests of anybody and
everybody except Black -self. In our traditional life-style, how
could a Black man earn any fame, except through the agencies
which are designed to best serve the interests of white
community.tnews media. the government. schools. the church)?

We have tried to honor civil rights leaders of every size and
description — writers. lawyers. singers. We have even tried to
honor the fallen and now dead hyprocrites of the Hon. Elijah
Muhammad, Messenger of Allah. with little “holiday”
observances. ,

But in all of our attempts, we have yet rushed to the legislative
halls, to the council chambers, and to the civic and government
dignitaries in order to get them to validate through writ,
proclamation or legislation, those things which we have claimed
were sacred to us all along.

There is one very, very obvious exception to this otherwise hard
and fast rule of Black existence — the Muslim Saviour's Day
celebration.

Opposition to President Anwar Sadat's
foreign and domestic policies is growing
among the people in Egypt.

THE MAJORITY of the Egyptians are
unhappy with President Sadat's appeasement
of the United States government and his
dependence on U.S. Secretary of State Henry
Kissinger to find a solution to the Middle East
problem.

The so-called step-by-step U.S. approach,
which is characterized as the movement of a
turtle. will not settle the Middle East conflict.
Just and lasting peace is a giant step that
should involve Israeli evacuation of all Arab
lands on all fronts and should include
recognition of the national rights of the
Palestinian people.

POPULAR DISSATISFACTION with
President Sadat and his regime came into the
open during the state f{uneral of Ramadan
ttober 1973) war hero Marshal Ahmad Ismail.
A large number of people attended the funeral
and carried slogans demanding a new battle to
liberate Israeli occupied Arab lands.

. The slogans also attacked the government's
loreign policy and reliance on the empty
o promisesof the U.S. administration.

The Egyptian people are discontent with the
return to the "no peace. no war’” situation.

The Cairo. Alexandria. and Port Said
demonstrations which took place during leed
Al Adha—the Muslim Sacrifice holidav which
coincided with Christmas 1974 — represent the
{irst major expression of popularoppositien to

President Sadat's policies and diplomatic
games. since the successful crossing of the
Suez Canal by the Egyptian Armed forces.

IN THESE DEMONSTRATIONS, the
students. workers. vouth and other concerned
citizens denounced unilateral and partial
diplomatic solutions and the regime’s thrust
icward the economic infitah topening) to
capitalism.

The demonstrators shouted '*Nasser. Nasser,
fot late President Gamal Abdel Nasser and
called for the reinstatement of his Arab
socialism and Egypt's active involvement in
Arab and African national struggles.

They also demanded the dismissal of Aliand

his brother Mustafa Ameen who were installed
as editors of Egyptian mass circulation
newspapers by President Sadat.

_Ali Ameen (who was jailed by Nasser after
his conviction as a CIA spy and was later
released by President Sadat together with his
brother launched a campaign of lies against the
late President. To justify Sadat's economic
concessions te the U.S. corporations. They
falsely attribute the economic problems from
which Egypt suffers today to Nasser's socialist
policies.

TO SUPPRESS this. mounting popular
resistance to Sadat and his reactionary regime.
scores of people were arerested and accused of
‘communist subversion,”" a familiar charge
designed todiscredit and isolate the oppaosition.

Pinning a lot of hope of the gradual and
personal diplomacy of his so-called brother
Henry (Kissinger who is a Zionist Jew) may
prove to be self destructive.

Diarrhea is a particularly
troublesome and
discomforting sign of
intestinal tract disorder. This
is not to say that only disorders
directly involving the
intestinal tract such as vital,
bacterial, and intestinal
parasitic infections can cause
diarrhea, but actually a whole
host of unrelated diseases may
be responsible for this
problem.

Diabetes mellitus, hepatitis,
kidney disorders, pellegra,
poisoning, and amyloidosis to
_name only a few can cause
diarrhea.

Even intense emotional
reactions such as apprehension
and anxiety may cause
diarrhea. Often times the
cause may be found in foods,
spices, or drugs which may
irritate the gastrointestinal
tract.

Whenever diarrhea occurs, it
is a deviation from the normal
functioning of the intestinal
tract. Basically what occurs is
that increased motility of the
intestinal tract causes the
digested food and water to
move through the large
intestine, or colon, faster than
the water can be absorbed into
the mucosal lining of the large
intestine, The result is loose,
watery stools.

