We today, 6,000 years from
the beginning of this world,
are disputing with one an-
other on who is who, and
what is what. But the wisest
step taken to put an end to
this disputing was taken by
God, Himself, in these same
words: ‘“‘Accept Your Own
and Be Yourself.”

For the past 6,000 years
we have not been ourselves.

ple as far as races are con-
cerned, such as the white,
brown, yellow and red races,
and find that they, too, are
really off the knowledge of
their real selves, according
to the teachings and truth
of Almighty God, Allah, Who
has revealed it to me.

NEW YORK: One of the
world’s top diplomats and
political analyist is Ethio-
pia's Ambassador to the
United Nations, Dr. Tesfaye
Gebre-egzy.

Although little known out-
side of U.N. circles, Dr. Tes-
faye is regarded as ‘‘a built-
in parliamentarian and a
walking encyclopedia’ by
his associates. When diplo-
mats meet and there is ser-
ious international business
at hand, and where there is
need for accurate records,
Dr. Tesfaye seems to come
to many minds. '

Always immaculately at-
tired and well-mannered, the
air of the young 20th century
diplomat has greatly im-
pressed members of the
United Nations.

He has a long string of
diplomatic accomplishments
and involvements attached
to his past. In 1955, he joined
the Ethiopian Ministry of
Foreign Affairs and became
Director-General for Inter-
‘national Organizations of the
Foreign Ministry the follow-
ing year.

By 1959, he had become
the Assistant Minister - in-
Charge for Internaticnal Or-
ganizations. His record for
the past six years show in-
creased interest and concern
in intra-African affairs.

He was deputy Secretary-
General of the first confer-
ence of Independent African
States (Accra, Ghana) in
1958, and he represented
Ethiopia at the special ses-|
sion of the Conference of In-
dependent African States
(Monrovia, Liberia) in 1959.

The following year, Dr.
Tesfaye was elected Secre-
tary-General of the Second
Conference of Independent
African States, held in Ad-
| dis Ababa.. In 1963, he served

of States, also in Addis
Ababa.

The Troglodytes who tortured and slaugh-
tered three civil rights workers, missed having,
by the oddest of chances, four young men to
murder.

Now a student in a Chicago school, 15-year-
old Marvin Wilson tensely watches the proceed-
ings against Neshoba County Sheriff Lawrence
A. Rainey and 18 other Mississipp! white men
for the monstrous murder of James Chaney,
Michael Schwerner and Andrew Goodman—for
young Wilson is certain he would have been the
fourth to be lynched that day had he not de-
cided against driving into Philadelphia, Miss.,
with the others.

‘I Was With Them’

“I was with Chaney, Schwerner and Good-
man on the day they left for Philadelphia. I
was supposed to go to the church with them,”
Marvin recalled, “but instead, X switched at
,the last moment to attend 2 COFO (Council of
Federated Organizations) hearing in Wash-
ington.

“Otherwise,” he said sadly, ‘I would have
been killed along with them."”

Five-foot-two inches tall and weighing all
of 95 pounds, Marvin is a native of Jackson,
Miss., and a veteran of the civil rights struggle
in the South. :

He is now a student at Chicago’s John Mar-
shall School, but recalls how he was brutally

beaten on three occasions by Mississippl po-

lice; hospitalized once with a brain concussion
and internal injuries, and arrested seven times.

Marvin has been involved mostly in voter
registration demonstrations, protesting in be-
half of his parents and other adult relatives.

“] was usually the spokesman for them,”
Marvin said, “because we want white people
to know that young Mississippi Negroes are not
afraid to stand up to them and look.them in the
eye — and we want our people to vote, just like
they do, and we want all the rest of our rights.”

He told how police arrested 175 of 200 dem-
onstrators during a voter registration drive last
July in Jackson. .

Beat Up By Police

“When they found out I was the spokes-
man, they took me up on the elevator in the
jail bullding and stopped between floors,”’ he

sald. “There were three big white cops in the
elevator with me.

““When-I refused to ‘Uncle Tom,” one of
them called me & ‘smart nigger’ and slapped
me.”

A second cop demonstrated the best way
to handle “these civil rights niggers.”” He hit
Marvin on the side of his head with a billy
club. The third cop ‘“‘started punching me in
the stomach.” After he was felled, the police-
‘men kicked and stomped him, and he lost con-
sciou§ness, waking up in a hospital.
