The states
must pay 50% of the program’s costs. Individuals who ha_ve
received money through the time limit will now be able to c.lalm
an additional 13 weeks of payment. When the natlongl
unemployment rate reaches 4.5% a federal program to start in
72 will extend benefit programs to all states. Such action is
necessary because the numbers of persons who have exhauslc;d
their jobless benefits is increasing and as of Sept. 30 was up 44%

Though it still enjoys great
popularity among the Arab
people, the Palestinian
revolution has suffered a set -
back since last September's
massacre which was
masterminded by Henry.

Kissinger, the advisor to the'

American president on
national  security. and
implemented by Hussein, an
agent and a tool for U.S.
imperialism. In our attempt to
analyze the cause and describe
the remedies for this tragic
situation, we asked a great
expert and specialist in
revolutionary warfare, Mr.
Igbal Ahmad, to give us his
views on this subject which is
of great importance to all
struggling people.

MR. IQBAL AHMAD, who
has just become
internationally known as a
result of his indictment in the
alleged conspiracy to kidnap
Henry Kissinger, the most
wanted war criminal, is a
great Muslim scholar from
Pakistan. His experience as an

advisor to the Algerian
revolution. his  studies on
inlernational liberation

movements all over the world,
particularly in Viet Nam: his
great interest in justice and
peace, his stand against
racism and repression in the
United States, and his brilliant
dynamic mind, make him an
authoritative spokesman on
the Palestinian issue.

The biggest single cost for
the Fedayeen movement, Dr,
Ahmad told us, is that *‘the
Arab world as such is fairly
divided. It is divided between
governments; it is divided
between classes and it is
divided by regions. The
Palestinian  people  who
necessarily must depend on (he

support of the Arab people in
many ways come under
different kinds of pressure and
different kinds of tension. It is
very difficult as a people who

lost their homeland. and who

are living three of four

different countires of the

Middle East, to not become.
victims of the divisions within
the Arab world itself."
THE FIRST major cause, Dr.
Ahmad said, “‘was that the
Arabs had not been able to
achieve the kind of unity that
would produce a unified policy
based on a common
consensus."’

The second cause in the
opinion of this man who is
being made to suffer for his
opposition to the United States
genocidal war in Viet Nam, is
‘‘that the Palestinian
liberation movements, to some
extent, had not fully structured
their organized support both
among the Arab masses and
among the Palestinian
people.”

The third cause, the Muslim
scholar, whose academic life
has been interrupted and
whose movement has been
restricted to the Chicago area
alone, continued is ‘“the
pressures and behavior of the
reactionary regimes like that
of Hussein" ahd his mercenary
Bedouin army equipped and
strengthened by the U.S.A .

Finally, Dr. Ahmad stated
that “the tensions that were
created as a result of Jordan
and Egypt's acceptance of the
Roger’s plan™ have hurt and
helped to isolate the Fedayeen,
“The Palestinian people felt
that their rights were being
sold out™ by this diplomatic
move which “‘concerned thejr
destiny as a people.’*

AS A REMEDY Dr, Igbal
Ahmad suggested that the
Palestinians *'muyst seek ways

Crescent (Jordan,
Lebanon and Iraq) and the
UAR."

PARIS — The Paris
Conference on Viet Nam is
holding its 98th session but this
is the first for 1971. A correct
assessment of the past
sitnation is necessary to
determine a correct
orientation for the future.

UNFORTUNATELY,
PRESIDENT NIXON in his
televised interview on January
4, 1971, and Defense Secretary
Melvin Laird, at his news
conference in Paris on January
6, 1971, made a wholly
erroneous analysis of the Viet
Nam problem, or to be more
precise, gave a calculated
assessment of it. That is why,
both of them fallaciously spoke
of peace intentions while they
were actually prolonging and
expanding the war of
aggression in Viet Nam and
Southeast Asia.

IN SOUTH VIET NAM

. THE NIXON ADMINISTRA -
TION is striving to implement
the policy of ““Vietnamization”
of the war. This policy is part
of the doctrine that Nixon
expounded in Guam, using
Asians to fight Asians for the
materialization of U.S. neo -
colonialism.

Under this policy of war,
Vietnamization, U.S. troops
and Saigon puppet troops
launched continuous
campaigns of pacification, as
they called them, in order to
liquidate the patriots and to
compel the South Vietnamese
people to submit to their will.
In the course of these
operations, they committed
innumerable crimes of
unprecedented savagery.

