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Leonard Weir:
community cop
under fire

NEW YORK — During the
Harlem uprising in the
summer of 1964, a Black
detective by the name of
Gilmore was beaten senseless
by uniformed white policemen.
Although he showed his badge
to the white cops, they
proceeded to beat him to a
blodody puip on the ground.

HE HAD been on an
assignment in the community,
acting on official direction; yet
he was treated according to his
Black skin, not according to his
position on the police force.

This incident is important in
reviewing the current NY city
police department’s charges
against patrolman Lenard
Weir. (See Muhammad Speaks
issue February 27, page 10.)

In 1964, Weir began
organizing Black police into a
brotherhood that would
safeguard their rights and
reputations on the police force.

Because this group, the
National Society of Afro-
American Policemen, was

definitely Black and not social.
Weir was called an extremist.

In October 1968, after the
Black Panthers were attacked
in a court of “‘Justice” by a
mob of NY city's finest,
Patrolman Weir personally
ascorted the Panthers to court
every day until their case was
ended.

FOR THIS he was constantly
trailed by the FBI and charged
by white cops as a potential
threat to their lives. In the
same month, he was removed
from his duties to a plain
clothes position in the
community relations
department of Brooklyn North.
In June of 1969, Weir’s
organization presented the
Honorable Elijah Muhammad
with an award for the Nation of
Islam’s community
accomplishments.

Association members learned
that non-member Black
policemen were warned by

white superiors not to attend
the award banquet and many
did not attend. But the success
of the banquet prompted an
increase in the association’s
membership rolls.

In his community relations
position, Weir established for
the first time, meaningful
communication between Black
community groups and their
local precincts. *‘I was able to
sel up regular community
relation men,"” says patrolman
Weir.

“This was unique because the
Black groups had grown
suspicious of community
realtions. men -and had cut
contact with them to a
minimum. The Black groups
were correct in their
suspicions  because the
community relations men act
more as informers than as
honest professionals.

“In other words,”" Weir

continues, ‘“‘they come to
collect information not to
shake hands. What I did was to
set up free discussions groups,
which meant that the
community relation men did
not take notes but discussed
the problems. This made for a
real, honest relationship
between the two. Before this,
the police representatives.
white and Black, would report
who was there and what was
discussed on a form supplied
by the police department.”

WEIR HAD been selected for
the community relations post
by Chief Lloyd Sealy, a Black
man. However, when Chief
Sealy retired in the fall of 1969,
Weir was reassigned without
any explanation to patrolmen
duties in the 77th precinct in
Bedford Stuyvesant. There he
was later charged with
insubordination by a white
sergeant.
Muhammad Speaks has
received several comments
from connunity people
regarding Weir.

McCaine of Radio Station
WWRL in N.S. city,
Muhammad Speaks learned
that a guest appearance by
weir on the local community
station drew a heavy response
from the listeners who
endorsed Weir’s views on the
proper police function in the
Black community.

McCaine said, “‘personally, I
would put my most prized
possession in Weir’s care, and
that is my little daughter.
Patrolman Weir is the type of
policeman you dream of
having in the Black
community; he is what's
called a Community Cop.”
Thomas Ziegler, a young
Black man, who was recently
rescued by Weir from police
harassment, told Muhammad
Speaks that Weir was more
than a policeman. ‘‘He’s a real
Black man,” Zeigler said
unhesitatingly. ‘‘He’'s helped to
eliminate drinking on the

streets in the neighborhoods,
and he has stopped ‘the
Brothers from fighting and
cutting one another. He bought
some boxing gloves for us,
because we were always
fighting each other. Now. even
the little children use the
gloves when they have a
disagreement.”

THE CASE against Weir will
be heard Monday, March 23,
12:00 NOON on the second
floor of 240 Centre Street in
Manhattan. The outeome will
be interesting since Weir has
learned that the white sergeant
who brought charges against
him is also facing charges
from the department.

Weir informed Muhammad
Speaks that the charges stem
from the Sgt. firing several
shots in a white bar, after
which he was exiled to the
Bedford Stuyvesant section of
Brooklyn until his case comes
up for hearing. He is still in

Bedford Stuyvesant inflicting
“law and order” upon the
Black inhabitants there.

WASHINGTON, D. C. —
Ralph Featherstone, 30, is
dead. He died in a bomb
explosion along with William
(Che) Payne, 26, when the car
in which they were riding blew
up enroute from Bel Air,
Maryland, where they had
traveled to secure the arrival
of SNCC leader H. Rap Brown,
scheduled to appear at the
highly publicized incitement to-
riot trial.

