Congress studies pensipns

ARTHUR M. WOODS. chairman of the board of Sears Roebuck
& Co.. told a House labor subcommittee, in Washington, D.C..
that newly proposed federal pension legislation would work
against Sears employees, their families and Sears shareholders.
Wood said it might be construed that profit-sharing plans as well
as pension plans would have to diversify their investments. The
Sears pension fund which was started in 1916 has invested
primarily in Sears stock. It has 225,000 members and assets of
more than $4 billion. Woods stated that passage of the legislation,
without amendment. may cause Sears Profit-Sharing Fund
trustees to curtail further investments in Sears stock and could
possibly require them to sell some of the stock they now hold.

Panama denounces America

PANAMA DENOUNCED the United States presence in the
Canal Zone as “‘neocolonialism™ and warned that if peaceful
change was not permitted in Latin America, Latins would be
forced ‘to carry out violent changes.”” Brig. Gen. Omar Torrijos
Herrera. the National Guard commander who took over rule of
Panama. gave the warning in a speech opening the United
Nations Security Council session being held in Panama at the
invitation of the Panamanian Government. Gen Herrera accused
the United States of maintaining jurisdiction over the Panama
Canal Zone for 70 years.

Middle East Report

THE United States mass
news media, controlled by the
Zionist establishmenl has
always kept the American
citizens in the dark concerning
the Middle East conflict. The
U.S. press has conspired to
cover up the endless crimes
committed against the
Palestinian people by the so
called chosen people - the
European Jewish settlers and
usurpers of Arab Palestine.
THE FOLLOWING is an eye
witness report by an Israeli
soldier which appeared in the
Israeli Imperial News, March,
1968 and was “‘overlooked'' by
the U.S. press. These crimes
which were condemned by the
United Nations were
perpetrated, not during the
war, but after the 1967 war
which created a second wave
of refugee problems,

“EVERY NIGHT Arabs cross
the Jordan River from East to
Wesl. We blocked the passages
(i.e. the places where the river
is shallow and can be crossed
by foot) and were ordered to
shoot to kill without warning.
Indeed we fired shots every
night at men, women, and
children. Even during moonlit
nights when we could identify
the people, that is - distinguish
belween men, women and

children. In the morning we
search the area and, by
explicit order from the officer
on the spot, shot the living,
including those who hid or
were wounded. After killing
them we covered them with
earth or sometimes left them
laying there until a bulldozer
came to bury them.

Some of these people are
intelligence agents; some are
armed 1nfiltrators; some are
smugglers. Mostly though they
are former inhabitants of the
West Bank who have not
received an Israeli permit to
return.

There were some cases I'll
never forgel. One morning we
found two men, unwounded.
The officer ordered us to kill
them and we shot them on the
spot. Once we found two men
wounded in their legs. We
talked to them, took their
papers, and then the officer
ordered us to kill them. They
understood from our gestures
what went on and desperately
pleaded for their lives. We all
left the place except one who
volunteered to kill them. He
had to fire six times before
they were dead. The stories by
other soldiers are abundant 1
heard of soldiers setting fire to
heaps of bodies.

ONE MORNING I saw bodies
in a heap, among them was a
young girl. On another

occasion an E| - Fagg ma
pleaded for his life; whep e
saw it was useless he curseg I
and took the bullets. Qe night
a group of about 20 crosseq e
shot them. In the morning w,
found 11 bodies. Some were
found hiding. unharmed We
caught them and sent (hep
back to the FEast Bank
unharmed.

NEW YORK (LNS) — Over
1,500 women in the state of
Tennessee, including 250
mentally retarded women at
Arlington Hospital and School
(a state institute near
Memphis), have been given a
drug for contraception which
has been shown to cause breast
cma:;er in beagles and which

cause permanen 4
rility, pe t ste

THE DRUG IS Depo-Provera
(trade name for
Medroxylprogesterone
acetate). It is manufactured
by Upjohn Company and is
approved by the Food and
Drug Administration (FDA)
only for use in the treatment of
a precancerous inflammation
of the uterus and terminal
cancer of the uterine lining.
Until this year, however,
shipments of Depo-Provera
from the Opjohn Co. contained
0o warning notice that the use
of the drug as a contraceptive
is still experimental or aboat
its possible side effects. Also,
the Physician’s Desk
Reference (PDR — published
by drug companies and used by
many doctors as a standard
reference when prescribing
medication) did not publish a
warning that Depro-Provera
does not have FDA approval
for use as a contraceptive.

