Muhammad On:

Fighting In Self Defense

There are many people who are
curious about Muslims, and ask;+
“Do the Muslims fight, or will
they fight?”’ We follow the in-
structions and law of the Holy
Qur-an in fighting:

“And fight in the way of Allah
against those who fight against
you but be not aggressive.
Surely Allah loves not the ag-
gressors.”

Holy Qur-an 2:180.

That instruction is a very sim-
ple one. It is in accord with the
nature of the righteous one. The
Muslims are the righteous and
follow a religion (Islam) which
also applies to the righteous and
is according to the nature in
which the righteous are created:
“So, set thy face for religion,
being upright, the nature made
by Allah in which He has cre-
ated men. There is no altering
Allah’s creation. That is the
right religion—but most people

know not.”
Holy Qur-an 30:30.

It is true that the American
Black People who have been
brought up and reared by the
enemy of righteousness, is a for-
eigner to the nature of the black
man, which makes them without
knowledge of their very ‘self.’
Therefore, when their ‘self’ and
the nature of their ‘self’ is hrought
to them and taught to them; they
reject it because of the lack of
knowledge of self, God, and the
true religion of God.

THIS LACK of the knowledge
of truth is referred to in Isaiah
of the Bible and many other
places in the Bible as being a
people who are in darkness (spir-
jtual darkness) in these words:

“The people who sat In darkness
have seen a great light.” The
light refers to the light of Truth
which must come to the once-
slave who wag kidnapped from
his native land and people, that
they may return and join again
to their own kind. This is the work
of Islam in America; to join
black with black (separation), not
black and white together, which
is contrary to the law of peace
and happiness.

FIGHT WITH those who [fight
with you. Moses — the first
prophet to the Caucasian Race
after they were made by their
father Yakub — taught them the
same law on fighting. If the
enemy plucks out your eye, pluck
his eye out also. If he strikes

justice. The black man’s fight
(retaliation) was taken out of him
under servitude slavery, by the
slave master in order to make the
slave harmless so that he could
rule him easily without any ex-
pectation of the slave retaliating.

The black man (Muslim) is
like the lion or rattlesnake. The
beast lion, is far different from
the grafted lions (leopards and
panthers) who will steal upon
their prey. The beast lion will not
strike at the human being until
he sees the human being begin-
ning to strike him. The rattle-
snake is the same; he will not
sneak upon the prey to strike
from the rear when the prey is
not molesting or interfering with
his peace. But, other grafted
types of snakes will steal upon
the prey and strike at their heels
from the rear. The rattlesnake
will warn the prey with that which
nature gives him to warn (ratt-
lers which are attached to the end
of his body, making noise).

The Muslims are the righteous
and must not be the first to anger.
They again are likened to water
which takes much longer to boil
than spirits (distilled alcohol)
which boils at approximately 170
degrees Fahrenheit, while water
boils at 212 degrees Fahrenheit,
It is true — and the present time
bears witness — that the righteous
are slow to become involved in
fighting and war. Fight with those
who fight with you.

THE WHITE RACE is by na-
ture a mischief-making people
who love fighting. Regardless to
how peaceful you may try to be
with them, they still will fight
you. They seek to have an excuse
to . fight you by provoking the
righteous into a fight. This is
thelr nature; they were made to
destroy the peace of man (the.

Black Man). This, on many occa-
sions, is done by deceiving the
black man as though they are of
the righteous. If we started at-
tacking or being aggressive, it
would be against the law of
righteousness. God comes after
the workings of satan. This
means that the God of righteous-
ness and justice will not interfere
with the work of injustice and un-
righteousness by the devil until
the time given to the devil to do
the mischief making is ended.

The Mighty God, in the Person
of Master Fard Muhammad, de-
sires to make Himself known;
that He is everything the Bible
and Holy Qur-an teach us He is,
exercising power and will over
everything — both small and
great — to bring to a naught the
power 'of the god of evil and de-
stroy his wisdom of deceit. There
will be no more prophets for you
to follow, for the Coming and
Manifestation of God, in Person,
is the end of prophets. And the
one He chooses; his mission is not
that of a prophet, but that of a
Messenger, because he needs not
to prophesy. He takes messages
from the mouth of God to the peo-
ple whom God would warn and
guide.

MEMPHIS — More mysteries
are surrounding the monstrous
murder of Dr. Martin Luther
King than that which surrounded
the killing of the late President
John F. Kennedy.

The great manhunt, ostensibly
begun immediately after Dr. Mar-
tin Luther King was felled fatal-
ly wounded by an assassin's bul-
let, is beginning to show signs of
apparent deterioration, giving
rise to speculation that the
“‘chase"” is going in circles — per-
haps by design.

IT IS rumored that many Black
people here are convinced pri-
vately that the death of Dr. King
was well planned in advance,
possibly with the connivance of
some city officials. 1

Cpmra.ry to the confidence ex-
hibited by U.S. Attorney General
Ramsey Clark on national televi-
sion recently, apparently an ar-
rest is not imminent.

The attorney general, in an-
swer to questions, said the Jus.
tice Department had one man’s
name and that the man was ‘‘on
the run.” He added that he could
not be sure only one person was
involved but strangely ruled out
a conspiracy.

HOWEVER, among the ques-
tions, speculation and suspicions
going the rounds is: Were there
more than one person involved in
Dr. King’s murder? The obvious
thoroughness of the murderer had
the professional touch, some ob-
servers pointed out, making high-
Iy suspect the theory that a wild
lunatic pulled the trigger.

There were stories that the man
“on the run” might be as far
away as Mexico and that the
Mexican authorities had been
alerted.

Accarding to a copyrighted story
by George Bryan in The Com-
mercial Appeal, it was later al-
leged that a young man ‘“‘used a
phony Chicago address and tele-
phone number in obtaining a
Mexican travel card the day be-
fore the killing” and that this
young man “is really a 19-year-
old Memphis State University stu-
dent ... He is not believed to
be connected with the cuse.”

® WHAT about the strange
case of the highly-publicized white
Mustang, presumed to be the get-
away vehicle? Bryan wrote:

“The police dispatcher relayed
seven transmissions — supposedly
from Lieutenant Bradshaw in Car
160—between 6:23 p.m. and 6:47
p.m. ... a little more than a haif
hour after Dr. King was shot by
a sniper . . .

“The messages took thc speed-
ing Mustang—and a blue Pontlac
reported to be chasing it—{rom
Summer Avenue east of Highland
to Austin Peay Highway outside
Ralelgh. ..."”

LT. R. W. Bradshaw denied he
was “chasing a white Mustang,”
Bryan reported, adding that the
officer refused to answer any oth-
er questions, saying that “any
other information will have to
come from the chief."”

TUSKEGEE, Ala. — With the
brutality of Viet Nam standing

TUSKEGEE Institute, founded

Left off the invitation list were
the names of Carmichael, Brown
of the Student Non-Violent Co-
ordinating Committee, and other
more militant Blacks.

INNIS revealed that several
White House aids and Louis Mar-
tin, the Black deputy chairman
of the Democratic National Com-
mittee, tried to persuade McKis-
sick to attend the meeting in the
Cabinet Room.

Among those who put in their
presence were Roy Wilkins, lead-
er of the National Association for
the Advancement of Colored
People (NAACP); Whitney
Young, Jr, National Urban
League; Bayard Rustin, chief or-
ganizer of the 1963 March on
Washington; Dorothy Height, pres-
ident, National Council of Negro
women; a Black judge and Black
bishop; Gary (Ind.)
