Muslim Inmates in D.C. Institution

Suddenly, Granted Religious Freedom

(Pan, African Press) -

WASHINGTON, D.C.—In what
can be considered his most con-
ciliatory gesture to date, Mr. Ken-
neth L. Hardy, Head of the De-
partment of Corrections for the
District of Columbia, extended
the traditional privilege — visit-
ing outside religious services—to
Muslim inmates for the first time,
and in addition, established a
precedent by allowing the in-
mates to attend a night-time Mus-
lim social-charity affair.

The inmates, Brother Northa-
leen X Boney and Brother Leroy
X Bowman of the Youth Center;
and Brother Percy X Taylor and
Joseph E X Paitt of the Lorton
Reformatory, attended a Sunday
Mosque meeting at 1519 4th St.

lim Bazaar. They were accom-
panied by Department of Cor-
rection’s Senior Chaplin, Rev. Da-
vid Turner and Correctional of-
ficer, Gerald Johnson.

In the light of long-standing re-
calcitrant reaction to Muslim
pleas for equal treatment, these
recent developments may repre-
sent some change in the depart-
ment of correction’s official posi-
tion with regards to the rights of
Muslin inmates.

DEPUTY DIRECTOR, Joseph
Havender holds the view that re-
cent privileges granted to Mus-
lim inmates are the results of a
“warming trend between Muslim
officlals and prison authorities.”

Mr. Havender did not indicate
however, whether this “warming

trend” was the result of correc-

tional authorities’ belated recog-
nition of the reformational effect
of Messenger Muhammad’s teach-
ings, or the development of a
Khrushchev-style co-existence ap-
proach toward the Muslims.

Among the unusual develop-
ments indicating a change in the
Department of corrections’ ap-
proach toward Muslims, director
Hardy on one afternoon immedi-
ately left the business of his of-
fice to keep a hastily arranged
appointment with Minister Lonnie
Shabazz and Minister Muhammad
Ali, who arrived earlier in the
city to fullfill several speaking
engagements.

Mr. Hardy, It is recalled, made
international news just two years
ago for his refusal to permit Mu-

WASHINGTON — The nation’s
unemployment rate dropped to
3.5 per cent of the nation's laber
force last month, matching a rec-
ord 15-year low point.
