Of course there is an explanation for everything.

But in the meantime, the Bay City's chief executive has taken
time off from marathon-strike-arbitrations and part-time
amateur violin performances to summarily institute, preside

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Chicago South Side rocked by Poison gas emergency

City’s official unreadiness, laxness sparks damage suits

By Michael L. Calbert

CHICAGO — Residents of
Black communities located
near large industrial sites
establish emergency alert
systems such as those created
and utilized by suburban
communities to warn them of
impending danger.

THIS NEED was
dramatically demonstrated
during the recent mass
evacuation of the Altgeld
Gardens housing complex
after the area was inundated
with lethal gas fumes from a
ruptured chemical housing
tank at a nearby chemical
storage company.

Although Chicago and Illinois
are equipped with local and
regional air pollution
monitoring facilities — the
Department of Environmental
Control (DEC) and the U.S.
Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) — residents
should understand that these
agencies are equipped to
detect and analyze the degree
of pollution only after it has
been released into Lhe air.

As ope community observer
noted, they neither control nor
protect the environment.

SPOKESMEN FOR both
groups have indicated that
they were unable to detect the
leaking gas fumes before
persons began dropping from
the fumes at pear - by Carver
High School.

‘‘We do have certain

monitoring points which have °

been established,”” Peggy
Reidy, of the DEC told
Mubammad Spesks, “‘but so
of len, something may occur at
a point which is not right next
Lo the facility."”

Of the 20 DEC monitoring
facilities located at high
schools throughout the city, all
are primarily concerned with
sulfur dioxide, carbon
monoxide and particulate
matter in the air. Gas fumes —
such as the ones released near
the housing complex — may go
undetecied unless they emit a
noticeable odor or unless
comp!laints are phoned in from
communily residents.
SIMILAR PROCEDURES
are utilized by the EPA. While
there are 59 monitoring sites
scallered over the stale, most
of the actual air sampling is
done by mobile units.

““We have them driving
around and whenever they
smell something or think its
necessary, they take a
reading,” Phylis Elperine, of
the public information office
related

Although 1t has been
suggested during a recenl
communily meeting Lhal
neither of these agencies

adequately performs the jobs
they were designed for, Joseph
Nedza, customer service
manager for Bulk Terminals
Co., said he did not believe the
leak could have been prevented
even I It had been detected
earlier.

"'We have the facilities here
to handle regular gas
leakages,” Nedza said, “but
from what I can [ind out there
was no physical way to get

close enough to plug this one
w."

Nedza emphasized that the
tank in which the chemicals
were housed for more than six
months was technically
capable of handling its
contents and added that the
tank contained the only lethal
gas supply.

Vrdolyak and 5th Ward

Community ‘countdown’ proves futile:

seven days to stop deadly fume leak

CHICAGO — The president of

the Cook County Bar
Association, Attorney James
Montgomery, has charged that
the city of Chicago was
extremely lax in moving to
protect the lives of the
residents of Altgeld Gardens,
when escaping gases from a
nearby chemical plant — the
Bulk Terminal Co. plant —
forced the residents to flee
from their homes.

“AND WITHOUT a doubt,
this laxity can be traced to the
city's lack of regard for the
Black lives affected,”
Montgomery said.
Montgomery also added that
the Company was extremely
careless in handling the
situation which developed
when the gases began leaking
from a bulk storage tank
located less than a mile from
the far South Side housing
project.

The entire affair was

characterized by one mix - up
after another. And this was
abated by false information or
no information from the
police, and/or the company, as
to the true nature of the
dangers involved.

ACCORDING TO Garden
residents the gases began
hovering over the project as
early as noon on Friday April
25, As the conditions grew
steadily worse, families began
locking themselves in their
homes {o escape the fumes.

Mrs. Kathy Johnson teld
Mubammad Speaks she was
cooking in the garden of her
home when she first smelled
the fumes.

“] went into the house and
closed all the windows and
doors,”" Mrs. Johnson said,”
but the fumes kept creeping
in."

1t was at this time that people
began having convulsions and
fainting from being exposed Lo
the fumes.

Mrs. Marie Craig said she had

to commend the Black Chicago
Transit Authority drivers who
evacuated the residents once
the police decided to take them
across the city to a safer high
school.

“At first,” Mrs. Craig said,
“the police wouldn't let the
buses come in. But once they
gave ‘em the go ahead, those
Black drivers really worked to
get the people out of here —
and I want everybody to know
it”

THE RESIDENTS weren't
able to move back into their
homes until late Sunday
evening. When they did, they
discovered that all the food left
in their homes had to be
thrown away.

They also discovered that the
fumes still lingered in the
area. And the leaking storage
tank still hadn’t been repaired.
The fumes have been hovering
in the Gardens ever since: and
it was reported by the
Enviormental Protection
Agency that on Wednesday
May 1, the count became so
high it was almost necessary
to evacuate the people again.

Montgomery told Muhammad
Speaks that the case from a
legal standpoint appears to be
one of simple neglect.
