L_EBANESE WEEKLY Al Diar has reported the existence of a
!Jnl'led States military plan code -named Prometheus Fire, which
Is aimed at occupying the oil fields and oil terminals in the Arab
worlq In case there need be a *‘provisional character aimed at
assuring a climate of security necessary for the normal
continuation of oil production.” Under the alleged plan
paratroopers would be dropped simultaneously in Libya, at the
formgr U.S. Wheelus Air Base and at Libyan oil fields and
terminals along the Mediterranean coast from Latta Quieh in
np@ern Syria to Ras al Nakura, the area crossed by the Iraqi
pipline to Syria and’ in Iraq. Paratroopers also would land in
Saudi Arabia, Kuwait, Abu Dhabi and Dubai. The newspaper said
the plan was drawn up after the Arab-Israeli war in June, 1967,

He told a crowd of
thousands massed in Revolution Square that Cuba was ready to
establish diplomatic relations with any country in Latin
America, whatever its political system, as long as it had an
independent foreign ploicy. Castro said that Cuba would not ta!k
to Washington about a renewal of relations until the economic
boycott of Cuba was removed and that Cuba would never return
to the Organization of American States, which suspended her in
1962.

The Palestimian guerilla
policy is to not interfere in the
internal affairs of Arab states,
The Palestinians have no
desire to divert from their
goal—fighting Israeli
occupation and struggling for a
free democratic Palestine. In
Lebanon, this policy should
temporarily be changed.

THE PALESTINIAN
guerrillas and their Lebanese
comrades should direct their
guns against the ruling
establishment — the Arab-
allies of Zionism and
imperialism.

*Civil rights flavor’ to
Atlanta workers’ strike

ATLANTA—Despite several
dramatic marches into downtown
Atlanta by picketing Black
Employees and Students, a strike at
Rich’s Department Store dragged on
into its fourth week with no let up in
sight.

RICH'S INC, a quarter billion

dollar Atlanta based firm which
employs 10,000 people, has a
tremendous_impact on the Atlanta
community.

Last week, 102 demonstrators
were arrested on criminal trespass
charges when they entered the main
store to present their demands to
the management.

The demonstrators spent the night
in jail and were released on bond
Saturday. A small number of the 102
were bound over for trial at a
hearing Monday afternoon; the rest
will have to return to another
hearing next Wednesday.

Last week also featured a
svmbolic candlelight march from
the Wheat Street Baptist Church
down Auburn Avenue 1o Rich's,
where approximately 200 singing
and chanting demonstrators
marched around and around the

]
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store.

NEGOTIATIONS between store
management and employees broke
up after two hours in the offices of

the Atlanta Community Relations

Commission (CRC).

According to a CRC spokesman,

neither side could come to an
.agreement on three key issues in the
dispute, ‘‘the lack of an employee

grievance procedure, pay raises and '’

upgrading, and promotional
, opportunities for Black workers.”

' The next day, approximately 300
persons marched from Hunter
Street to Rich’s downtown—without
a parade permit encircled by police
and detectives—with SCLC
Williams predicting more mass
arrests in the three -week old strike.

However, Richard ‘Rich, who
heads the firm, questioned the
credibility of Hosea Williams. Rev.
Williams responded with a $10
million suit threat if he did not
recejve an apology by 3:00 p.m. the
next day. He did nol receive the
apology, and thus filed the suit for
defamation of character

THE DEMONSTRATION leader,
Ernie Brown, insists (hal the
intensity of the strike is not
slackening, even though some

Rev. Williams, who has been
organizing the strike, delivered a:
list . of 37 demands to Rich’s
Management, which was answered
by the chairman of the store’s board
of directors in a cover letter to the
Black employees, indicating that
many of the items raised are totally
unrelated to Rich’s employees.

One of the demands from Rev.
Williams and the striking employees
is that Rich's deposit a minimum of
one million dollars in Black owned
banks. The reasoning according to
the group is that Black banks need
to survive, and Rich's makes a large
profit from the Black community
and has a responsibility (o the
community to try and bring aboul
Black capitalism,

Rich's answer o this demand was
that the Black employees could stay
on strike for the next 10 years.

stepson followed suit. “If the
same thjng happened again, 1
would run again,” commented
Armstead.

He and Clifford dashed across
a vacant lot as a second shot
was fired, he said. He
stumbled and looking back saw
Clifford on the ground but
thought he had only fallen too.
On the other side of the lot, he
discovered that the boy was no
longer with him and he flagged
down a police patrol car.

