This
shows you how even the Eu-
ropeans have been brain-
washed by Zionism. ‘“Those
barbarians, those Arabs’ —
two ladies were exchanging
views—"‘they want to kill
those helpless’ — how help-
less they were — ‘‘Israelis.
Isn’'t that a shame?'” And
then they looked at her and
said, ““Why don’t you com-
ment?’ She said, “Do I look
like a barbarian? I am an
Arab.”” ‘‘Shame on you,”
they said.

Why did I mention those
two incidents? To show the
mood of the West against
our people, who gave them
the alphabet. During the
Crusades the West was
made up of barbarians, real
barbarians then. Richard the
Lion - Hearted was impris-
oned twice by Saladin the
Chivalrous. And twice he
was released on condition
that he would not fight
against the Arabs, and twice
the Lion - Hearted was
treacherous.

‘What have we done to you
since the Crusades? What
have we done to the British
or to the French or to the
Americans? Why don’t you
leave us alone?

ON THE religious argu-
ment — well, there are 900
million or a billion Chris-
tians. Why don’t they say,
‘““Jerusalem and the Holy
Land should be ours.”” There
are 600 million Muslims. If
this is a religious argument,

Club - wielding policemen
waded into the group, touch-
ing off two days of window
breaking, looting, rock and
bottle throwing and ar-
son. At least seven police-
men and four firemen were
wounded by gunfire.

NEGRO LEADERS met
with the Cincinnati City
Council the day after the up-
heaval began. They pointed
out that the officers were
“scared” and that their be-
havior ““served only fo in-
flame an already tense situ-
ation.”

The leaders demanded the
release of all persons arrest-
od and that charges against
them be dropped.

The black community also
was angered over the brutal
beating of a 60-year-old Ne-
gro, Richard Chenault, by
several policemen. The offi-
cers claim Chenault at-
tacked them *with his fists.”
The elderly Negro “hit me in
the eye,”” a patrolman testi-
fied. Chenault was convict-
ed in criminal court and
sentenced to a 30-day jail
term.

BLACK citizens of Prait-
ville, Ala., exploded into vio-
lence after the unjustified
jailing of Stokely Carmi-
chael. When it was an-
nounced on the radio that
the police and guardsmen
had orders to ‘‘shoot to kill,”
Negroes returned fire of
charging guardsmen,
wounding at least three of
them.

The Tampa upheavel, con-
sidered by Washington offi-
cials as the “worst this
year,' resulted in the shoot-
ing, beating and arrest of
hundreds of black persons,
After a day of police and
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SUCH SIGNS appeared in fronf of businesses
throughout Boston's Roxbury district during
recent upheaval sparked by police brutality
against black women and children. Even some
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white merchants posted such declaraﬁons,
but irate rioters occasionally paid no

heed

against Negroes,
youths began stopping cars
with white occupants and
dragging them from the
autos.

It was reported that Mrs.
Carl DeWitt, 2 white woman,
ran to police shouting:

“THEY'VE GOT my hus-
band. They're beating him.”

Police reported that Negro
looters were emerging from
Tampa stores “loaded.”

The Negro unemployment
rate in Tampa remains be-
tween 10 and 15 per cent,
more than three times
the national average. The
black ghetto, which was
ringed with national guards-
men during the uprising,
contains some 6,000 Negroes
crammed into about 36 city
blocks.

To make matters worse,
Cuban refugees continue
pouring into the city and are
competing actively with Ne-
groes for jobs. Some 10,000
Cubans have moved to Tam-
pa within the last few years.

Tells How Black ‘Misfit’ in Sudanse =
Society Brought Misery fo Husband, Sejf

Perhaps by my selting an
example you will be more
able to understand how
Christian people Arom the
Western society — keeping
their practices and habi-
tudes — cannot fit into the
Muslim society in the East.

ONE MORNING in the
Sudan I was phoned by 2
devil, caucasian, and told
about a black American girl
who had come to the Sudan
to be married and after two
months was miserably un-
happy and was ready to re-
turn to America. I was told
that the girl—we shall refer
to her as Madame Rien—was
not told about the Sudanese
soclety prior to her coming.

Madame Rien’s husband
had heard about the Ameri-
can black girl, me, at the
university who liked the Su-
dan and he had hopes that
I could meet with and per-
haps help Madame Rien to
understand their society. He
did no trust her alone with
any of the Americans and he
brought her to meet me at
the university.

BEFORE meeting the cou-
ple, I had made up my mind
to condemn him and to help
her leave as she wished to
do. T blamed him for not
helping her to be happy and

adjust to her new-found con-

| ditions and environment in
| the Sudan. I

also blamed
him for not preparing her
for the society in which she
was to live. I was in for a
real surprise.

When 1 met him, a very
well mannered and humble
man, he looked miserable. I
was very much surprised by

mannerism. She was

dressed in al sholrt, bt
ight-print, sleeveless,
il with large

neckline dress
loop earrings. Her appear-

ance alone would repel the
good in the Sudanese S0-
ciety.

She was naked in their
eyes. To them she appeared
to fill the low role of a pros-
titute.

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Will Lynch Law Once Again Return to
Insure Suppression of Black People?

HOUSTON — It appears
that Houston officials are
trying to discourage further
black outbursts against the
oppression of the white
Christian system by making
it clear that lynch-law will
once again prevail against
black people if such revolts
recur.

WHENEVER something is
done against them, they
seem to imply, they will
seek revenge as is the case
of the five men indicted for
the murder of Officer Louis
Kuba. The five men also are
charged with two “assault
to murder” indictments in
the shooting of two other
Police Officers, Allen Dale
Dugger, 32, and Robert G.
Blaylock, 31. Dugger was
shot in the face and Blay-
Jock in the left hip and leg,
police said. Both officers
have recovered.

After the grand jury had
given the five men a taste of
blind justice, it commended
the Houston Police Depart-
ment for its handling of the
tragedy, and then ended up
with a plous plea for “Broth-
erly Love,"

The defendants on all
three Indictments are John
Parker, 20; Trazawell
Franklin, Jr., 20; Charles
Freeman, 18; Floyd Ni-
chols, 25, and Douglas
Wayne Waller, 21. All were
students at T.S.U. at the
time of the rioting.

W. A. (Doc) Ruhmann,
grand jury foreman, said

“We the Harris County
Grand Jury, after due in-
vestigation find that our law
enforcement officials acted
with due restraint in bring-
ing under control the dis-
turbance at T.S.U. on the
night of May 17, 1967.

“With numerous rumors
of police brutality, we find
that the law enforcement of-
ficers acted in the best in-
terests of the community.
We find this trouble was
caused or encouraged by a
few agitators and trouble-
makers. We hope the fair-
minded and responsible peo-
ple will work together for
the return of peace and har-
mony and strive for the goal
‘Love thy neighbor as thy
self' in this community as
well as the world.”

As to possible damage to
the dormitories by police,
Ruhmann said, the damage
was no more than anyone
should expect in a thing of
this scope, considering the
speed necessary and having
to get snipers out of the
buildings, The police had no
cholce. They had a job to do
in warfare conditions, and
“they did a wonderful job.”

The city is not probing
damages done inside the
dormitories. A spokesman
for Mayor Loule Welch said
