Africans Say British Forced Opium on China

MASERU—African leaders
here reminded the world that
Great Britain once forced
China's people to buy and
use opium and backed up
thelr viclous traffic with mil-
ilary might when China re-
sisted,

trom  Basutoland, the tny

It was part
of thelr eriticism of Britain's
historie role in subjugating
colontal peoples.

‘Makatolle,” official publi-
cation of the Basutoland
Congress Party, described
the British colonial system
as one of “‘robbery and pi-
racy.”

However, few British op-
erations against colored peo-
ples have been as inhuman
and as genocidal as Britain's
infamous “opium war”
against China, the Basuto
publication said.

“The Britlsh knew the ef-
fects of opium, they knew 1L
was not pood for any healthy
natfon, yet they decided to
sell it to China,” they said.

HOW TO MAKE AN
ECONOMICAL PRO-
GRAM SUCCESSFUL:
It is very hard for an
economist to plan a wise
program and see his
plans carried out, be-
cause the so-called Amer-
ican Negroes’ economics
are controlled by the
white man. The white
man owns the country
and the industry. He is
manufacturer and pro-
ducer of everything.
Now, it is difficult to plan
an economical program
for a dependent people
who, for all their lives,
have tried to live like the
white man.

The first step the so-
called Negro wage earn-
ers should take is to

i

spend only when neces-
sary, and according to
their income. They
should save as much of
their salaries as possible
— weekly, biweekly or
monthly. We, as wage
earners, should always
plan to save something
from whatever we are
paid. Do not become ex-
travagant spenders like
the rich, who own the
country and everything
in it. It is sheer ignorance
for us to try to compete
in luxury with the own-
ers.

If we can save just 5
cents a day from our
wages, 25 cents a week,
$1 a month—that would
mean $52 a year we could
save in a national savings
bank. We number around
22 million and approxi-
mately five million are
wage earners. If five mil-
lion wage earners saved
$52 a year, this would
mean $260 million saved
out of our wages. At the
rate of 25 cents per week,
it would be painless. But
so-called Negroes do not
have that in a national
banh.

Let us see how much
money we spend unnec-
essarily: Suppose we
spent the same amount
(25 cents a week) in to-
bacco (cigarettes, cigars,
chewing or snuff dip-
ping). But, of course, you

Joining the Muslim faith in
the United States and be-
coming a follower of the
Honorable Elijah Muham-
mad, changing his name to
Muhammad Ali, h a s surely
been the road to the pot of
gold at the end of the rain-
bow for the former Cassius
Clay.

If there ever were any

In
this strictly
Muslim coun-
try they are
definite-
lyproud of
him here as
a follower of

It is a pride of dignified ac-
ceptance, something Cassius
Clay never knew as a black-
man in the United States.

They are proud of him and
grateful to him for bringing
the heavyweight champion-
ship of the world under the
Muslim banner. They always
knew that nobody was their
superior — this is proof.

There is a distinctly dif-
ferent psychology of the
masses in dealing with their
heroes here in North Africa
than that in West Africa,
where he first visited. Mu-
hammad Ali has adjusted to
it perfectly.

No longer does he burst
through the door of a plane,
thrust his arms in the air
and yell to the crowd “the
king’' nor does he alight
from a car at the head of a
convoy and announce ‘‘I'm
the greatest.”

Quite to the contrary he
sits smilingly calm in the
back seat of a Cadillac wav-
ing his arm with the qulet
dignity of a Herbert Hoover
while the crowds vigorously
clap their hands and wave
and smile, Muhammad All Is

not only a boxer — he’s an
actor.

However, it's the young-
sters who run for blocks
alongside his car just to
touch his outstretched arm
and he still does a better job
of kissing babies than Rich-
ard Nixon. Muhammad Ali
has one problem, here, that
is, finding enough black
babies to kiss,

The Egyptians have really
put on the cooks tour for
him. First they gave him the
full works on_ the tour of the
Pyramids and the Sphinx
there. He had the usual cam-
el ride with dozens of pic-
tures being taken. He
watched the superb athlete
who climbs to the top of the
pyramid in record time and
down again.

Egyptians take great pride
in showing off their athletic
powers and their strength. A
49 year old commander in
the Egyptian Navy who is
assigned as a representa-
tive of the government to di-
rect the party while in Egypt
matched strength with Mu-
hammad Ali in a game that

It will take 9
years to bullt It and 35,000
people are working on it.
The length of the dam's lake
is 311 miles and the average

breadth of the lake is 6.2
miles. When completed it
will revolutionize industry in
Egypt.
