LONDON — The fact that President Ho Chi Minh
of North Viet Nam rejected the peace emissaries of Brit-
lan’s Prime Minister Harold Wilson but indicated  he
would accept a similiar mission under the leadership of
black Africa’s Kwame Nkrumah of Ghana, was viewed
here as a blunt reminder from the Asian leader to the
White West that major issues affecting the world may
no longer be settled without the direct participation of
the ‘“New Forces” of Africa and Asia.

Kwesl Armah, Ghana's
High Commissioner to Brit-
ain left im-
mediately for
Hanoi with-
out conferr-
ing with Brit-
ish Common-

Minh’s personal nvitation
to Nkrumah was viewed
here as a master stroke of
diplomacy by the veteran
revolutionary. Asian diplo-
mats here credit him with
“carrylng out the spirit of
the Bandung'' conference by
elevating the status of Africa.
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The departure of Mr. Ar-
mah coincided with a state-
ment from Ho that the North
Vietnamese were willing to
fight on towards victory
‘“even if it takes 20 years.”

Nkrumah is expected to
follow up his envoy’s.visit by
personally going to North
Viet Nam if it appears possi-
ble to establish the kind of
atmosphere for negotiations
necessary for a solution to
the war. Other members
named to the mission to Ha-
noi included delegates from
Nigeria, Trinidad and Ta-
bago, and Britain.

Minh had rejected an ear-
lier delegation from the 21-
nation British common-
wealth summit conference
as a ‘fraud'" and had re-
fused to see Its leaders.

On the other hand, Nkru-
mah has been openly critical
of America's role inSouth
East Asla and has jolned
other African states in de-
manding a withdrawal of
U.S. troops, not only from
Viet Nam but from Santo
Domingo as well,

Meanwhile in Peking, Chl-
nese Prime Minister Chou

in Viet Nam, the Congo and
the Dominican = Republic
were fighting not only for
their own interests but for
the common interests of the
people of Asia, Africa and
the entire world.

The Uganda leader said
that he had sensed ‘‘a great
deal of unfriendliness in cer-
tain quarters” when he an-
nounced that he was going to
visit Peking.

A minimum of
400 million persons would
die the first hour of such a
conflict, the Rand Report
declared.

Asked about his regard for
the accuracy of the Rand
Corporation statement, Prof.
Titterton, an atomic expert
of the Australian National
University, said:

“Quite accurate. It might
be even worse."

On “Nuclear Weapons and
World Sanity,” Dr. Linus
Pauling, of the UNESCO
Courler, 1 ssue November,
1964, estimates that ther e
are al present 320,000 mega-
tons in the world's nuclear
stockpile.

War Casualties

Civilian involvement con-
stitutes a factor in nuclear
deaths, the Nuclear Report
discloses. In World War 1,
9,800,000 were killed, of
which five per cent were
civilians. In World War Ir,
of 52 million, 48 per cent
were civilians. Of the 9,200,-
000 killed in the Korean War,
84 per cent were civilians.
This is why U Thant, UN
Secretary - General, said:
‘“Anybody who proposes to
use atomic weapons for de-
structive purposes is, in my
view, out of his mind.”
That nuclear weapons are
not guarantees of national
security came from two
scientific advisers to Presi-
dent John F'. Kennedy. While
the mlilitary pow er of the
U. S. has been increasing
steadily since World War
II, the national security of
the U. S. has been rapidly
and inexorably diminishing.
In the early 1950's, the
U.S. 8. R. could have
launched an attack on the
U. S. with bombers carrying
fission bombs, they pointed
out. The American casualties
would have numbered in the
millions. Today, the U.S.S.R.
could launch an attack on
the U. S. using intercontinen-
tal missiles and bombers
carrying the thermo-nuclear
weapons. This time the num-
ber of American casualties
could very well be in the
order of 100 million.

“This steady decrease in
national security did not re-
sult from any inaction on
the part of responsible U. S.
military and civilian authori-
ties,” the scientists re-
marked. ‘It resulted from
the systematic exploitation
of the products of modern
sclence and technology in
the U.S.S.R.”

GREENSBORO, Ala. — Negroes here continue to push
a three-pronged civil rights program by picketing down-
town white merchants although klan viclence sent 16 civil
rights workers to the Good Samaritan Hospital in Selma

recently.

Among the finjured were
Robert Wright, of Alexan-
dria, Va., who was hit on the
head by a bottle during a
torrid klan counter action;
Eddie Long, head injury and
Jesse Bregans, grazed on
right forearm by bullet, a
Student Nonviolent Coordi-
nating Committee observer
reported.

The injuries occurred
when civil rights pickets re-
turned to their operational
base at St. Matthews AME
church and found themselves
surrounded by whites in cars

and trucks, the SNCC ob-
server said.

“Our three main causes
are voter registration, edu-
cation and job opportuni-
ties,”” said the Rev. Days,
pastor of the St. Matthews
AME Church. “The local
white merchants hire Ne-
groes but in only one capac-
ity, that of floor sweeper.
There are no Negro clerks
or meat cutters.”

‘Merchants Put Squeeze on
Striking Cotton Laborers

WASHINGTON — Black cotton choppers and tractor
drivers in Shaw, Miss., striking against slave wages, are
being squeezed in an economic vice activated by white
supremacist local merchants in a move to crush the strike
and force them back on the plantations where the cotton
choppers received 30 cents an hour, with tractor drivers

getting 60 cents an hour.

Speaking here in support
of a bill for minimum wage
coverage of farm laborers,
Andrew Hawkins, chairman
of the Shaw area of the Mis-
sissippl Freedom Labor Un-
fon (MFLU), told a House
Subcommittee on Education
and Labor:

“The question now is
whether the strikers will be
able to hold out against the
pressures of the local mer-
chants who have begun de-
manding full and immediate
payment of debts in an at-
tempt to force workers back
on the farm.”

Hawkins, in his testimony,
said the current ‘““wage'’ of
30 cents per hour for cotton
choppers represents an in-
crease of 10 cents an hour
since 1940,

Asking for a $1.25 minl-
mum, Hawkins warned that
“if adequate minimum wage
laws are not brought to
these workers, the people of
the Mississippl Delta will
probably be starved back
onto the farms at the same
oppressive level of income
as before — If they are al-
lowed to get their old jobs
at all.”
