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AN AGREEMENT has been reached between the North

_.Korean Government and the Sudanese Government for

cooperation on economic, technical and cultural development
according to the Koran Central News Agency.

The agreement was signed by Premier Kim II Sung, head of
the People’s Republic of Korea and Gaafar Mohamed Nimeri,
president of the Revolution Command Council and Prime
Minister of the Democratic Republic of the Sudan. Many
representatives of both nations were present to witness the
agreement ceremony.

British joblessness high

UMEMPLOYMENT figures in Great Britian for the month of
August are the highest in at least thirty (30) years according to a
report from the Trade Union Council (TUC). The number of
jobless rose to 605,843 and Vic Feather TUC'S general secretary
said that unless Government economic policy change drastically
unemployment will approach 750,000 this winter, even with many
student workers out of the picture.

How Israel provokes skyjacking

Whether the hijacking of
airliners by  Palestinian
Guerillas serves the just cause
of the Palestinians is a
debatable matter, even among
the Fedayyeen themselves.

AL FATEH, the largest
among the  Palestinian
Commando groups, opposes
such acts.

In his visit to the Palestinian
Freedom Fighters, almost two
years ago, Sir Anthony Natting
spoke to Dr. George Habash,
the head of the Popular Front
For the Liberation of
Palestine, against Guerilla
attacks carried outside the
Middle East Zone.

The British leader, who.
resigned from the British
cabinet in 1956 as protest
against  his  country’s
participation in the 1956
aggressive invasion of the Suez
Canal, expressed fear that
such incidents may be used by
the Israeli enemy against the
heroic struggle waged by the
Palestinians.

The PFLP, responsible for
most of . the hijacking
undertaken by the Palestinjan
Guerillas, believes that the
plane hijacking is necessary to
dramatize the Palestinian
cause and to draw world
attention to the Palestinian
tragedy.

up by explosives minutes after
all the passengers and crew
members were ordered to
leave the aircraft.

This sabotage was used as a _

part of the Popular Front for
the Liberation of Palestine’s
policy of attacking U.S.
economic interests for the
U.S.’s blind support of Israel’s
continued military occupation
and agresstion.

Interviewed by NBC News at
Kennedy Alrport, a Professor
from Purdue Univeristy hailed
the hospitality and manly
manners  the passengers
received  from Egyptian
anthorities.

The
vice-president of the French
Airline  Pilot- Association
charged that Israel had
encouraged  this latest
hijacking by her imprisonment
of two Algerian high officials
who were removed on August
7th from a transit British
Overseas Airways
Corporation Plane now enroute
from the Far East to London.

In a cable to Abba Eban, the
Foreign Minister of the Zionist
Settle State, the association
has warned him that the illegal
seizure of the Al[el"l!l"
““would set off new attacks” on
civil aircraft.

ABBA EBAN has not replied
to the French Pilots' cable,
and his reply to a sﬂﬂﬂa;
protest by the Internatlflf\;l
Federation of Airline Pilots
Association was .Wpoﬂe‘ﬂy
unfavorable to the pilots.

Twenty years— and still refugees

NEW YORK (DW) — The Palestinian Arab problem has begun to boil over.
That should surprise no one, for the problem was left on the fire for more than
two decades. Anything heated up for 20 years either evaporates or explodes, and
the Palestinian Arabs have not evaporated.

THE PROBLEM began in
November, 1947, when the
United Nations voted to
partition the British mandate
territory of Palestine.

Two states were to be
created under the U.N. plan
for the two nations which
inhabited Palestine, the Arabs
and the Jews. In fact, civil war
broke out between the two
almost as soon as the U.N. vote
was taken.

The largely unarmed,
leaderless Arab peasants of
Palestine were very badly
defeated in these hostilities
and hundreds of thousands of
them became refugees before
any Arab state intervened in
Palestine.

On May 15, 1948, the civil
war was transformed into
another kind of war, because
on that date three significant
things happened: 1) the British
withdrew from Palestine, 2)
the State of Israel was
proclaimed, 3) the armies of
the Arab . states entered
Palestine. This new war lasted
until mid-1949 and nearly

doubled the number of
Palestinian Arab refugees.

