Africans Step Up
Angolan Liberation

CONGO Leopoldville—The
critical Angolan liberation
struggle by Africans to wrest
their native land from cen-
turies of brutal Portuguese
rule, may shortly spread
throughout the colony, far
beyond the northern sector
of Angola where it is now
concentrated

This fact became apparent
as Mr. Agostino Neto, Pres-
ident of the Angolan Peo-
ple’'s Movement for the
Liberation of Angol, toured
Europe seeking moral and
political support in one of
the most crucial freedom
movements now underway
on the African continent.

Mr. Neto said that the
black people of Angola were
determined “‘to take up arms
and fight the Portuguese’’
masters. He said that the
support of non-aligned so-
cialist nations was of key
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
