Shah of Iran beefs up police forces

By Ali Baghdadi
THE REPRESSION and
corruption of justice by the
Shah of Iran, the butcher of
Tehran, is far greater than
that of Hussein, the butcher of
Amman. However, this aspect

of Iranian life is seldom
discussed in the North
American press.

The millions of dollars spent
by the Shah on advertisements
and on Western - imperialist
public  relations firms,
together with the desire by the
US government to portray its
agents as progressive
monarchs, explain the reason
for the US news media’s
attitude.

Kaston, Hilton, Chesley,
Clifford, and Atherton are
among the firms which are
employed to praise the Shah
and his so-called reforms.

The role of the Iranian army
in suppressing the people and
prolonging the absolute rule by
the Shah cannot be denied even
by the great supporters of the
Iranian regime.

SENATOR HUMPHREY, a
great champion of the US
military aid program, was
quoted in Newsweek as saying,
Do you know what the head of
the Iranian army told one of
our people? He said that the
army is in good shape, thanks
to US aid— it was capable of
coping with the civilian
population. The army is not
planning to fight the Russians.
It is planning to fight the
Iranian people.”

In spite of the fact that the
neighboring states do not
constitute a military threat.
the Iranian army numbered

200,000 men in 1960. In addition
to a large force of regular
police the Shah had a secret
police force numbering 60,000
in 1964.

As a result of the British
troop withdrawal which will be
completed soon the Shah had
indicated that his forces will

bill the *‘power vacuum’” in the -

Persian gulf. This means that
the Iranian army will be a
suppressive force, not against
the Iranian people alone but
against  their neighboring
brothers as well.

TO ACHIEVE THIS goal in
protecting western ojl
monopolies in the region, the
emperor of Iran has tripled his
military forces. The US and
Britain have provided him with
Phantoms, warships  and
submarines.

A recent report published by
Amnesty International, an
organization which condemns
Israel for her treatment of
Arab prisoners, has shattered
the myth claiming that Iran is
a democratic free state. Al
has confirmed that within one
month at least three political
prisoners were tortured to
death.

Saidi, a progressive religious
leader, died from introduction
of boiling water into the
intestines. Nikdawudi,
according to confirmed
medical reports, had suffered
broken vertebrae in the neck,
spinal cord injuries and discs
shoved between the vertebrae
leading to his death. Ghorban
Shirmohamadi, who in
September  was extradited
from Turkey. has alsq died as a3
result of torture,

According to reliable reports

confirmed by the Iranian
Student Association in
Chicago, the number of
political prisoners exceeds
20,000.

DR. SHAYBANI, who was
dismissed from Tehran
University for his protest
against the British, French,
Israeli invasion of Egypt in
1956, was given a 15 year
sentence for a speech which he
gave in memory of the martyr,
Saidi.

In spite of the Shah's attempt

to  weaken historical and
cultural ties between the
Arabs and Persians, the people
of Iran €xpress unlimited
support for the revolutionary
struggle waged by the Arab
people.

Four of the forty - five
Iranian men who attempted to
cross the border to join Al
Fateh are now facing death
sentences. Like Hussein, his
greatest ally, the Shah is very
worried about the growing
Wave of the peoples' struggle
for national liberation.

ZIONISM'S RACIST
DOCTRINES

The racist doctrine in Zionist
form is much older than the
State of Israel. A conviction of
the special privileges of Jews
was insinuated by the early
ideologists of Zionism.

For Instance, L. Pinsker
wrote in 1917: “‘Just like the
Negroes and women, Jews too
must be emancipated. All the
worse for them it, in contrast
to the Negroes, they belong to
a noble race!” (Pinsker:
Avtoemantsipatsiya,
Petersburg 1917, p. 12.)

Nahum Sokolow writes still
more frankly: ““...there are no
completely pure races but the
Jews without any doubt form
the purest race among all
peoples of the world.” (Nahum
Sokolow: History of Zionism,
London, Vol. 1,p. 16.)

Ideologists of Zionism
catered to the lowest instinets
and passions: “A Jew is
distinguished by his greater
pusiness acumen and ability
than the average European,
not to speak of those apathetic
Asians and Africans.” (Max
Nordau: Max Nordau to His
People, New York 1951 p.73.)

And to continue: “We can be
proud of such traits which no
other people in the world have
tosucha degree." (ibid. p. 92.)

THE VIEWS propagated by
Zionists Wwere intended to
arouse in Jews the feeling that

they are better, ‘‘more
important’’ and ‘‘more
refined'’ than the inhabitants
of the countries in which they
lived. Feelings of superiority
among Jews, an aversion for
their environment and, linked
to this, a sense of isolation,
was to have helped the Jewish
bourgeoisie to win back control
over disintegrating Jewish
communities and to have
stemmed the advancing and
rapidly spreading process of
assimilation among the Jews
of Western Europe.