A normally functioning
intestine would move' the food
through the colon at such a
rate as to enable sufficient
water absorption from the
digested food which would
result in afairly compact, well -
formed stool.

Unchecked . diarrhea can
cause the body to loose vast
amounts of water and essential
electrolytes such as sodium,
magnesium, chloride, and
potassium. It ‘also poses a
serious threat of dehydration.

Dehydration resulting from
diarrhea is fairly well
tolerated by adults, éven
though they may loose from 10
to 12 pounds. This loss
represents mostly water and
can be replaced in a few days.
Dehydration is far more
dangerous when it occurs in
‘infants and children.

In fact, dehydration resulting
from any number of intestinal
disorders producing diarrhea
is one of the principal causes of
illness and mortality among
infants and children
throughout the world. Severe
diarrhea may cause an infant
to become dangerously
dehydrated in a matter o f
hours.

Some danger signs of
dehydration are the skin may
take on a grayish hue, fee cold,
dry and easy to wrinkle on
pinching. The child's eyeballs
may become soft and deep set.
The child may become
lethargic and noticeably
harder to arouse.

Upon observing any of these
signs in a child suffering from
diarrhea or vomiting, one
should seek the services of a
physician immediately to
check and replace this loss of
vital body flyids,

Mild cases of diarrhea may be
treated symptomatically with
a bland bulking agent such as
kaopectate which is a
vegetable gel. A traditional
standby has been tincture of
paragoric which is an opium
derivative which suppresses
intestinal motility. =

There are now, however,
newer neuromuscular blocking
agents which have proven
effective in many cases such
as lomotil which may be
prescribed by your physician

PELL CITY Ala.—A major
rainstorm rampaged across
the Deep South, spawning hail,
tornadoes and gusting wind
storms that killed seven
persons in McComb, Miss. and
virtually destroyed Pell City,
Ala.

Pell City, a rural town in St.
Clair County near
Birmingham, received
national attention in late 1969
and early 1970 when 67 heads of
cattle belonging to the Nation
of Islam were either killed by
rifle fire or poisoned by local
whites.

ACCORDING TO a local
service station attendant the
rain was so thick that it
became *‘blinding,”” and if you
held your hand out it was
impossible to see it.

The Pell City Hall was
demolished as was the main
clothing store, a service
sfation and an entire
community of wealthy homes.

School fails 29 per cent of freshman class

Dental students charge
‘Black elitism’ at Howard

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Bill
Raspberry, noted columnist
for the ‘“‘Washington Post"”
commented recently that in
order to avoid lowering of
academic standards‘and at the
same time afford equal
opportunity to everyone. the
entry door to college should be
“wide enough to give everyone
a chance to try and at the same
time keep the exit door small
enough so that the whole thing
is worth the effort.”
RASPBERRY CONTENDS
that this might be a way to
reconcile the views of
educational elitists with those
who advocate a modification of
traditional standards. The
columnists comments were on
the heels of a demonstration by
medical and dental students at
Howard University over. the
school’s failure of 29 per cent
of the ‘Dental College's
freshman class.

According to the protesting
students. the flunking of 31 of
111 freshmen class students
represents a return to the
“Black elitist” philosophy in
education which fell into
disrepute with the awakening
of Black consciousness and
unity of the last decade.

The students contend that the
old line “‘elitists.”” who remain
at the helm of the university
administration. have never
really accepted the “current
trend toward a more liberal
entrance policy. but have gone
along with the concept in order
to acquire government grants.

NOW, WITH increasing
criticism being voiced about
alleged lowering of standards.
‘and hostility emanating from
Zionist quarters against
‘quotas” and “preferential
treatment’” for the less
prepared. the students claim
that the university now backs a
deliberate policy promoted by
the Health Affairs
administration of the mass
flunking of first year students.
Such a policy, however. if
true would be in direct
contradiction to the avowed
policy of the Dental School
administration. headed by Dr,
Joseph L. Henry. who is known
to be one of the leading
exponents of the “community
conscious’” concept, and an
advocate for more Black

dentists in  the  Black
community.
Dr. Henry has inspired

Howard University
recruitment programs. and
promoted community oriented
dental services for several
years. His “Five Fingered"”

concept has been widely
promoted by many of his
students and associates in the
field.