Since Nixon came to power
from January 1969 to the end of
August 1970 only, the quantity
of bombs used by the United
States in Southeast Asia
amounts to 4,423,459 tons out of
the total quantity of 10,819,076
tons used from 1965 to August
31, 1970.

That is say approximately
equal to the quantity of bombs

dropped over Southeast Asia
during the previous four years
or so (according to the official
figures of the U.S. Defense
Department quoted in the
Pennsylvania Daily, October
26, 1970). B-52 bombing has
been considerably increased;
on August 17, 1970 alone, B-52
bombers poured 3,000 tons of
bombs over South Viet Nam.

Since Nixon ‘arrived’ the
spraying of toxic chemicals —
allegedly as ‘‘defoliants” and
the use of poison gas called
‘“tear gas’ — have been
greatly stepped up too. Itisnot
“defoliants” and ‘‘tear gas”
but toxic chemicals and poison
gas which destroy crops and
kill living creatures, including
human beings. Numerous
documents by scientists in the
United States and the world
have exposed this crime. The
International Conference of
Scientists on  Chemical
Warfare in Viet Nam held in
Paris in December 1970,
passed a resolution
condemning this crime as
follows:

““The magnitude of the losses
in human lives and the effects
of all sort on the nature make
it possible for one to draw the

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With regard to the withdrawal
of U.S. troops from South Viet
Nam, faced with difficulties in
all fields and the pressure of
public opinion in the United
States and the world, the Nixon
Administration had to pull out
a number of its troops, which it
boasted as a show of goodwill.
Being the aggressor, it is
natural that the United States
must withdraw the totality of
its troops. But it refuses to do
so and though it can do so
rapidly, it seeks by all means
to protract the withdrawal.

In his January 4, 1971
statements, Nixon only spoke
of the withdrawal of combat
troops and not of the totality of
the GIs from South Viet Nam.
He also spoke of ending U.S.
combat role and not the U.S.
military occupation and war of
aggression in South Viet Nam.
For his part, Laird explicitly
said that after 1971, not only
units of the U.S. air force and
logistics will still be present in
South Viet Nam, but also a
number of infantry units will
remain there for defense of
U.S. air and logistical bases.

Convenience Market located in

THE TWO defendants
surrendered voluntarily last
March 1970, and declared their
innocence. Recently, an all -
white jury found both
defendants guilty of first -
degree murder and ordered
them to pay with their lives.

The events which led to the

“voluntary surrender' of the
Blacks follows a classic
pattern in American justice.
Mrs. Chatman believed her
son, Ray was innocent and
urged him to surrender.

] was afraid he might have
been shot by the police,’” Mrs.
Chatman said.

' Mrs. Taylor said, ‘I was

afraid that if they had found
him and he had tried to get
away armed, or even if he
wasn't, they would not have
just shot to stop him. The

police shoot tokill ....""
During trial, one white

eyewitness  testified “All

Negroes look alike to me.”

After the trial, one of the
Public Defenders admitted to
Mrs. Chatman, ‘I didn’t do my
best because I wasn't sure they
were innocent — I don’t know
much about Negroes.”

The lawyers also admitted to
friends of Ray and Melvin that
they (the lawyers) felt the two
were guilty all along. This was
so despite the testimonies of
five witnesses who placed the
defendants away from the
scene of the crime, and the
blatant misrepresentation of
the physical characteristics of

both defendants by so - called
eye - witnesses who testified

for the state.

US escalation of terror in Asia told

U.S. “advisers’" and military
personnel, and tens of
battalions of Thai mercenaries
into Laos.

Strike by Georgetown steelworkers

GEORGETOWN, S.C. — The
United Steelworkers of
America, Georgetown local,
recently went into the
thirteenth week of its strike
against Georgetown  steel
Corporation with a march
through the streets.

AIMED PRIMARILY at
obtaining ‘‘safe and decent
working ccditions, a fair and
reasonable iabor contract, and
above all to get the
Georgetown Steel Corporation
to bargain in good faith,” the
steelworkers' local is also
trying to get the company to
reinstate several employees
who have been fired for their
union activities.