IMMEDIATELY THE
“establishment™ press, local
and national law enforcement
agencies, declared that the two
young men had been
transporting high explosives
which “‘accidentally went off "

The swift conclusions, drawn
even before examination of the
wreckage. and the
sensationalizing of a ‘“‘Black
Power’” note. allegedly found
on Featherstone, carries all
the earmarks of a typical well-
calculated plan, carried out by
white supremacy forces bent

upon intimidating  militant
Black youth.

The deaths of Featherstone
and Payne were seen here by
both moderate and militant
Black political and social
leaders, as indication of ohe
heightening tension and
polarization of Blacks and
whites in America.

Featherstone, a SNCC
member who had worked
actively but quietly for several
years in Alabama, Mississippi
and Georgia, received a blast,
many of his associates feel,
‘‘that was meant for Rap.”

“Ralph and Che”
murdered, an official
statement read, *in an
attempt tokill H. Rap Brown.”
The statement one of the few
made by Brown's associates,
was selectively given out at the
funeral for Featherstone,
attended by some 1,500 friends
and relatives.

secret to the forces we hold
responsible. The murderers
are all white citizens,” the
statement read.

**All white people participate
in and benefit from" atrocities
perpetrated upon Black
people, whether in ‘‘schools,
churches, Armed Forces, TV,
Newspapers or radio.”

Rather than an attitude of
shock or paralyzing fear, an
atmosphere of calm but
noticeably deep rooted anger
and determination prevails
among local SNCC associates.
The Black community here is
also quiet — a slience which
portends a serious
reevaluation of ways to protect
the lives and advance the
cause of the Black man.

Strangely, Featherstone was
killed on the day of the grand
opening of a new relocation for
the  DRUM AND SPEAR
bookstore.

“‘For reasons of security’” the

friends of Featherstone ‘‘say
as little as possible.”” That
local associates might be
concealing the knowledge of
Rap Brown's whereabouts,
however, appears remote. A
genuine fear for Brown's life,
is almost unanimously shared
by his friends.

“HIS WIFE is very
worried,” a woman [riend of
the SNCC chairman said.
James Garrett, a director at
the Center for Black Education
expressed the same fears. *We
have nothing Lo go on yet. No
one knows where he might be,
or what may have happened to
him."

According Lo SNCC sources
and officials at the Center of
Black Education, closely allied

with  DRUM AND SPEAR
hookstore  which had been
owned and  managed by

Featherstone, no search for
“culprits' is underway. “This
was  clearly a  political
assassination,” these sources
point out

PARIS — Since the South
Viet Nam National Front for
Liberation (NFL) put forward
its 10-point proposal for a
solution to the Viet Nam war,
the delegation of the
Government of the
Democratic Republic of Viet
Nam (North Viet Nam) has
put forward many explicit
questions asking the United
States delegation to clarity its
attitude towards the two key
issues in the overall solution
proposal.

CONCERNING THE
withdrawal of U.S. troops from
South Viet Nam, the questions
are: When will the U.S. accept
the principle of withdrawing
its troops and those of its allies
from South Viet Nam without
posing any conditions? Will the
U.S. withdraw all its forces.
without excepting any military
services and branches? The

. U.S. should make clear the
. time-limit and time-table of
, the complete withdrawal. Will

the U.S. accept the six-months’
period proposed by Minister
Madame Nguyen Thi Binh?
Concerning the issue of a
political settlement in South
Viet Nam, the questions are:
When will the U.S. put an end
to its policy of intervention in
the internal affairs of South
Viet Nam? When will the U.S.
abandon the Thieu-Ky-Khiem
administration the U.S. set up
and imposed on the South
Vietnamese people? When will
the U.S. accept the formation
of a provisional coalition
government so that the
government can organize free
and democratic  general
elections in South Viet Nam?
The North Viet Nam
negotiators here have, on
numerous occasions, ftated
that if the United States
accepts these questions of
principle, discussions will be
able to start to settle all other
concrete questions. However,
up until the present the U.S.
delegation has failed to
seriously meet these questions

Why it was so easy

for the Pathet Lao
to iree Plain of Jars

VIENTIANE, Laos (LNS) —
The Plain of Jars was liberated
with very little fight. The
North Vietnamese-Pathet Lao
offense was not the mammoth
steamroller that the. U.S.
Embassy here suggested. Not
only did the Royal Laotian
troops have an absolute
monopoly of airpower, they
also outnumbered the
liberation troops in every
major encounter.