FDA standards for
controlling a drug that can be
marketed but which has
‘“‘gnapproved” uses has been
consistently lax. According to
the FDA, a new drug can’t be
promoted while it is still
experimental and before all
the side effects are explored.
The company Sponsoring a new
drug is supposed to keep
careful records of the amount,
where, to whom, when, etc.,
each shipment of the drug was
sent. So even though drugs that
have unapproved uses (such as
the use of Depo-Provera as a
contraceptive) should be
controlled as closely as
completely uninvestigated
drugs, they are not.

Dr. Stewart Fish of the
Department of Obstetrics and
Gynecology at the University
of Tennessee School of
Medicine and Dr. Leonard
Brooks, formerly the Family
Planning Clinic physician for
five counties near Arlington,
admitted in testimony before
the FDA that they advised
Arlington Hospital and School
to issue Depo-Provera as a
contraceptive even though
they knew that use was not
FDA -approved.

In his capacity as the Family
Planning Clinic physician Dr.
Brooks prescribed the drug to
many women for-the purpose
of birth control. According to
Tennessee Board of Health
figures. 1500 women in the

state have been given the drug.
According to the director of
Arlington Hospital and School,
Depo—Provera was given to
these  mentally retarded
women for ‘‘hygienic reasons”
to prevent the women from
having their periods and as a
contraceptive. It s
conveniently administered as
an injection and lasts for three
months.

AN ATTORNEY with the
Center for Law and Social
Policy, a public-interest group
in Washington went to
Tennessee in Janvary after the
center learned that Depo-
Provera was being used there.
She interviewed six women
who went to the family
Planning Clipic of the
Cumberiand County Health
Department for birth control
and found that five of the
women had been given Depo-
Provera. The sixth had been
advised of its availability.
None of them had been warned
that the use of the drug as a
contraceptive was ex-
perimental nor were they told
of the side effects that the drug
might have. Women who have
taken it have reported
dizziness, npervousness,
irritability, headaches and
backaches. Others have
suffered heavy bleeding or

spotting.

One of the Cumberland
County women, a mother of
three, was visited several
times in her home by county
nurses who did not want her to
have another baby and urged
her empbhatically to go to the
clinic for a birth control shot.
Another woman who was-
given Depo-Provera at the
clinic already has one child
and is on welfare. Her case
worker told her that the
Welfare Department did not
want to support another child,
instructed her to go to the
Family Planning clinic for
birth control and to take the
“shot” because she might
forget to take birth control
pills. After her second shot she
experienced heavy bleeding,
dizziness and backaches. She
was never told about possible
dangers or side effects.

One woman had to be
hospitalized three times for
severe headaches and heavy
bleeding.

Unfortunately it doesn't look
like anything will be done to
stop the unapproved use of
Depo-Provera. Due to a Senate
investigation, Upjohn has said
that it will no longer ship the
drug to the hospital and family
clinics in Tennessee but it is
not putting any tighter control
on who else it ships the drug to.
The hospital intends to
continue using the supply of
Depo-Provera that it has.

Depo-Provera is not the only
case of this kind of drug
misuse. Only recently,
headlines were made when it
came to light that diethyl
silbesterol (DES), a synthetic
hormone shown to cause
cancer in rats, was being
prescribed in many University
clinics as a morning -after pill

even though the FDA had not
approved the drug for that use.
DES had already been banned
lfrom use as a growth stimulant
in beef cattle because of its
carcinogenic effects, but
recently the FDA approved its
use as a contraceptive.

The Senate Health
Subcommittee announced

after a hearing on human
experimentation that it will
propose legislation and the
Center for Law and Social
Policy will submit their own
proposal for an effective bill
controlling the uses of
experimental drugs. But
legislative machinery is slow
and in the meantime...

Plight of students at Southern U.

NEW ORLEANS — The
murder of two students at
Southern University last year
was not enough against the
Black students who were
demanding better education.

SEVERAL STUDENT
leaders have been barred from’
the campus by court order.
The court injunction was
instigated by the white State
Board of Education with the-
cooperation of Southern
President G. Leon Netterville,
whose replacement has been
called for by students, faculty
and some state leaders,

The barring of the student
leaders from the campus was
done without a hearing for the
students by university of-
ficials.

Several commissions, official
and unofficial, investigating
the killing of the students last
Nov. 16, have placed the blame
on Louisiana Law enforcement
officials. Investigation has
shown that the shots came
from an area where shotgun
carrying sheriffs deputies
were located. It is believed by
many that if officials wanted
to they could pinpoint the
actual killers of the two 20 year

old students who were fleeing a
tear gas attack by the officers.

Last week the National
Education Association, an
organization comprised of
some over 1 million educators
across the nation, began
holding hearings into the
Southern incident to find what
effect it had on the rights of
students and faculty. They
were called in by the Louisiana
Education Association.