AFTER TELLING the
patrolmen in the patrol car
that he and his son were being
chased by two men with guns,
the patrol car took him back to
the lot where they found
Clifford dead lying in a pool of
blood.

The police version, according
to Patrolman Shea and his
partner Walter Scott, was that
they stopped Clifford and his
dad at 5 a.m. at 112th Rd. and
New York Blvd. They were
allegedly investigating the
holdup of a cab driver an hour
earlier,

They said that the Black
“suspects” fled when they
sought to question them and
that the youngster was shot
after he pointed a gun at them
in flight.

Officer Shea fired three shots
and N.Y.C. Deputy Chief
Medical Examier, Yong-Myun
Rho, reported that the Black
youth had been hit once in the
back with the bullet piercing
his lung and 'several major
blood vessels before exiting
from the front of the boy’s
throat.

Although in their report at the
Jamaica Precinct, Patrolmen
Shea and Scott claimed they
stopped the boy and Armstead
because they: resembled the
description of two suspects in
the taxi holdup.

THE POLICE alarm
broadcast, the descriptions as
two Black men about 24, with
one man 5 feet 11 inches tall,
weighing 155 pounds and the
other 6 feet tall, weighing 180
pounds. The slain youth was 4
feet 11 inches tall and weighed
90 pounds and his stepfather is
obviously over .50 in
appearance.

After an all-day investigation
of the slaying, Queens
Assistant District Attorney
Martin Bracken ordered the
arrest of Shea that Saturday
night for murder. That stirred
up a hornet’s nest in the N.Y .C.
Police Department and Queens
D.A."'s office.

Murder charge dropped:
May 29 date for kidnap re-trial

SAN FRANCISCO (LNS)—On
April 23 the State of California
announced that it was dropping
murder charges against Ruchell
Magee but slated that it is going to
retry him on a charge of aggravated
kidnapping stemming from the
.Avgust, 1970 Marin County
Courthouse shootout. Date for the
new trial was set for May 29:

MAGEE’S TRIAL énded in 2 hung
jury on April 3 when the six woman,
six man jury deadlocked at 11 to one
for acquittal on the murder charge
and at 11 Lo one for conviction on the
kidnapping charge.

Moses Shepard, a middle-aged
Black postal clerk, was the lope
juror prevesting conviction on the
kideapping charge. Shepard
explained that be *‘was stauch for
acquittal on both counts.” He added
that he felt the state “didn’t prove
its case,’” and declared that ‘I don't
think that Magee was guilty of
anything.” *

So, after two and a half years of
pre-trial motions, six weeks of jury
selection, an eleven week trial and
% bours of jury deliberation, Magee
must prepare to go through it all
again,

Magee has had to live with such
frustration, though, since he was
originally sentenced Lo five years to
life on a $10 robbery-kidnapping
charge in 1963. Bince that original
conviction Magee has filed hundreds
of hand written documenis with the
courts challenging the 1963 decision

Over the years, he became &

famed jailhouse lawyer, filing writs
and petitions which helped release
several fellow prisoners. But his
appeals on His own behalf gained no
action.

DENIED THE RIGHT to defend
himself in court and thus burdened
with court appointed lawyers who
refused to present the defense that
he desired, Magee was forced to cry
out frequently in the court room just
to make heard what he felt were the
important ideas. For this he was
often bound and gagged as well as
tagged with the label “moron” or
“raving lunatic” by establishment
press.

THE PROSECUTION based its
murder case on a sensational photo
of Magee holding a sawed-off
shotgun taped to Haley's head. They
charged that Magee had pulled the
trigger ingide the escape van and
blown away half of Haley's face.

‘Measure Watergate conduct
against impeachment rules’

WASHINGTON, D.C. —
Congressman Charles D. 'Rangel,
(D—N.Y.) called on the Chairman of
the Judiciary Committee of the House
to begin immediate investigation of
the President's Watergate con@uct,
“‘measured against the constitutional
standards for impeachment.”

RANGEL'S ENTREATY followed
the Chief Executive's appeal for
support for the presidency in !he
wake of the Watergate scandal which
has led to near-wholesavle
resignations of his closest White
House aides. Apparently incensed
over the President’s glib
‘‘explanation” of the conspiratorial
drama, Rangel termed the speech,
“an insult to the intelligence of the
American people.” :

In much the same vein,
Congressman William Clay, D—Mo.,
called Nixon's speech,
“reprehensible...thirty minutes of
barbled rhetoric. It reflected the
general decay and widespread
decadence of white leadership that
exists in this country.”