It should be noted that all
available evidence indicates
the Palestinian Arabs were
urged to stay in Palestine by
the other Arabs: all Arab radio
broadcasts were monitored by
the U.S. and Britain in this
period. The records are now in
the British Museum.

They contain not one Arab
appeal or order for the
Palestinian Arabs to leave
Palestine.

In mid-1949, at the end of
hostilities in Palestine, there
were an estimated 750,000
Palestinian Arab refugees in
all the states bordering on
Israel.

Today, scattered all over the
world, there may be close to
three million Palestininas, of

" whom 1.3 million are officially

refugees from one of the three
conflicts with Israel, and
850,000 of this latter number
are living on United Nations
assistance in the Middle East.
DUE TO human nature more
than anything, the Palestinian

Arab problem has grown
steadily larger every year
since 1M8.

Zionist propaganda would
have the world believe that if
the Palestinian refugees are
not exactly living in conditions
of luxury, they are at least
much better off than most
Arabs. But this is far from the
truth.

The Report of the
Commissioner - General of the
United Nations Relief and
Works Agency for Palestine
Refugees (UNRWA) for the
year ending June, 1968, shows
that the monthly ration of food
for one Palestinian refugee
consists of 22 Ibs. (10,000
grams) of flour, 1.3 Ib. of a
legume called pulses, 1.3 Ib. of
sugar, 1.1 Ib. of rice, and 3 Ib.
of fats and oils. This ration

provides a daily intake of 1,500

calories.

In less scientific terms a
starvation diet. It contains no
meat, milk or dairy products,
or vegetables. This is what the
Palestinian Arab refugees

have lived on for the last 20
years or more.

UNRWA estimates that for
each refugee, it spends less
than eight cents a day, or about
$38 a year. Most refugees were
or are in Jordan, where the
average yearly income, in
1965, was $45 - $50 per person.

So on any terms, the
Palestinians are not living
well, and certainly not better
than most other Arabs.

But there are other things to
consider about the refugees —
shelter, clothing, education
and training.

Shelter? For the most part,
for the last 20 years, the
Palestinians have lived in
various kinds of semi-
permanent dwellings.

THE ZIONISTS again say
this was because the refugees
refused to move into better
places. This is not true either.
Of course, those refugees who
could get out of the UN camps
did so.

That is clear from the
figures on the total Palestinian
population. But those who had
no place to go remained.
UNRWA could not afford to
build magnificent dwellings,
because its funds were limited
to $38 a year for each refugee
for all purposes.

This shows they have never
tried to live under the canvas
of a tent in the desert when the

temperature hits 120 F. and the
flies begin to drop dead. But
this is the summer. There is
also winter.

In Jordan, Lebanon and
Syria, the temperature drops
below freezing in the winter in
the areas where the refugee
camps are located.

Snow falls and freezing rain.
The earth becomes a half-
frozen mass of gumbo mud.
‘The icy wind roars down from
the snow-covered hills and
mountains. This is how the
Palestinians have lived for 20
years.

Song racket

WASHINGTON -
Advertisements calling for
amateur  songwriters to
“‘strike it rich” by sending in
their lyrics or tunes to various
companies are misleading,
according to the Department
of Commerce.

MORE THAN 200,000 songe
are copywrighted in
Washington each year, but only
200 or so actually earn money.
No one who has answered any
of the “‘song writers wanted''
ads has ever been known to
make money, according to
professionals in the music
business. In fact, they usually
lose at least $50.
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HOOPESTON, Illinois —
Less than a block from
downtown Hoopeston, Illinois,
situated on land which once
housed a concentration camp,
stands the ten million dollar a
year firm of Stokely Van-Camp
Cannery.

THE CANNERY compound
consists of factories for
processing field crops picked
by migrant workers and
buildings for housing the
migrants during the harvesting
months.