The First, and later, the
Second World War gave rise to
a situation in. which the
creation of a homeland for the
Jews became a reality.

The formation of the State of
Israel was welcomed by
Zionists as the emergence of

their lifelong dream of a huge
world Jewish ghetto and their
longed-for goal then was to
bring together the Jewish
citizens of the whole world.
Once again, the propaganda
machine was set in motion,
churning out so-called eternal
anti-Semitism and the
persecution of “God’s Chosen
People.”
WHITE JEWS ‘BETTER’

The Jews emigrating to Israel
came there convinced that now

they would be safe from the =

persecution and
injustice they were told they
suffered from. But an old
proverb says that every stick
has two ends.

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New York banquet honors Black policemen

NEW YORK, N.Y. —

Approximately 300 Black
people, among them many
notables, attended a special
banquet Sunday January 10th,
1971 at P.S. 92 here in Harlem
in honor of the ‘‘National
Society of Afro - American
Policeman. Indubitably, the
attempt of various groups in
the Black community to try to
brand the black policeman as
an ebony - glazed *“‘pig”’ in the
most repulsive sense of the
word, has not been really
successful, at least it’s almost
complete failure came that
Sunday afternoon.

SENSING THE need for the
Black community’s increased
awareness of what service
Black patrolmen are actually
performing in the community,
the “Ebony Dolls” of Alpha
Kappa Alpha, a Black soroity,
expressing gratitude, set into
motion a showcase orbiting
around what organizations
such as the Society of Afro -
American Policeman have
done.

A number of people, among
them sisters Alma John, Niki
Giovanni, Sonia Sanchez, Kan
Kan and Barbara Ann Teer,
brothers, Jerome 13X for
Leonard Weir, William Bly of
Afro Arts Center, the Harley
Family and the liberators,
were there and said a number
of things favorable about the
Black policeman which
centered around his role as the
guardian of the Black
community.

Many points were made
which added up to the fact that
the Black policeman is first a
man, then a Black man and
then a policeman, canbe and is
instrumental in safeguarding
the community against those
elements, White and Black,
which seek to destroy the
community from within and
without.

Moreover in regard to other
policemen it was
demonstrated that they cannot
be expected to safeguard the
community since any interest
expressed which is rare, is
only incidental to their job
which in many cases is not
even performed. Here, visions
of the long trail of atrocities,
sins of commission and
omission against the Black
community were invoked in
the conduct of those other
policemen who have often
‘“‘played possum” in sight of
crimes committed openly

';gainst black people or shook
lands with those offensive
elements perpertrating rape of
the Black community.

Most assuredly it was these
memories burnt on the minds
of those who live in Harlems
all over America, that have
earned ‘‘officers” the name
“bul’’ and now ‘pig,”’ the
attribute by which he is known.

“However” said one Black
woman, Clara Buggs, speaking
as vice president for the
“Ebony Dolls” in a recent
interview, ‘‘all Black
policemen are not pigs. The
most amazing thing about Bro.
Leonard Weir (President of
the Society) and his men is
that they do not advocate the
police department, they
advocate unity among Black

men and we, the ‘‘Ebony
Dolls,” felt the Black
community did not know

enough about its own men and
one can’t call a Black man a

“pig”’ until you find out that

that’s what he really is.”
CITING SOME of the
accomplishments of the

‘“Society of Afro - American
Policemen,” sister Clara
recalled a gala benefit given
for Harlem Preparatory
School not too recently. They
also gave benefits for other
Black educational facilities in
the Black community.

As the interview unwound,
discussion finally focused on
the “Ebony Dolls.” On
commenting as to who they
are, sister Clara said “We'rea
Black sorority, and one
purpose of the group is to ban
together as many Black
women as possible and to
make known the plight of the
Black woman here in this
country... I think the Black
woman needs to be in her home
a bit more than she's been
allowed to be in the past.

Ethiopian people’s art exploited by US whites

The fact that Ethiopia is the
victim of United States
imperialist poison is seen
everyday by the acts of social,
economic and psychological
games that the United States
imperialists are playing on the
people and their resources.
THE PEACE CORPS
program hailed by the
Ethiopian  government as
welcome aid, accomplishes all
the above mentioned games.
The following instance is only
one of a large number of ways
that is being used to exploit the
rich Ethiopian culture.

Last summer an Ethiopian
boutique shop opened in the
South side of Minneapolis,
Minnesota. This place has a
very strategic advantage since
it has a concentration of
hippies, young liberals and a
considerable number of
Blacks. The address is 1407
West Lake Street.