The dental students contend
however. that the *‘Five
Fingered” program has been
negated by the internal politics
of the Health Affairs
administration which has
“'subordinated the Dental

school administration” to the
‘*whims of health
administrators. hostile to the
dental profession.™
“They " consider the dental
school the step-child of the
medical profession — they look
upon us just a people who only
extract teeth.” one student
complained.
THE STUDENTS, all of
whom preferred to remain
anonymous for fear of
retaliation, declared that the
current protest resulted from
the fact that a medical school
professor of anatomy — a
required course for dental
students — ‘failed 91 of 104
students taking the first intra-
sessional examination.”’ 53 on
the second intra-sessional
exam, and 31 for the entire
course.
They argued further that
“The questions that the class
was tested upon were not
consistent or related to the
material presented in the
class.”
The entire student body of the

‘Dental school—not just the

freshmen students —
participated in the protest
against the Anatomy Medical
School’s Department.

Sophomore and senior
students complained also of
post “'mis-education” and

“insensitivity”” of instructors
at the Medical School.

THE MAJOR contention of
the students is that since ~only
13 out of 103 students failed the
‘comprehensive  [inal
examination.” only those 13
should have been in question as
to a failure for the course
Furthermore. they contend.
the failures of the 31 students
literally means “‘the ruin of
their careers.”

These students. most of whom
have received loans totalling
nearly $3.000. are greatly
affected by financial and
domestic problems. The loans
must be repaid at an
exorbitant eight and one-half
per cent. the students revealed.
The *"Five -fingered” concept
states: ~"The dentist of today is
and must be vitally concerned
not only with oral health but
the general health . . . and
welfare of al] who seek his
services.

The students argue that this
concept cannot be realized by
the arbitrary ousting of
students at a time when
statistics show that there is
only ong Black dentist for
every 12.000 Black people.

Neither ‘Dean Henry. Dr.
Marion Mann. dean of Medical
College. nor Dr. Lee Leak.
head of Yhe Anatomy
Department were permitted
by the university to talk to the
press in reply to the student’s
allegations. "
According to a ,university
spokesman.: “[t has become a
university matter pow.” Dr.
Carlton P. Alexis. vice-
president for Health Affairs—
an M.D.. whom the students
claim shows a bias against the
dental school—issued a
statement which reports that
**the examination grades of the
students did not demonstrate
that they possessed sufficient
anatomical knowledge to
warrant a passing grade.”

HE OFFERED a summer
make-up course with input
from the dental
administration. The students
complain, however that no
student has ever passed such a
course and that it would end in
further failure and frustration.

At last word the major
concern of the dental students
is the prospects of retaliation.
In fact the students express
this belief with an utter of
trepidation only characteristic
of citizens under some form of
totalitarian rule. *-Already
some of us are being
harassed—more of us will be
flunked soon, " they predict.

Friday, Saturday, Sunday or Monday). in order to allow those
who had to work, a greater opportunity to attend.

But today, the Honorable Elijah Muhammad is so strong the
effect of His work so widespread, the power of His message so
manifest, that even on a workday like Tuesday. February 26, 1974
— last year — His name. His word, His work alone drew close to
25,000 people to Chicago's Gen. Richard L. Jones Armory to hear
Him speak.

This year. the Black man’'s True Holy Day will reverberate
throughout the length and breadth of the United States. as not
just 25,000 Black people converge at Chicago s ]nle'rnauonal
Amphitheatre. but possible 200,000 more will view His spe_ech
live, and in color, at 23 viewing sites. in 21 cities all over the U.5
including one city in the West Indies.

All of this recognition, which is the first time a Black man. with
Black credentials, and a record of service to His Black people
exclusively, has earned for himself. and by himself — by the
Help of Allah — recognition enough from among Black people
until that man could command the virtual observance of the
first, true. national Black Holy Day

All Praise is Due to Allah for the Honorable Elijah Muhammad.
the Meseenger of Allah, and we Pray Allah to Bless Messenger
Muhammad with continued strength. good health and good spirit
as He comes before His growing Black Nation on Saviour's Day.