In April, 1970, the employees
of Georgetown Steel
Corporation voted by better
than 4'2 to 1 majority, in a
national labor relations board
election to have the United
Steelworkers  of  America
Union to represent them as
their legal collective
bargaining agent. and union,

In the first two months after

April.. 1970, following the
National Labor - Relations
Board Election, the

Georgetown Steel Corporation
would agree to meel only cen
(10). times with the union. The
corporation failed to correct
serious safety and.  health
problems, within the steel
mill, which had veen requested

by their employees’
steelworkers union.

Over 250 employees have
received injuries on the job
during the past year at
Georgetown Steel Corporation.
Over 50 employees have
received two or more injuries
on the job during the past year
at  Georgetown Steel
Corporation and one employee
lost his life in an on - the - job
accident since the plant began
operation.

Despite the need for exposure
of the unnecessary hazard to

the workers of Georgetown
Steel, local news media had
ignored the strike until one
recent demonstration when
more then ten people were
injured and 12 arrested after
they allegedly were attacked
by a contingent of state police.
The attack came when
marchers decided to walk
“two abreast” on the sidewalk
after denial of a permit to
march. Local newspaper also
refused to carry paid
advertisements submitted by
the strikers.

MUHAMMAD SPEAKS: Some forces in the So-
called Third World say that all of the developing
countries — the former colonies of European
countries and their supporters — are uniformly
peasant societies. ™hey say that any political
theory is inadequate unless it treats the so - called
Third World as a huge group of peasants struggling
against all countries with industrial development.

MRS. DUBOIS: It is unrealistic and possibly
dangerous to declare a blueprint for problems like
this. The UAR is cerfainly not a peasant sociely.
Factories, commercial activity and big business have
developed and it is certainly becoming very rapidly a
modern, industrial country. That is why its socialist
course is considered so dangerous by its former
exploiters. It will be an example to other developing
countries around the world. The U.S. used to say
Israel was the model for these countries, but few
people anywhere are fooled into thinking that is
frue anymore.

underground missile
bases in the Bahamas

NEW YORK — The 92nd U S,

Congress is in session and for
the first time in a quarter
century, Harlem is no longer
represented by Adam Clayton
Powell, Jr. The man who
barely edged him out in the
Democratic Party primary
last year, ex - state
assemblyman Charles Rangel
Is in his place.

POWELL WAS AN
ARTICULATE voice of Black
America, a freedom fighter of
titantic force and a skilled
maneuverer in the halls of
Congress. Afro-Americans in
all the Harlems of this land
know the Powell legend well.
Several “‘non actions’
contributed to Powell's
political downfall. First, his
refusal to actively campaign in
the primary, resulted in an
overwhelming number of stay -
at - home registered Black
voters in his district. Second
seemingly  stupidity . or
sabotage on: the - part of
Powell’s lawyer led to an
adverse court decision. The
ruling was against a re - run of
the primary despite
documented evidence that over
1,000 people voted in the
primary fraudulently. (They
were Republicians, Liberals,
“dead persons,” etc. Powell
lost the primary by less than
200 votes. The judge ruled that
Powell's court action seeking a
new primary election was filed
“‘inexcusably late.'")

Third, his political club was
unable to get enough valid
signatures to get Powell on the
general election ballot as an
independent.

So much for the Bross errors,
or whatever they were, that

;aused  Powell's  political
demise. This MUHAMMAD
SPEAKS correspondent

conducted an exclusive and
wide - ranging interview with
Powell following his primary
defeat. MS waited for a timely
Jccasion to print his
observations and views —
‘aopefully after a new primary
was ordered or his independent
candidacy confirmed. Neither
events happened and so we
oresent  excerpts from the
VIUHAMMAD SPEAKS talk
with Powell now because of

their contemporary
importance and historical
value.

Powell in this latest MS

exposes Lhe
xistence of U.S. underground
Inissile bases in the Bahamas,
liscusses the chances and
:enditions  for truly

independent Black nations in

he Caribbean and reveals his

fear that the world is headed
for an international race war.

“The governments in the
Caribbean are very deficient in
natural resources,” observed
Powell. “Where they do have
natural resources, such as oil
in Trinidad— where my good
friend Eric (Williams), who
taught history at Howard for
years, is prime minister —
they have let the white man
take over.