BUT AS U.S. forces have
learned in Vietnam, technical
and numerical superiority are
simply not enough to win a war
against a people which is
dedicated and mobilized. The
Pathet Lao, the Laotian
Patriotic Front, is the military
expression of the dedication to
self-determination of at least
one-half of the Laotian
population, occupying the two-
thirds of Laos which have been
liberated by Pathet Lao forces.

If Royal government troops
are demoralized, and Pathet
Lao forces, aided by North
Vietnamese troops are able to
overcome superior numbers
and technology as they did in
liberating the Plain of Jars, it
is in large part due to the
better life that the Pathet Lao
is building for the Laotian
people.

A Cuban observer from

Tricontinental magazine,
visiting Laos with a
representative of the
liberation movemcnt in
Portuguese Guinea, described
some of that life.

The first thing the visitors
noticed was caves. In caves in
the Laotian hills, the villagers
sleep and eat, invisible to U.S.
planes. In the same caves are
meeting rooms, offices of the
locally-elected  revolutionary
government, theaters where
traveling troupes perform folk
songs and dances; the first
secondary schools in the area;
and, hidden in other caves, the
operating rooms of hospitals.

At night, under cover of
darkness, the villagers go to
the fields to work. growing rice
for themselves and for the
soldiers at the front, cotton for
cloth, building canals for
irrigation. In the inorning from
4 to 7 they hold a market,
where peasants from
surrounding zones come to
exchange goods. When the sun
comes up, they go back into
hiding, to escape bombs and
machine-gunning by pilots.

The people in this liberated
district have their first
hospital (before the revolution,
diseases were treated only by
witcheraft), have "~more
schools (56 now as opposed to 5
before the revolution), and

grow more rice (in addition to
increasing the land under
cultivation, through irrigation,
they have also increased yields
to six kilos of rice per one of
seed).

WHAT'S MORE, their
product goes to themselves,
Before they worked one-fourth
of the year as serfs for feudal
landlords, the rest of the time
in near starvation on tiny
individual plots which they
rented. Now, the visitors found
groups of families pooling
equipment and labor, and
dividing the new, larger crop
production.

Women for the first time go
to school and participate in
local affairs. Villagers elect
local officials and work in local
government posts. A literacy
campaign is underway, to
make increased political
involvement possible.

Most important right now,
villagers are protecting these
gains with the gun. In one
village alone, 110 members
joined the Pathet Lao forces in
a single year. Others work as
drivers and couriers and
hundreds, including 50 womer,
are in the militia.

After having secured the
eastern approaches to the
Plain, the North Vietnamese-
Pathet Lao forces launched
their offensive on February 12.

PATHET LAO troops near Samneua, laos,

use a concrete roller to smooth out roadway. Prince
Souvanna Phouma said he is asking the U.S. for more weapons and equipment so that his men will
be at least able to replace the weapons they are left behind on the battlefield. A Arban observer
said that U.S. puppet troops greatly outnumbered the Pathet Lao in the fighting for the Plain of lars’

controls major roadways.

They seized a key road
junction and the old neutralist
capital of Khang Khay. On the
same night, three commando
companies probed Xieng
Khouang, the main
government stronghold in the

center of the Plain, while
simultaneous  diversionary
attacks were launched in
southern Laos.

During the next few days,
the revolutionaries overran
more than twenty government
outposts in the northern and
eastern sectors of the Plain.
Rightists troops fled in such
disorder that not only did they
abandon important equipment
— including 105.mm howitzers
— to their adversaries, but
many of the routed defenders
have yet to regroup. They are
still wandering dazed in the
hills.

THE U.S. Command then
tried to ward off a rapid defeat
by ordering B-52 raids for the
first time in the Laotian war.
Some sixty B;52's — four-fifths
of the Strategic Air
Command’s fleet in Southeast
Asia — pounded the Plain of
Jars for a day and a half.

At the same time, more than
400 U.S. fighter-bombers
joined in what AP described as
“the heaviest air raids in
Southeast Asia.”

The use of B;52's was
interpreted here as a political
gesture indicating U.S.
willingness to escalate the
war. The military results were
predictable: zero.

Just twelve hours after the
raids slackened off, when the
revolutionaries should have
been in shocked disarray, a
North Vietnamese amored
force launched the second
assault on Xieng Khouang,
coordinating it with a
commando raid on the CIA
headquarters at Long Cheng,

thirty-five miles to  the
southwest.