As Student leaders and two
professors left the NEA
hearings after testifying
before the panel, they were
served with subpoenas to
appear immediately before the
East Baton Rough Parish
grand jury.

This tactic was felt by NEA
officials to be harassment by
local officials and an attempt
to disrupt the investigation by
the national organization. The
hearing officer, Miss Dorthy
Massie of Washington, D.C.
was also served a subpoena.

The students served were
some of the leaders who had
been barred from the campus.
The two Black professors
George Baker and Dr. Joseph
Johnson were dismissed {rom
their jobs for their roles in the
student movement. Both men
have been commended and

praised nationally by many
Black leaders for their courage
in helping to bring about
necessary and meaningful
changes in the plantation like
Southern system.

There are moves in many
political quarters in the State
to abolish the Southern
Education system, the largest
Black school system in the
country.

It is felt by many political
observers in the state that the
Grand Jury probe into the
Southern slaughter is to bring
out indictments against some
students rather than the white
police who murdered the two
students.

It has also been reported that
investigations by various
agencies including the FBI,
had just about pinpointed the
actual men who pulled the
triggers on the shotguns that
snuffed out the two young
innocent lives of Denver Smith

_and Leonard Brown.

The NEA panel included 3
Black members; Dr. Robert
Threatt, President of Fort
Valley State College in
Georgia, Attorney H. Jessie
Arnell of San Francisco, and
Miss Mary Burger of St. Louis.
The NEA panel heard no new
information in their hearings.
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FCC Chief, Burch, assaults Radio-Ty
ownership prospects fo

WASHINGTON, D.C. —
Federal Communications
Commission Chairman, Dean
Burch, took up the typical
role for President Nixon and
announced FCC ’s official
support for legislation, which
will literally bar Blacks and
other minorities from future
radio - tv ownership.

The legislation, put forward
by the Nixon administration,
the National Association of
Broadcasters and several
congressmen in separate bills
calls for an extention of the
license renewal term from 3 to
5 years for present station
owners, and the rejection of
challenges based upon
monopoly ownership. The
legislation attacks the core of
the strategy being pursued by
several Black communication
groups in an effort to break
white monoply of the
broadcast industry.

Burch who announced his
support before the House
Commerce Committee,
singled out Commissioners
Nicholas Johnson, the
youngest of the 7
Commissioners, and Benjamin

L. Hooks as dissenlting
members. Commissioner H.
Rex Lee also expressed strong
reservations about the

decisions, Burch acknow-
ledged.
The sudden flood of

legislation designed to protect
the incumbent station owners
comes, as a result of the panic
within the industry following a
court ruling against station
WHDH in Boston which had
been challenged on the basis of
true “‘public service. Closer
to the point however is the fear
that sophistication among
Black communications groups
has reached the point where
effective strategies under
present regulations will
!.lltimatel_v force the present
incumbents into legal
dilemmas and pave the way for
Black radio - tv ownership.

In a recent exclusive
interview with Muhammad
Speaks, Commissioner Hooks
declared that the legislation
being proposed is an effort by
the NAB to ‘‘protect the
license of those who constitute
their group”. They are trying
to get more of what they call
‘“*stability”’, he said.

Burch told Muhammad
Speaks that he and Hooks

‘‘disagreed’’ sharply over the
FCC decision, adding however
that he thought the addition of
Hooks as a Black member to
the commission was none-the-
less ‘‘a good thing’".

Rhodesia blunders in closing

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The
Ian Smith regime of Rhodesia
closed its borders with Zambia
in January in an attempt to
force the Zambian government
to curtail alleged attacks
across the border by Black
nationalist groups. The ploy,
designed to ‘‘teach Zambian
President Kaunda a lesson”,
instead left Rhodesia with an
embarassing dilemma and put
the U.S. on an international
‘“hot seat.”’

RHODESIA, in sealing off the
borders sought to intimidate
Zambia, in that the land-
locked nation has to ship its
major export, copper, through
Rhodesian territory. In
February Rhodesia, realizing
that the border closing would
hurt her more than Zambia,
fabricated the story that
Kaunda had capitulated and
had assured Ian Smith that the
nationalist would be curtailed.
Kaunda, immediately denied
the claim and announced that
the borders would remain
closed.

For Rhodesia, this means a
further drying up of the
sources of foreign exchange,
“glready seriously affected by
the United Nations sanctions”’,
according to David D.
Newsom, Assistant Secretary
of State for African Affairs.