Making something of a parody of the

administration's patriotic rhetoric, .

Clay declared, “This is a time of
treason, where criminal elements are
seeking to undermine and destroy the
very fabric of our form of
government,

“MR. NIXON should not only
request the resignation of all those
involved, /but he should step down
himself."

Congressman Louis Stokes,
chairman of the Black Congressional
Caucus also joined the Black
concensus of opinion. “Now that
Nixon has accepted the responsibility
for the sordid affair, he must also
accept the blame."

Stokes insisted that the President
‘'step aside" at this point, to clear the
deck for an impartial investigation of
the whole affair.

Nixon's appeal to the American

RANGEL CALLED the President's
appeal for sympathy for himself and
the culprits already indicted anq
charged, ‘‘hypocritical piety."

Nixon, he said, “‘wants us to believe
that he was coming clean, but in truth
he revealed nothing that had pot
already been widely reported in the
press, and was in fact hiding what has
become obvious — that his closest
aides, and perhaps he himself, knew
of the Watergate bugging and the
efforts by the White House to cover it
wp.”

It was noted by the congressmen,
that Nixon rode to power on ‘“law and
order”” and ‘‘peace’ platforms. The
former Attorney General, John
Mitchell, who alledgedly promised to
change the country into a near-
garrison state to ‘‘preserve law and
order,” and Nixon's witch-hunting
personal staff — who saw
‘‘conspiracy’ in every bedroom, or
street gathering of more than two
Black youths — are now themselves
the branded ‘‘conspirators.”’

The attempted cover up and delay
“‘flies in the face of law and order,"
Rangel continued. ‘‘This, like many
of the President’s actions has shown
his contempt for the truth, and his
contempt for the American people.

“THE UNCONSTITUTIONAL
waging of war in Southeast Asia, the
illegal impounding of funds
appropriated by the Congress, the
illegal attempt to dismantle the
Office of Economic Opportunity, and
the illegal Walergate activities are
all fruit of the same poisonous tree
emanating from the White House.”

1t is widely feared here in political
circles that Watergate may cast a
taint upon the American Presidency
and the so-called "‘American way.
or “form of government.”

Consequently — despite what
appears sensational by press
accounts — much of the unrevealed
data s being soft-peddled, and many
political figures, Black and white, aré
cautioning restraint. Some Nixonltes
are allegedly seeking to generate
“save the presidency, or save the
country” slogan at this point.

among Georgia’s farmers

ATLANTA Last week
Georgia farmers were smiling
at the possibility of their
unique comparative advantage
because of the record flooding
of the Mississippi River.
THE FLOODING which has
taken millions of acres of
farmland, mainly cotton, corn
and soybeans in the Mid-west,
would mean high profits for
Georgia farmers.
Because there have been
heavy rains but no -massive
flooding in Georgia, the
farmers felt that they could
get their crops replanted in the
ground in a crash program
using every available acre.
Whereas it was reported that
Georgia farmers felt it was
“tragic” for the Mississippi
River farmers, they felt they
could capitalize on their
misfortunes.
With cotton prices already
rising becuase of the flooding
Mississippi, Georgia farmers
were working late into the
night re-planting by lathern
light.
However, smiling faces
among Georgia farmers were
short-lived. The same day the
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news media reported possible
profits, April rains hit that
very afternoon, causing
crops—which had to be re-
Planted because of 20 inches of
rain weeks ago—to soak in an
additional seven inches of rain.

Heavy April rains completely
wiped out replanted crops in
' some areas, thus adding to the
crisis of late planting which
subjects plants to rougher
disease and insect conditions.
Spring planting time for some
crops has passed and unless
the sun immediately lowers
the humidity and dries out the
oversoaked farmlands, late
planting will be impossible.
THE GEORGIA Agriculture
Department informed
Muhammad Speaks that the
“‘quality of peanut and cotton
crops will be hurt not only by
late planting but the coolness
that follows rain prevents
germination.”

“Just when it appeared the
worst was over, it seems the
worst may be coming,” a
Georgia farmer remarked

- while holding his head down
observing his replanted crop
floating in a sea of standing
water.