Most evidence of the
concentration camp is gone.
But the strain on minds and
bodies forced to live and work
under conditions contrary to
human dignity causes oppress-
ed workers to feel much like
concentration camp prisoners
do.
Canning field crops is big
business and in Hoopeston,
Stokely Van Camp is the
biggest. Its method of
operation shows how much
chicanery is used to control the
entire lives of farm workers.

Much planning goes into
each season. In the early
spring the company managers
meet with their crew leaders
and determine the number of
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field hands needed to work the
crops.

The company then loans the
crew leaders money, some-
times as much as $3,000
according to the quantity of
workers needed, to recruit

people to come-and work in the.

fields.

HERE IS WHERE the long
list of deceptions begin. The
crew leader is usually of the
same ethnic group as the
people he is recruiting. This
helps to breed the familiarity
which makes the lies he must
tell them more appealing.

Promises of plenty of steady
work and improved living
conditions coupled with loans
%o help pay bills and the fare to
bring them to Illinois are used
to entice potential workers
North to the fields.

Year after year they come,
always hoping that finally
someone will understand their
plight and attempt to do right
by them. But once the
migrants get to the Stokely
complex, its the same old
story.

THE WORK they have been
promised is not ready,
therefore the migrant must
borrow more money from
either the company or the crew
leader, so his family can have

food to eat. Payday doesn't
come until the second week
after they begin working. .

. The crew leader should
serve as the middle man
between the company and the
workers he recruits for the
farm labor, but instead all of
his efforts are extended to
please the company.

Knowing that if he bothers
the company too much or tries
to help the people, he will
probably not be asked to return
the next year, the crew.leader
stoops to all kinds of devious
means to placate the company
officials. His chief weapon is
fear.

The migrants are afraid to
speak up for better conditions
because they will be put out of
the camp. They need the work
so they can pay their honest
debts and try to make enough
money to save. They can't
afford to be released without

_any money. Therefore, resig-
nation becomes their lot,

There are three ways crew
leaders make money. They get
paid for each worker they
bring to the camp; they
recelve money for the use of
their trucks; and they own

small stores located on the
campsite.

‘Life’ on The Farm
oods firm makes its money

THESE FORMS of monetary
compensation ingratiate the
crew leaders to the company

while alienating them from the’

workers. The crew leaders
actually become a part of the
oppression which faces the
migrants.

A walk through one of the
quonset-hut type warehouses
converted to living quarters by
Stokely Van Camp is a “trip”
in itself.

Rows of one-room plywood
cubicles have Been built on
each side of the buildizg. The
rooms are approximately 12 x
15 feet and house as many as
ten people. Regardless of the
size of the family, there is only
one cubicle per family.

The floors are bare concrete
and until recently, when forced
to put windows in each room,
the only type of ventilation
furnished by Stokely comes
from the six inch space at the
bottom of the door leading to
the room. -

The dark dreary halls must
also serve as a play area for
the children. The filth and
make-shift appearance of the
wholg building is appalling.

Children are susceptible to
colds, and viruseg caused by
the dampness of the building.

The - canning
companies take money out of
the worker’s pay check before
he gets it. It isn’t uncommop
for a worker to have earned $%
in a week and get $35.”

Lopez said, ‘‘Although the
canning companies  now
provide a basic hospitalization
policy for migrants, it doesn't

cover the most common
reasons for hospital care —
pregnancies and. mis
carriages.

Life in the fields is no better
for the migrant worker. They
work in muddy fields, rain, hot
or cold weather, for
approximately $1.30 an hour.

. The work day could last one
hour, two hours, ten hours or
not at all, depending on the
crop. There is no form of
compensation for the days not
worked. If the worker gets
injured while working, the
insurance will not cover one-
half of the expense.

The company pays the entire
bill and then deducts the
amount the insurance doesn't
pay from the migrant's
“salary’’ without any form 0
consultation with the worker-
He never even sees the bl
from the hospital.

When questioned about ‘hi
freatment of the rmﬂﬁ";
workers, Maurice Schellhal'dlv