The owner of this boutique.
The = Ethiopian, (formerly,
Purple Eland), is a former
Peace Corps volunteer whose
parents are permanently
stationed in another
strategically iinportant place
in Ethiopia.

His father is a building
contractor in one of the
provinces and works closely
with Haile Selassie’s
granddaughter and her
husband, who is the governor
of the province. His mother is
a social worker and a close
advisor to the princess.

The whole business venture
was masterminded by Michael
Malloy’s mother who started
an organized exploitation of

the people in the capital city of
the province of Tigre, Makale.
She had the full support of the
princess and the governor and
the people could do nothing but
surrender to the woman's
plans. )
She formed a corps of
spinning women and weaving
men; paid them atrociously
low wages and started a
factory equivalent production
of wvarious kinds of cotton
materials. All are hand made
until the material is ready for
the tailors. That end of the
scheme went so perfect that
Mrs. Malloy sent her son, at
the end of his term, to
Minneapolis to start a clothing
store.

Most of the clothing is
imported already made by the
cheapest available labor in
Tigre, and Michael Malloy and
his colleague — a young
Ethiopian woman who has
assumed his ‘name for
“immigration purposes’ and
is a native of that province,
and claims a partnership to

this enterprise — do some "
alterations to fit the customer.

Elizabeth Rezens, the
Ethiopian, supplies the part of
the Ethiopian experience that
he cannot import with the
goods.

WHEN ONE WALKS into the
store, large posters made by
the Ethiopian Tourist
Organization displaying white
women hunting and sunbathing
are seen hanging on the wall.

Sekou Toure outlines economic purpose behind recent invasion

Who were the Blacks
who invaded Guinea?

By Winston Berry

UNITED NATIONS
(AWA) - A number of
Unanswered questions
concerning the background
of the unsuccessful
Portuguese attack on
Guinea have been cleared
up by President Sekou
Toure in a press
conference broadcast by
Radio Conakry on January
29, 1971, as monitored by
the Foreign Broadcast
Information Service. Many
readers wondered why
there were so many Blacks
in the invasion force. The
Western press was quick to
say this was evidence of a
deep dissatisfaction
among  Guineans with
their government.

IN DISCUSSING Guinea's
relations with Algeria.
President Toure threw some
light on this. He disclosed that
there were a few thousand
Guineans with the French
army in Algeria in 1958 at the
time Guinea shed its colonial
status.

“The first decision taken by
the Guinean government.”
President Toure told an
Algerian questioner. “was to
recall all Guinean soldiers who
had been serving in Algeria.
Some 2.000 traitors chose to
continue serving with the
French colonial troops in
Algeria.” adding:

“It is those soldiers, who
refused to return to Guinea,
who remained in Algeria until
your country’s victory (in
1962) and who later adopted
French or Senegalese

nationality, who are now being
used against the Republic of
Guinea."

This was the military cadre
from which the Portuguese
selected

black.

Sekou Toure
President of Guinea

speaking mercenaries for their
invasion force. These
mercenaries were supposed to
link up with a fifth column
within Guinea that was to have

French- been prepared. according to

the Guinean President. by
West German experts working
on projects in Guinea. (Some
West Germans later were tried
and sentenced to life
imprisonment for their part in
the abortive invasion).

“WE NOW KNOW," the
President replied to another
question. “‘that West German
experts in Guinea were nothing
but experts in subversion
aiming at the liquidation of the
regime. However. I must
confess that the Guinean
government began to
understand the real mission of
the West German experts
three years ago.™

accidently. .

Feeling unprotected. the
Blacks united and questioned a

white involved in the incident.
After tension built and despair
sank into some of the soldiers.
the white and a company
commander were roughed up
in retaliation.

“Next the C.O. happened
along and was told by the
group that we wanted to see
the battalion commander. He
hemmed and hawed around on
the phone.” continued Flory
“And he was beaten real

bad.. This was an
unfortunate. unplanned inci-
dent.”

The army is charging that the
maze of confusion was planned
and preconceived in Flory's
room. a meeting place for
Black soldiers.

“I've had an Article 32
hearing. This is like the pre-
trial 'of a General.” said Flory.
“The stuff looked pretty flakev
to me on the government's
behalf. Witnesses were caught
Iving. Some admitted the CID
tvped these sworn statements

for them and thev merely
signed them. If it was a
civilian court T think they

would have thrown the thing
out.

“This is the first trouble I've
been in but 1 don't know if |
expect justice or not. 1 was
offered immunity if I told on

my brothers. -1 refused.  1f
ignorance or prejudice.
whichever. weren't so

widespread in the army. the
whole incident might never
have happened.” the voung
soldier concluded.

The use of provocateurs to
“set-up’’ voung Black men und
women is an increasingly used
tactic of the FBI and militar*
intelligence.
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