“The biggest business in the
Caribbean, from the Bahamas
on down to Trinidad, is
tourism,”” declared Powell.
“Yet they have allowed — non -
Black people, in tremendous
numbers by the way from
Canada, to own, to build and to
control tourism.

““They have allowed the white
man to keep on living off the
Black man’s backs,” he
continued. ““They think they
are doing something by being
able to sit in the speaker’s or
prime minister’s seat, and rap
a gavel while (the white man)
is rapping the green.”

There is not a single hotel in
the Bahamas owned by Blacks
except Brown's Hotel on the
island of Bimini (Powell's
favorite retreat). ‘‘The Bay
Street boys who made them
(Blacks colonials still own the
sources of power — the banks,
the hotels, everything,”” said
Powell.

IN JAMAICA, the large
bauxite mines, from which
aluminum is made, is owned
by Reynolds Aluminum, a
U.S. corporation.

“I believe there should be, as
has been done in many areas of
the world which are not
Communist, a state
confiscation of all properties,”
Powell said. “All properties
should belong to the state
which means Black ‘states. If
they don't do this, there is no
hope,"" he said.

White tourism is down
drastically in the Caribbean
during the last season while
local Black unemployment is
up drastically. While this trend
has been going on, whites have
been imported from
principally England to run the
hotels in Barbados. If local
Blacks there didn't have the
necessary  skills, Powell
maintains that Blacks from the
United States, who have
graduated from institutions
like Cornell University's
School of Management, should
have been imported.

Powell also pointed out that in
the Bahamas cabinet there are
still  two white, permanent
undersecretaries, which
means they are the ones that
run things. One is from

Rhodesia and the other from,
South Africa. The chief of

police and the governor -
general are. also white
foreigners.

Disclosing a guarded U.S.
military secret, Powell offered
this advice to our Caribbean
brothers, ‘““All the Bahamas
has to do, since the treaties
were negotiated by the
(British) Crown when the
whites were in charge, is to
say to the United States of
America, “You get your
missile stations out of the
Bahamas in X number of
months or else, ‘and they will
get all the aid they need."”
Powell says that he knows the
locations of 3 out of 12 USS.
underground missile stations
In.  the Bahamas. His
information comes from men
who live on Bimimi and who
were employed in buildiing the
underground missile sites for
the United States.

Surviving politically in Mississippi

JACKSON, Miss. — Some of
the delegates were courtly and
folksy, and others were swift-
moving, yet others were
professarial and of course they
tended to move along side of
the more traditional, preacher
types with the deep church
roots showing in their manners
and voices, but they had all
gathered here to participate in
the 2nd statewide conference
of Black elected officials
within this commonwealth.
CHAIRMAN OF THIS
conference and the first Afro-
American Siilnc'e
Reconstruction to win a seat in
the legislature of this poverty
ridden state, Robert Clark.
confided his hopes for the
convention to this reporter on
the second day of deliber -
ations:

“I would hope that the
individual  Black elected
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officials and indeed each of the
participants would come away
with the realization that his
base of strength and concerns
is larger than the area he
represents or lives in.. . So that
the individual can address
himself to the whole range of
our problems even as he moves
to change and shape events
within his region and develop
the total community. On the
other hand the problems
Blacks face here, even In
Mississippi, are not always so
different from what you face in
the North, are they?"’

Rep. Clark has a divided
constituency of 55 per cent
Black and 45 per cent non-
Black. There are 82 counties in
Mississippi and Rep. Clark
feels that if Blacks do their
homework, stay relevant, and
develop deep links across the
state, as indeed this
conference might suggest,

then they can win control of 16
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counties in the November, 1971
elections. And that is the
hopeful part of Rep. Clark’s
outlook; juxtaposed with
reams of misery and poverty
For the main problem that
Rep. Clark faces is the
Mississippi  cross:  desolate
lack of economic resources,
across the board racism, and
the power elite in the
Washington Senate, who have
not the slightest concern about
the poor and the Black of
Mississippi. Rep. Clark says he
realizes that his constituency
supports itself by “day labor,
farming. and welfare.”

But Rep. Clark’s eyes radiate.
when the subject goes back to
the question of Black voting
potential in the state. “We
have 300,000 registered voters,
today: we have a potential of
some 500,000 And even
though Rep. Clark hammers
away at the need for jobs,
Black control or self-