On February 18,
Commanding General Vang

Pao — a CIA protege whom
Americans here are fond of

comparing with Napoleon —
prepared for what everyone
expected would be the Great
Siege of Xieng Khouang
airstrip, a vital U.S. position.
First. he ordered his
demoralized, out-flanked
troops to die to the last man
rather than retreat. Then, to
protect them, he placed
worthless tank hulks around
the perimeter of the camp.
hoping that to the ‘‘casual
observer’’ the hulks would look
like a formidable defense and
might  distract  would-be
attackers. Vang Pao himself
wisely retired to Long Cheng.

WISELY, BECAUSE the
revolutionaries turned out not
to be *‘casual observers.”” Four
hundred of them — less than
half the number of defenders
— waltzed into Xieng Khouang
on the night of the 20th and
took permanent control of the
airstrip.

The government troops, with
superiority in.both numbers
and firepower, scrambled to
get out of their barbed-wire
enclosure with only partial
success. More than 100 of them

were killed or wounded,
according to one of the
survivors. The government

still does not know who was in
command on the final night.

Having captured Xieng
Khouang, the revolutionaries
then continued westward _to
Muong Soui.

Moung Soui’s defenders were
a motley crew of troops, many
of whom had straggled in from
the overrua positions to the
east. Vang Pao planned to
reinforce this garrison with a
full-strength battalion from
the southeast.

On February 23, Vang Pao
evacuated all but a few
hundred of his exhausted men
and then waited for the
reinforcements. But before
they could arrive, the Muong
Soui airstrip came under heavy
mortar fire which prevented
the landing of planes.

The fact that the vast
majority of Zimbabwe
freedom-fighters have been
recruited and trained inside
Zimbabwe in the last year or
two is common knowledge both
among the African population
and the settler fascists,
although the enemy will not

admit this fact for
psychological reasons.
FOR INSTANCE, shortly

after Ian Smith made that
threatening speech against
Zambia for allegedly ‘‘training
and assisting” Zimbabwe
guerrillas, his “Law and Order
minister’” was telling the
fascist “‘parliament” that
“‘cases have come to light” of
Zimbabweans ‘“‘recruiting
others or encouraging them to
undertake training” inside the

country. Rhodesia therefore
needed new ‘‘secruity’’
legislation to fight this

increased threat from the
Zimbabwe masses. ‘A new
offence,” said the ‘‘minister,”
was ‘‘being added (to the
already stringent Law and
Order . (Maintenance Act)
which  will penalize (by
imprisonment for up to 20
years) any person who recruits
or encourages a person to
attend a course or undergo
training for unlawful political
objectives.”

The new amendment ulso
makes i* an offence punishable
by five years imprisonment or
$600 fine to “knowingly
harbour or assist terrorists
(freedom-fighters) or, having
harboured or assisted them, to
refuse to disclose information

to the police within a
reasonable time.”” In the past
the regime has maintained asa
matter of deliberate policy
that “the African population is
giving us full cooperation
against freedom fighters. Of
course, it was all lies.

Finally a ban has been
imposed against listening to
Radio Tanzania and Radio
Zambia. Even hotel managers
will now be legally bound to
warn their customers not to
tune in to Tanzania or Zambia.
Warns Lardner - Burke, “‘The
tuning is down by the hotel on a
master set. So if they were
foolish enough to tune into
Zambia or Tanzania it would
be an offence if it was heard
over a radio.”

Fake (.J.A. mercy flights fool world

CHICAGO — “MERCY
FLIGHTS into Nigeria during
the ‘‘Biafran’’ war are proving
to be just what perceptive
observers of the war suggested
that they were at first: covers
for the US.A’s CIA’s “Gray
Ghosts.”

So-called mercy flights into
Nigeria were made in pretense
to aid inconvenienced
Nigerian citizens — victims of
the Euro-U.S. manufactured
“Biafran” war.

The illegal “Gray Ghosts,”
are unmarked transport planes
which carry arms, guns,
bullets, hand grenades and
other death weapons from
Lisbon, Portugal to the Biafran
airstrip at Uli.

The C.I.A’s “Gray Ghost”
were reported by the New
York Times of January 13, 1970
to have been flown by U.S.

The California based firm of
Flight Test Research, Inc., of
Long Beach, California took
charge of the flights involving
the two C-97 planes, and used
California Governor Reagan’s
Air National Guardpilots to fly
them.

Some of the men involved in
the anti-mercy flights were
William Bernhardt, Robert
Goldstein, ex-Nazi Col. Otto
Skorzeny, and Ojukwu,  the
Biafran traitor himself.