Zambia, in an effort to hurtle
the effects of the border
closings herself has allegedly
appealed to the U.S. for aid in
changing routes for 65 percent
of all imports and for exports
for ‘50 percent”of its copper.
Zambia's action thus puts the
U.S. on the spot where she will
have to openly demonstrate
her willingness to aid a Black

African state.

While Zambia is being
critized in some quarters for
appealing to the U.S., this
action is certain to
demonstrate the U.S.’s
hypocritical approach to the
African problem. Newsom, in
testifying before a sub-
commilttee on Africa sought to
defend the present policy of

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While Hooks’ opposition to the
legislation was reflected in his
dissenting vote, he has been
less vocal in his public
denunciation of the legislation
than Johnson who joined him in
the dissent. At the hearings,
Johnson circulated a lengthy
statement accusing the bill's
promoters of deliberately
attempting ‘‘to hurt
community groups.” 5
The ills, he said, ‘‘are racist
in application’. Furthermore.
“The incumbents will win (in
any contest for renewal qf
station ownership) unless his
behaviour is so bad that we
would be forced to take the
license even if there were no
competing applications.”
Burch, however supported the
station owners’ contention that
they have a right to
‘<gtability’’, and that
challenges on the basis of
discrimination, the ‘fairness
doctrine’’, monopoly
ownership, and *‘service to the
public’’ every three years was
unfair. He argued, for
instance, that if the renewal
applicant’s record is to be
judged against or required to
be superior to some industry
average, the requirement
could escalate to ‘60 per cent

horders to

importing Rhodesian chrome
in violation of the UN
embargo, by claiming that the
imports only represented five
or less percent of total
Rhodesian export earnings.

In disclosing that the State
Department had been
approached by ‘‘a variety’’ of
Zambian officials for
assistance, Newsom was
challenged by Charles Diggs
(D-Det.), the subcommittee
chairman, to clarify what he
thought was an implication
that the Zambian officials
were ‘‘running around making
irresponsible requests,”” and
that President Kaunda did not
have control over his own
ministers. Newsom replied
that the ministers had actually
made ‘‘inquiries’’ rather than
formal requests.

Diggs asked Newsom to
elaborate on the difficulities
the border closing represented
for Rhodesia. In reply,
Newsom added that the major
problem presented by the
closing was in the agriculture
area. It will cause ‘‘a major}
realignment of crops, as well:
as other activities in
Rhodesia’’, he said.

Also testifying at the hearings
was Eddison Zvobgo, a
nationalist, who escaped from
Rhodesia last year. Zvobgo
declared that the Zambian
border closing ‘‘is one of the

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Cop who shot Rap Brown takes
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stand hefore State Court

NEW YORK—The trial of H.
Rap Brown and three-co-
defendants is in its ninth week
in State Supreme Court here.
Last and this week the
prosecution witness on the
stand has been the cop who
shot Rap
“THE NAME'S MANNETTA,
Patrolman Ralph Mannelia.
the six-foot, 27-vear-old white
cop snappily told the court
clerk. Reporter Clyde
Haberman of the New Yeork
Post, who has been supplying
the best establisment media
coverage of the trial, observed
that “‘the prosecution’'s key
witness ran a gamut of
emotions— from confidence to
cockiness. His personal style
was as much of a show for the
audience as the substance of
his story.”
Making flip value judgements
about defense questions.
Mannetta also made facial
expressions to the jury when
the defense objected to either
an answer he gave or a
prosecution question
When O.T. Wells. one of the
batterv of five defense
attornevs. inquired what the
patrolman had done with a
number of items allegedly
found on Rap during a search.
Mannetta bent forward in his
chair and stated

what to do with it.”

His insolence brought a swift
reproach from Judge Arnold
Fraiman. who shouted at the
witness—""This is 1in-
excusable” and ordered him
off the stand. He called an
early lunch break and lectured
the prosecution and defense on
courtroom decorum.

After lunch Mannetta
apologized and proceeded to
tell his story in a calmer
manner. His account was, in
essense. much like the article
in New York Magazine entitled
“The Man Who Shot Rap
Brown by former N.Y.C.
Deputy Police Commissioner
Robert Daley (see MS, Jan. 26.
1973, pg. 22: “Rap Brown
battles back in court for $8-
million in damages, over ‘71
arrest)

WILLIAM KUNSTLER, who
with Howard Moore Jr. and
Rap serving as one of his own
co-counsels, is defending the
former chairman of the
Student Non-Violent
Coordinating Committee
contends that there was a
conspiracy to get Rap and the
New York Magazine article
was a part of that conspiracy.

The court has ordered Daley
to make himself available to
discuss the article he wrote in
collaboration with Mannetta,
and the magatine to supply the

original text before it was
edited.

Another article by Daley in
the Feb. 12, 1973 edition of New
York Magazine figured
prominently in another court
case in which Richard Moore
was convicted March 7 for
allegedly attempting to kill
two cops on May 19, 1971

That Daley article is titled
“Target Blue'', and is a part of
his forthcoming book by the
same tille, and deals with the
so-called Black Liberation
Army. Moore is linked by
Daley to that group.

The all-male jury, two of its
members Black, took only 45

Memphis fire-bombing:

2 Blacks get 20 years

based on cop coercion

MEMPHIS (LNS)—Two
young Black men, accused of
firebombing a Memphis bar in
October of 1971, were recently
convicted of first degree
murder and sentenced to
(wenty years and a day.
Throughout the courtroom
proceedings in January of this
year. the five defendants were
faced with a classic problem of
the Black community—their
word versus the police.

On October 16, 1971 a Black
man named Flton Hayes was
killed by Police and riots
rocked the city of Memphis for
more than a week alterwards

Five days after the murder
the Red Lantern Lounge. a
notorious white hang -out and
the scene of many feuds— was
firebombed, killing one person
and injuring eight others
Frank Deaton. the Lounge

Wanied:

owner, said that he thought the
motive for the bombing was a
grudge that someone had
against him and newspapers
picked up on his story.

““The incident,” reported the
Commercial Appeal, “'was
apparently unrelated to racial
disturbances which have been
raking the city...”

And an evewitness named
Melvin McBride told reporters
and police invesligators the
person who threw the bombs
was white and that he had
chased him but couldn’t ratch
him Police radios that night
told patrolmen to look for a
long -haired white youth as the
suspect for the bombing.

But a few days later the
police abrubtly changed their
story, influenced no doubt by
the growing criticism
throughout Memphis of their

Oudlified Offset

behavior in the murder of
Elton Hayes. Five Black men,
Clarence Willis, Norman
Warner, Terry Pittman,
Fletcher White and George
Brown, were picked up, and
the daily papers now said,
“The motive grew out of a
desire for revenge in the Hayes
death and resentment of the
Red Lantern in the
predominantly Black area.”
Over 1000 people in the area
were picked up and questioned
by police prior to the arrest of
the five men. Many of these
people had other charges
hanging over their heads. and
were questioned for hours or
days. One of them was Calvan
Pittman—a 13 year old
charged with strong -armed
robbery

According lo Calvan he was
threatened by police. They said
if he didn't “talk” about the
Red Lantern firebombing, the
judge would give him a long
sentence. If he did “‘talk’ the
police sad he would get off
light

ATLANTA, Ga.—At 9:00 am.
Wednesday, January 31st, 200
Black students walked out of
0'Keefe High School in
Atlanta, Georgia. The walkout
was sel off by the arrest at a
Friday night basketball game
of a Black student who,
according to police and several
teachers, was under the
influence of drugs. Later it was
discovered that the student
was drowsy from taking cold
pills.

THE STUDENTS who refused
to return to class, demanded a
meeting with Elton Powers.
the School Principal. Instead
they got to listen to J. Y.
Moreland., the Area
Superintendent tell them to
submit their grievances in
writing.

Dissatisfied, the students
marched from O’Keefe to the
Board of Education Office.
They demanded to see Dr.
John Letson, Superintendent of
the Atlanta School System. In
the middle of the meeting Dr.
Letson got up and walked out
and has refused to deal with
the students, grievances.

Bogue Chitto, a town in the Black belt, in Alabama. Its
the area in which civil rights workers were shot down in
the 1960's. All the stop signs have bullet holes in them.
It has no post office. Most of the houses are shanties or
clapboard huts made of wood o cardboard. Most of
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them don’t have indoor plumbing facilities. Many of the
Black families in the area immediately around Bogue
Chilto own or lease their land. On it they grow okra and
cotton as cash crops and some raise a little bit of cattle.
Many raise sweef potatoes, corn, collard greens and
mustard greens to feed themselves. Sometimes if the
tamily farm can’t bring in enough money to supporf
themselves, kids are sent to work on the big
plantations—for 60 cents-85 cents an hour. The
families that own or lease their own farms are better off
than their neighbors less than 10 miles away on the
McCune plantation, for example. The families who live
on it are sharecroppers—they have to give the McCune
family part of their crops at the end of the year. Because
one of the McCune brothers owns the store in which
they have to buy some of their necessities, they always
end up owing something to the McCune family or just
about breaking even. In the three counties surrounding
Bogue Chitta (much of which is Black) the per capita
income (an average which is jacked up if there is one
person in the county making $100,000) ranges from
$1,213 to $2,023 below the federal government's
poverty level.
